Every NDAC student, faculty 
member and staff member Of the 
college will have the opportunity 
of safeguarding his health by 
having a free chest X-ray when 
a mass X-ray survey begins here 
May 6, 7 and 8. 

This announcement has been 
made by Dr. William Smith, 
director of the division of pre-
ventable diseases for the state 
department of health which 
will conduct the survey. 
The plan is part of the intens-

ive war on tuberculosis begun re-
cently in co-operation with the 
North Dakota Anti-Tuberculosis 
association. In making the an-
nouncement, Dr. Smith expressed 
the hope that everyone eligible 
would take advantage of this spe-
cial opportunity. 

The process will take only a 
few moments of each person's 
time, it is pointed out, as the 
most up-to-date mobile equipment 
using 70 mm. film will be employ-
ed for the task. 

The film can photograph 
through clothing and the equip-
ment is capable of handling 100 
persons an hour. 
Further plans regarding the 

local survey which is part of the 
state-wide drive will be announced 
as they are completed.
