President Ladd 
Addresses Students 

at Convocation. 
A hearty welcome to the new stu-

dents and a greeting to the old was 
extended by President Ladd at con-
vocation on Monday morning. Pres-
ident Ladd's address to the students 
was a brief sketch of how each indi-
vidual student Can make the most 
out of his career. He advocated the 
mingling of the student life in such 
organizations as the Y. M. C. A. and 
the Y. W. C. A., urging the new stu-
dents to identify themselves with 
these organizations as well as with 
one of the churches of the city. 
Among the habits which President 
Ladd warned against was the lack 
of concentration during study hours. 
To get the most out of studies ana 
college life. in general, the student 
must le -irn to concentrate his atten-
tion on the problem before him, 
and unless he does this, he is wast-
ing his time. "Another waste of. 
time," said President Ladd, "is the 
moving picture. Not that I disap-
prove of the moving picture, but to 
go to the movies every night is 
cheap food." The poolhall offers 
another attraction to the student 
who is ready to waste his time, 
President Ladd laid great emphasis 
on the fact that no one who makes 
a habit of using the cigarette is 
able to develop his powers as is tire 
man who refuses to undermine his 
character by smoking the cigarette. 
A few words regarding cheating in 
the class room, and the President 
closed his talk; but not before he 
had shown how a person's life in 
college in a large measure determ-
ines his life in later years.

The foll'owing rules have been 

adopted by the Faculty for the gov-
erning of the finances of all student 
organizations; 

Rules for Student Organizations. 
1. Each organization shall have 

its own President and Treasurer. 
2. Every student organization 

and publication must keep a suita-
ble net of books in good form and 
subject to inspection at any time. 

3. No person shall make a pur-
chase for any organization without 
proper credentials signed by the 
president and countersigned by the

Plan Year's Work.

In an institution such as ours, 
it has a special value, for the ma-
jority of our students intend to be-
come specialists in the field of Me-
chanic Arts and the sciences. Our 
curriculum is therefore planned to 
meet these requirements. For a 
well-rounded and serviceable career, 
however, it is necessary to have a 
broad, general working knowledge, 
a comprehensive view of society as 
a whole. Much of this knowledge 
may--be secured in class, but the so!' 
cial touch may more readily be ac-
quired in a literary 'society where 
the necessary discipline of the class 
room may be replaced by the self-
government of the students. 

Much has been said of the early 
New England town meeting and the 
effect upon democratic government. 
The literary society presents a like 
opportunity for expression of dem-
ocracy in our schools. Many of thd 
leaders of this nation gained their 

treasurer of the organization. These 
officers shall not issue credentials 
to make purchase in excess of twen-
ty-five dollars without a majority 
vote of the organization. 

4. No organization shall contract 
any debt beyond the amount of cash 
on hand without the authority of 
the Auditing Committee. 

5. All business shall be handled 
through a local bank. 

6. Entire amount of receipts 
must be deposited and checks drawn 
for every payment not less than 
$1.00. 	 € 

7. Auditing Committee shall be 
composed of two faculty memberd 
appointed by the President of the 
College and one student member 
elected by the student body. 

8. Reports must be presented at 
the close of each term by the treas-
urer of the following organizations: 
Spectrum, Board of Athletic Control, 
Board of Hospital Control, Board of 
Public Speaking. Control, and all
