Alumni Interested 
ALUMNI RESPOND TO INVITA-

TION OF ASSOCIATION TO BE-
COME LIFE MEMBERS AND TO 
TAKE AN INTEREST IN THEIR 
ALMA MATER. BELIEVE THAT 
THE ALUMNI ISSUE ACCOM-
PLISHED A PURPOSE. 

Since the appearance of the alumni 
issue of the Spectrum, Secretary Levi 
Thomas of the Alumni Association, 
has received a large number of re-
ports in regards to the association 
and the place that the alumni issue 
should fill each year . 

He has also received many pay-
ments for live membership and re-
ports that more are coming in in 
every mail. 

In order to give some idea of what 
has been stirred up we print one of 
the many letters below. Thruout all 
of the communications the same 
spirit is manifested. 

East Lansing, Mich., 
April 4, 1916. 

For many reasons I am greatly in- 
terested in the North Dakota Agri- 
cultural college and I firmly believe 
in her success. During the two 
years I spent with you, I was told, 
that the standard of "A. C." was 
very low compared with other col- 
leges. At that time I thought that 
perhaps such was the case, because 
I had not, up to that time, had any 
opportunity to acquaint myself with 
any other American institutions of 
that kind. At the present time, 
however, I am ready to protest. I 
have now had an opportunity to learn 
quite a good deal about eastern and 
middle west institutions and I have 
come to the conclusion that the av- 
erage student has much better 
chances in smal linstitutions than he 
has in the large ones. For the good 
student it matters little where he is. 
because he will usually succeed. The 
poor student has no opportunities at 
all in a large school, he becomes ut- 
€erly lost. 

North Dakota Agricultural college 
has some excellent professors and 
the students have the privilege of 
coming in personal contact with 
these men. In institutions like most 
of these in the east and middle west, 
where one class numbers something 
like 2,500, and the various sections 
from 60 to 90 students, one can 
readily see, that per sonal attention 
is an impossibility. Furthermore, 
the large number of students neces-
sitates a large numbei  of instructors. 
This has resulted in, that most ex-
amination papers are corrected by 
seniors and many sections are taught 
by seniors or some man "just out of 
school." 

One should remember that the 
number of students does not neces-
sarily determine the success of an 
institution, but the work of the fac-
ulty in joint effort with the student 
body. Therefore, I think that N. D. 
A. C. can give her students as much 
of valuable information as most 
schools in the United States. As to 
your alumni association program I 
can say, that as far as I am able, I 
shall heartily support any good idea 
that you may create. 

At the Michigan Agricultural col-
lege an M. A. C. union has been 
formed. Such a union has existed 
for some time at the University of 
Michigan. To this union all stu-
dents, present or past, graduate or 
non-graduate, are eligible. At the 
University of Michigan the union has 
an entire building equipped some-
what like a modern Y. M. C. A. build-
ing, where the students, who are 
members, can meet and where former 
students can come back and enjoy a 
good time wit hfriends and fellow 
students of the past. It is hoped 
that thg Agricultural college also 
will have their union building and 
work has already been started along 
these 'ours. 

I am indeed glad to see that our 
highly esteemed ex-president, Dr. 
J. H. Worst, has been succeeded by' 
a man of Dr. E. F. Ladd's character 
and ability. 

The Alpha Mu quarterly, edited by 
Morse Dial, has made its appearance.
