Eversull took advantage of the
opportunity to advise students
that emotional confusion, marr-
lage or a trip home is not a justi-
fiable reason for teachers to raise
an individuals grades.

“Rather”, he said, “students
should remain calm, and recog-
nize the importance of academie
activities.”

“Our job involves revaluation
of values, redetermination of the
world’s march and sacrifices that
may even involve death itself,”
he declared.

He beseeched students not to
run around in circles or to ‘ration-
alize’, but to forget perplexities
and bewilderments and do our jobs
better and more conscientiously.
