Kurke Plans Decorations
For Junior-Senior Prom

Jack Kurke senior in architecture,
has announced that ‘Modern Con-
trasts’ is the theme for the decora-
tions for the 1941 Junior-Senior Prom
which will take place in the Field
House, Friday, May 16. '

Elaborate and inexpensive, the de-
corations for this year’s prom have
been planned and blueprinted down to
the last pin by Kurke, who did the
work on the '40 Junior-Senior party.

Large Floor

Featuring a danecing space in the
gym of 108 feet by 80 topped by a
giant false ceiling of contrasting
strips of white and blue paper, the
decorations represent a great deal of
planning and knowledge of architec-
ture and engineering.

It was necessary for Kurke to plan
a frame that would hold up 2250
running yards of paper or in weight,
390 pounds of paper. The frame
will be in four sections and contain-
ing in all, 2000 feet of galvanized
iron wire. Paper for the ceiling will
be of alternate blue and white strips
and will be laid on frames on the
floor and raised to the main guy
wires. Kurke has figured that there
will be 200 pounds stress on these
wires.

Unigque Lighting

One of the unique features of the
decorations will be the indirect light-
ing. Elliptical light troughs, 80 feet
long, will provide the illumination for
the affair. These will be spaced at
the joinings of the different ceiling
sections. Total weight of the false
ceiling is 95 pounds.

The orchestra will be featured in
the south end of the Field house.

Son of local architect, Kurke, in
his decorations for the prom last
year, was the first to have a false
ceiling in the Field House for a
college party. The size and height
of the gym has presented a big prob-
lem to decorators in the past. Work-
ing out a scheme of guy wires strung
from basket to basket in the gym,
Kurke has solved that problem and
is able to present a beautiful setting
for the spring formal.

Headquarters for the Future Far-
mers of America during the NDAC

building. The FFA Delegate As-
sembly was held in the auditorium
Thursday and Friday forenoons,
where exhibits from approximate-
ly 45 units are set up.

An average membership of 3500
students for the YMCA and 350 for
the YWCA during the last five years
marks it as the largest organization
on the campus.

3 Started in 1801

Started in the early 90's the NDAC
unit called itself YMCA and affiliated
itself with the national organization
in 1901. Construction of the building
was begun in 1917, and dedication
exercises were held in 1919. During
World War I the building was a
convenient place for the activities of
the Students Military Training Corps.

Richard E. Sweitzer, YMCA Sec-
retary, came to NDAC in 1936, the
year of his graduation from Iowa
State college, and since that time
has worked untiringly to build up
the College unit into the fine or-
ganization it is today. He is now
working on his master's degree at
Columbia University, New York.

Fills Many Needs

Sweitzer says the organization at-
tempts to build its program to fill
many of the educational, recreational
and religious needs of the student
body and strives to make its facil-
ties possible by making itself an
intimate part of college life.

From Sept. 1940, to May 1, 1941,
over 500 groups have held meetings
in the YMCA with a combined at-
tendance of approximately 35,000
students. The building is used as
headquarters for Alpha Gamma Del-
ta, Kappa Delta, Kappa Kappa Gam-

ma, and regular meetings are held
for ISA, LSA, Alpha Phi Omega and
Phi Upsilon Omicron.

The year 1941 marks the eleventh
year the Y Dug-Out has been spon-
sored, where many students on the
campus get their regular vitamins
and calories.

Management of the ¥YMCA is in the
hands of an advisory board consist-
ing of five faculty men and four
students, with the program arranged
by the three student cabinets.
