On the heels of the announcement
of removal of the high school, came
word of organization of a new com-
plete four-year prep course, to be
under the supervision of T. W. Thor-
darson, present director of corre-
spondence.

A scientific study of each student
will be made to find the aptitudes and
needs of each to determine a course
of study which will be most valuable,
and which will stress his particular
abilities.

Seniors in the high school will be
found part time work as closely as
possible allied with the course of
study the student is taking. The out-
side work and the course of study will
be coordinated to give each stu-
dent an intensive training up to the
time he graduates.

Yeager’s Tomato
Project Continued

Ten acres of tomatoes were grown
at NDAC experiment station this year
in the breeding work originated by
Dr. A F. Yeager, who resigned last
year, and being continued by Harold
Mattson, chief horticulturist. Selee-
tions for earliness, size and type for
both garden and commercial varieties
are made. Among varieties developed
at the station which have attained
wide popularity are Bison, and All-
Red. A promising cross has been
made between All-Red and Break of
Day.

At Brooks Horticultural station in
Alberta, Canada, of 17 varieties tested
in 1937, the seven earliest were from
NDAC.

High School Studeﬁts Once

Outnumbered Collegians

After more than 30 years of exis-
tence, the AC high school was discon-
tinued this fall. Reason for the action
was that students of the school, a part
of the Education division, were obliged
to use equipment designed for college
students, because of lack of funds, said
P. J. Iverson, for 18 years principal of
the school.

Organized in 1906 under former Reg-
istrar A. H. Parrott, the high school
was classified by the state in 1911. In
the years before Iverson took over in
1920, former Dean I. W. Smith was in
charge of it, followed by Charles Carl-
son. Many of the returning soldiers
enrolled in the high school, swelling
the total in 1920 to over 300. At that
time high school students outnumbered
collegians. In the early 1920's the
quality of instruction and size of ap-
propriations for public schools began to
rise, and more and more students went
to high school in their home town.
About 1926 the enrollment returned to
normal, which was 125. Since then it
has gradually backslided until last year
there were 40

In 1930, on Iverson’s suggestion the

late Dean Weeks of the education divi--|

sion moved the high school into his
department.

This year an arrangement has been
made with the schools of Casselton,
Buffalo, and Tower City to have sen-
iors in education practice teaching in
those towns. Each practice teacher
will spend three weeks in one of the
three schools, observing the method of
study used by the local teacher, help-
ing with extra-curricular activities, tu-
toring individual students, and fteaching
classes. Howard Fraser will go to Cas-
selton Monday to teach social stience
and history, and Marjorie Paulson will
teach English in the same school. Other
students will be sent out in the near
future, but who they are has not yet
been determined. The teacher train-
ing course will give the student prac-
tical experience.

Iverson, who will remain as director
of teacher training, will supervise stu-
dents majoring in social science; Miss
Ruby Grimes, mathematics majors, and
Mrs. Bell, English majors. Supervisors
of ' other courses will be named as
needed.

all indications point to a normal registration for the fall term,
according to Miss Viola Borderud, acting registrar.
released Thursday noon, exceeds the wildest hopes of everybody
on the campus. During the black days of last spring there were
many who predicted the enrollment this fall would be cut in half.

By comparison with last fall’s figures, the total then at the
end of the first week of school was 1,500, only 276 in advance of
last year's, and after two additional days of registration.
