Hill, rallies and convocations; and
Frieda Panimon, publicity.

Friday morning, the events will
start with a pep rally, beginning
at 10:00. If weather permits, the
rally will be held ocutdoors, other-
wise in Festival hall.

The homecoming dance will be
held Friday night in the field house
with Jimmy Baccus and his new
campus orchestra playing.

Saturday morning, festivities be-
gin at 10:00 with a parade of the
ROTC unit and the Gold Star band,
followed by floats representing fra-
ternities, sororities, and other cam-
pus organizations. The parade will
proceed downtown along Broadway,
and will return to the school via
Thirteenth street.

At 3:00, the annual freshman
homecoming game will be played
between the Bison and the Univer-
sity of North Dakota freshmen.

To climax the homecoming events,
the Bison-South Dakota State game
will begin at 8:00.

Professor Etienne Dennery of
Paris will speak at convocation

Professor Dennery is a graduate
of the Ecole Normale Superieure of
Paris and received the University
Agregation in 1926, which is the
same as the PhD, degree in the Unit-
led States. The University of Paris

| lawarded Prof. Dennery a Kahn

Traveling Fellowship known as
“Autour du Monde” and he has
therefore had wide opportunity to
study and observe in all parts of
the world.

Prof, Dennery was the economic
expert of the Lytten Commission
sent out by the League of Nations in
1932 to study the situation in Man-
churia. He is a professor at the
Ecole Libre des Sciences Politiques
and at the Institute des Hautes
Etudes Internationales of Paris. He
is particularly interested in interna-
tional economics. This is the third
trip of Professor Dennery to this
country. He speaks English with
| fluency and distinetness.

French Public Opinion, Democra-
cy, and Fascism will be Prof. Den-
nery’s subjects. He will speak to
Dr. Hunter's history class 224 at
eleven o'clock in an informal discus-
sion, in room 319, Thursday even-
ing Prof. Dennery will speak in
Little Country Theatre on the sub-
ject of France's Foreign Policy in
Europe, sponsored by all the groups
of Moorhead and Fargo interested in
this subject.

He was associate editor of the
Spectrum last year and desk editor
during his freshman year. His other
campus activities are president of
the YMCA and vice president of the
Cosmopolitan club.

Applications Due
Nov. 2 For Awards

Applications for Rhodes Scholar-
ships must be in the hands of the
state committee not later than No-
vember 2. Dean Minard is the in-
stitutional representative in this
college and it is from him that in-
formation may be obtained.

State committees will meet De-
cember 12 or 14 and district com-
mittees December 16. In order to
choose candidates the country is
divided into eight districts of six
states each. Each state committee
can nominate two men to appear
before the district committee. From
these twelve hopefuls the district
committee selects four men to rep-
resent their states at Oxford.

For eligibility a student must be
between 19 and 25 years of age and
have completed his sophomore year
at college. Qualities which influ-
ence the selections are literary and
scholastic ability, qualities of man-
hood, truth, courage, devotion to
duty, sympathy, kindliness, unsel-
fishness, and fellowship.

A scholarship is worth 400 pounds
sterling or about $2,000, and the
scholarship is given for two years,
although a third year may be
awarded to a student with an out-

standing record.

This year will mark the 25th an-
niversary of the lyceum course at
North Dakota State college and as is
befitting such an event a lyceum
course has been arranged for the
silver jubilee season of 1935-36
which will surpass even those ly-
ceums of past years which brought
to this campus such attractions as
John Drinkwater, Fritz Kreisler,
Isaac F'. Marcosson, the Ballet Rus-
se, Carl Sandburg, and Knute
Rockne.

A. G. Arvold, in charge of the ly-
jceum course, has spared neither
time nor effort to secure for the
coming season a lyceum course
which will appeal to every age and
intellect. Music lovers will be af-
forded a rare opportunity to hear
one of the leading symphonic en-
sembles of the country on October
30 when the Minneapolis Symphony
Orchestra, Eugene Ormandy, con-
ductor, will stage a concert in Fes-
tival hall. This orchestra is affili-
ated with the University of Minne-
sota and is supported by nearly a
half million Minneapolis residents.
Eastern and southern newspapers
were most extravagant in their
| praise of Oymandy and his orches-
|tra when it toured the country in
1934,

On Nov. 6, Iceland’s most distin-
guished statesman and orator, As-
geir Asgeirsson, will lecture in Fes-
tival hall. In 1930 Mr. Asgeirsson
was president of the Icelandic Par-
liament, the oldest parliament in the
world. Since then he has served
as Minister of Finance, Minister of
Education, and Premier of Iceland.
He has been decorated with the Or-
der of a Chevalier of the Legion of
Honor of France and with the Order
of the Crown of Italy. As Iceland’s
most distinguished representative,
Mr. Asgeirsson will be one of the
most important visitors to America
during the 1935-36 lecture season.

Maulana Shaukat Ali, world famous leader of
seventy-million Moslems in India; Knute
Rockne, football coach; Carl Sandburg,
American poet; Lew Sarett, poet and woods-
man; Vilhjalmer Stefansson, explorer; Lora-
do Taft, sculptor; Ida M. Tarbell, writer;
Walker Whiteside, actor; Ballet Russe de
Monte Carlo; and Fritz Kreisler. This year’s
series will add more laurels to the long list
of celebrities appearing here.

Thus it is evident that by means of the
lyceum North Dakota State college students

Student Opinion

I have two thoughts rampant in
my mind, both of which demand re-
lease with the all-important argu-
ment that they relate to bettering
the school.

The first relates to the course in
the English department known as
romantic poetry 313. A course re-
commended by instructors, profes-
sors, and by students who have taken
it as altogether desirable, interesting,
and enlightening, it bids fair to re-
ceive the reproach of a “has been”
in ensuing years because of the lack
of interest being shown it. Six mem=-
bers are in the class, a number that
would be tripled and even more! It
would seem that students, even those
professing a desire for literature,
are unduly hesitant about taking a
course which they feel is not at all
practical, and which, in the bargain,
deals with men who lived years ago,
who upheld subversive beliefs, and
who died with the stigma of conven-
tionalized society’s abhorrence upon
them. To me, it seems that these
students are evading the issue of
education, seeking to cast aside mat-
ters which they have heard to be
indecorous in favor of those more
pleasant things which follow a
smooth-running, inane existence.
After all, colleges are places of
higher learning, places where one
learns of many things, studies them
sincerely, then sets in mental files
those matter of which he disproves,
all the while realizing that he is not
compelled to any set belief or num-
bers of such beliefs. An intelligent,
unbiased study of any such ‘undesir-
able” course, especially of poetry,
will accomplish a great deal in over-

bring before one the undying musie
of words as they have been written
to express the impressions, emotions,
ineffable feelings of past masters.
Relax a bit. Think of something
besides of things that have techno-
logical significance. You, yourself,
are entitled to some attention. Think
of a course in Victorian poetry that
will be offered in the winter term.
The other thought deals with a
more impersonal, perhaps imperti-
nent subject. There has been the
custom in many of our college clas-
ses, of calling for long papers, term
papers so-called; the calling theore-
tically meant to stimulate research
and creative writing, I believe. It
has been brought to my attention,
however, that these papers are sadly
Jacking in the qualities which might
excuse their being, rambling, inco-
herent, inconsistent, useless, and al-
together very poor evidence of even
the most cursory interest in the sub-
ject at hand or of the slightest in-
clination to look further than into
some outline of knowledge. Perso-
nally, I cannot see their purpose, as
the general run would show, unless
some real stress is to be applied to
the results obtained. Laxity, indif-
ference, and carelessness of both
instructors and students will not
help a bit in raising the scholastic
standards of this school, or even in
holding them where they are.
