A NEW COURSE

An editorial in the Nation reveals
that Illinois university and New
Hampshire university students have
started a movement to have a course
in peace offered, either electively or
compulsory, in their respective
schools. The object is to train for
peace movements by studying tac-
tics of peace as well as do the R.O.
T.C. units drill for times of war.

Such a gourse could be very well
offered on this campus if it were
backed by some organization and
the students interested in prevent-
ing war would cooperate, It could
well include a study of the causes
of war—such as, munitions compa-
nies, which Senator Nye of North
Dakota proposes be examined

North Dakota State could do well
to follow the example of some of
the larger schools of the United
States that are alive to such ques-
tions as compulsory military train-
ing, which is compulsory only by
indirect force from the federal gov-
ernment. No stipulation was made
in the act providing for land grant
colleges that military education be
compulsory any more than that ag-
riculture and mechanic arts be com-
pulsory, which of course are not.—
