Lew Sarett, woodsman, poet and lec-
turer, in the capacity of Lyceum course
entertainer, will appear in Festival hall
at the North Dakota State college next
Tuesday evening, A. G. Arvold, public
dizeuscion department head, announced
today.

Mr. Sarett has established a place for
himself in American literature by the
many fine poems he has written. A
former professor at Northwestern uni-
versity, he changed his life to one
that would bring him in contact with
out-of-doors. This contact was ac-
complished by extensive travelling
through the wilderness of the north-
west, both by water and land.

Mr. Sarett's knowledge of the wilder-
ness dates back to the time that he
lived with the Indians, and was made

an honorary member of the tribe of
Chipp al chri by them
“Lone Caribou”. He has paddled

with his canoe more than 12,000 miles
over Lake Superior, the waters of Hud-
son's Bay and the Mississippi river.
Such experience as this, gives this lec-
turer his authority to write magazine
articles and poetry concerning nature.

Sarett is a contributor to the Atlan-

tic Monthly, the Bookman, the Forum, |

magazines. Among the books he has
written are “Slow Smoke,” a best sell-

Magician Entertains
Convocation Crowd

Presents Delightful Program
To Packed House Monday
In Festival Hall

Marquis the Magician presented what
proved to be a delightful and enter-
taining convocation program before a
packed house, last Monday morning in
Festival hall.

Marguis combined a wide variety of
tricks and illusions with a perfect stage
presence to give his audience an enter-
tainment that kept its attention every
minute. His stock of tricks was dif-
ferent from those usually given by so-
called magicians, the one with the vari-
ed-colored sands being the only ordi-
nary one. Among the others were two
very fine handkerchief tricks; two or
three “disappearing acts;” the leviation
of a woman, that is raising a woman in
the air without any visible means of
support; and several rope tricks.

The leviation act is at the same time
one of the oldest magicians' tricks and
one of the least performed, on account
of the difficulty of its performance.
The trick itself dates back to the time
of the old Romans. Several of the rope
tricks shown were of Indian origin.
Marquis tends to use the older and
less fregeuntly shown tricks, as indi-
cated in the following paragraph,
which appeared in a recent issue of
The Linking Ring, official publication
of the international Brotherhood of
Magicians:

“In the past years, Marquis has done
much to bring back to the stage the
older types of illusions. These he
has built up with a modern setting and
presents them with the air of a modern
magician”.

: One of the greatest factors in assur-
ing the success of the current Brevities
production is the increased working

| facilities which include the only com-

pletq theatrical office between Minnea-
polis and the west coast, adquate work-
rooms, and rehearsal space, according
to James Konen, manager and director
of the 1933 production.

This year the Barracks have been
turned over to Blue Key, national ser-
vice fraternity, sponsor of the show, as
headquarters for business management,
rehearsals, costuming and scenery de-
signing. In detail the headquarters
include a suite of offices for business
and dictorial staffs, work shops for
scenery, properties and wardrobe, store
rgoms, and a large rehearsal hall.

Lending a grotesque aspect to the
rehearsal room are the various masks
to be used in one of the choruses of the
Brevities editon. Of the offices proper,
the directors’ office has the most thea-
trical atmosphere, and according to
Richard Randlett, formerly connected
with eastern theatrical troupes, is com-
parable to that of many large profes-
sional companies. Various theatrical
magazines and books are to be found
about the room, and several spotlights
are stored in one corner. A desk and
several chairs complete the furnishings
of this offices

In the business office a minature
stage is the center of attention on
which the experimental stage settings
are tried with different lighting effects.
This office also houses the departments
of stage manager, ticket saled and pub-
licity., Here too are found pictures
auntographed especially to the Brevities.

In the music and costume room are
costumes, and original musical scores,
books of particular interest to the show
directors, and the customary furnish-
mgs.,

Entirely self-supporting, the Bison
Brevities is one of the few theatrical
organizations in thg country which has
maintained itself on a paying bass
within recent years, according to those
in charge. March 27 and 28 are the
dates for the production this year
which is written, directed and produced
entirely by members of North Dakota
State’s student body.

University Debate
Team Defeats State
College Squad Twice

Upstate Students (Gain Decision
In Second Encounter Of
Series Last Friday

Maintaining that the use of the war
debts ad an effective weapon for bring-
ing about disarmament among the Al-
lied debtors and the
would promote the interest of world
peace, the University of North Dakota
debate team won the unanimous deci-
sion of three judges over a team from
North Dakota State last Friday at the
U. in the second contest of the annual
series between these two schools.

The U. team composed of Charles
Leng, Farnham Dudgeon, and Phil Vo-
gel, arguing the negative of the ques-
tion “Resolved: That the United States
should agree to the cancellation of the
inter-allied war debts,” against Frieda
Panimon, David Sallume, and Howard
Kilbourne, pointed out that it did not
wish to injure any debtor nation
through foreing payment and would
even go so far in deciding the case of
each country on its own merits as “to
cancel revise, reduce, or declare a mo-
ratorium at some future date.”

The affirmative case rested upon the
single issue, that continued collection
of the debts would partially destroy the
domestic market in the United States,
resulting in increased unemployment,
thus retarding business recovery.

In refrutation of the negative case, the
argument was advanced by the affirm-
ative that any such diserimination be-
tween the various debtor nations in
the ultimate settlement ofi the debts as
the negative advocated would result not
in world peace, but in greater hostility
and ill-feeling in the world.
