He has relieved Captain Frank
Ross, who has developed successful
teams, and who is himself an excel-
lent shot, having a Distinguished
Marksman’s rating.

This season with 15 members of
last year's squad returning to the
range plus a group of T4 candidates
which is expected to mount to 100 or
more before the end of the week, Cap-
tain Conmy expécts another bright
vear on the firing range.

From Jan. 19 to 18, Annual College
Sweepstakes will be fired. A squad
of 20 men will be selected from the
results of these matches to compete
in the mail matches with other col-
leges during the period Feb. 2 to 14.
The Corps Area Matches, the Na-
tional Intercollegiate, and the William
Randolph Hearst matches will be held
from March 14 to April 11.
