Heads Of Annual
Showing Contest

Graham Fuller Is In Charge Of
Little International And
Adam Of Banquet

Graham Fuller, Hamilton, and Rob-
ert Adam, Anamoose, both seniors in
the school of agriculture, have been
named by Ben Gorder, president of
the Saddle and Sirloin club to take
charge of the Little International and
Portrait Hanging Banquet respective-
ly. .

These two activities are both fea-
tures on the program of the Thir-
teenth Annual Farmers' Week which
will be held here during the week of
January 15-18. They are sponsored by
the Saddle and Sirloin Club annually.

For the program this coming year
two general sessions have been
planned, one on the eombine and one
session on cooperative shipping of
livestock. There will be short course
work in beekeeping, poultry, crops,
livestock and gardening, and also in
foods and feeding the family, clothing,
household management and art. As a
special feature shelterbelts is to be
given. Other phases of the short
course will cover such subjects as new
farm machinery and economical pow-
er on the farms.

The different breed associations of
North Dakota will hold their annual
meeting at set hours some time dur-
ing the week. A meeting of the North
Dakota Livestock Breeders’ associa-
tion has been scheduled for Friday,
Jan. 18.

To make the week entertaining as
well as educational, the special eve-
ning programs are scheduled. On
Tuesday one-act plays and other home
talent features will be presented in
the Little Country Theater; on
Wednesday evening a banquet and
honoring of master farm homemakers,
and on Thursday, the Little Interna-
tional Livestock show takes place at
the stock pavilion. The North Dakota
Breeders' association and Saddle and
Sirloin Club banquet will take place
on Friday might, at which time the
portraits of master farmers will be
unveiled and admitted to the Agricul-
tural Hall of Fame.

John Lee Coulter, president; Dr. P. F.
Trowbridge, director of Experiment
station; C. F. Monroe, director of Ex-
tension; Alba Bales, dean of home
economics school; Dr. H. L. Walster,
dean of school of agriculture, and W.
C. Palmer, secretary of the Week.

Mr. Fuller, who has charge of the
Little International Livestock Show,
has named as his assistants the fol-
lowing: Ralph Diehl, assistant mana-
ger; Martin  Peterson, decorations;

Employment Bureau
Makes Good Progress
Seventy-five Business Conecerns

Are Using Student Help
At Present

Few students of North Dakota State
College, besides those who have been
benefited, realize the importance of
the Student Employment Bureau con-
nected with the school. But this
worthy enterprise has made consid-
erable progress this year, due to the
efforts of Mrs. P. M. Gooden, who
has charge of the bureau. Her dec-
ord is one to be proud of. Of the 300
students working through the bureau
not one has had to leave school for
want of work as yet. There are 500
jobs, big and small, secured that ag-
gregate over $26,000, 195 of these be-
ing steady. The reports eoming in on
the work of the students are only of
the best, and Mrs. Gooden has receive-
ed but 8 complaints out of 800 jobs.

“I appreciate the cooperation of the
down-town business men.” says Mrs.
Gooden. 75 business cncerns are us-
ing our people on steady work. We
have handled several big jobs of ad-
vertising successfuly, and I hope they
will come to depend on us more and
more.”

The attitude of the students com-
nected with the bureau is worth while,
and helps to make it a success. They
are really trying to give the type of
work that will satisfy. The boy or
girl who wants to work their way
through college is te be commended,
and so the organization that helps
them should be given due consider-
ation.

CREAMERYMEN ARE
OFFERED SHORT COURSE

A one-week short course in dairying
for experienced creamerymen will be
given by the department of dairy hus-
bandry of the North Dakota State col-
lege from Jan. 28 to Feb., 2, 1929,

This course iz designed to meet
the requirements of the creamerymen |
now in practice. Studies on grad-
ing and selection of cream for butter-
making, neutralization and pasteuriz-
ation of cream, the preparation, se-
lection and use of starters, testing
of milk, cream and buttermilk, butter

.1scoring and factory analysis of but-

ter, as well as the problem of market-
ing the butter, will be taken up in
laboratory and lecture work.

The instructional work under the
direction of Prof. J. R. Dice, in charge
of the department of dairy husband-
ry, will be carried on by Prof. A. W.
Rudnick, extension professor of dairy
industries, Towa State college. Regu-
lar members of the institutional staff
will be assigned to do work for which
they are best fitted.

RADIO HOUR CHANGED

A change in the hours of radio broad-
casting by the North Dakota State
college over WDAY was made recent-
ly in compliance with the Radio Com-
mission’s request.

NO WRITTEN MATTER
IN LAUNDRY BAGS

“Students who are in the habit of
putting notes and written matter in
their laundry bags, had better discon-
tinue the practice, or they will pay
dear for their negligence,” stated
John Pannebaker, State College Sta-
tion postmaster, Monday meorning of
this week.
R. 8. Regar, third assistant post-
master general at Washington, D. C.
has issued the following:
The season of the year is again here
when young people leave their homes
to attend the higher institutions of
learning. These students are exten-
sive users of the mails for their suit
cases, laundry bags, supplies from
home, ete., and postmasters at college
and university towns report that in
many instances the suit cases, laundry
bags, ete., contain unauthorized writ-
ten matter, such as note hooks of
school work, old letters, memoranda
books and magazines bearing margin-
al notes, ete., on which postage at the
fourth-class rate only is prepaid. Such
parcels are rated up according to their
classification and the deficient post-
age collected on delivery. One post-
master states that such postage
ranges from $2 to $12 a parcel at
his office. In many instances these
collections work hardship on students.
Postmasters and postal employees
are directed to give special attention
