|Salary Increases

Slashed by Board
OfAdministration

Increase Granted State College
Is Larger Than University
Appropriation

Salary increases recommended
for professors and instructors at
the North Dakota State college
were slashed by the board of ad-
ministration to 50 percent of the
figure requested, it was made
known yesterday.

President John Lee Coulter of the
college had recommended increases
totalling $20,000 a year. This figure
was cut to $10,000 and he was given
instruetions to “spread it around
where it was most needed.”

President Kane, of the University
of North Daketa, who had asked for
a $12,000 increase was allowed $6,000
instead and was given . instructions
similar to Dr. Coulter’s.

College Increase Larger

The State college was given a
larger increase than the university, it
was explained, because instructors
and professors here receive less pay
than university men who are doing
similar work. For instance, accord-
ing to the board, State college deans
draw a maximum of $4,500, as against
a maximum of $5,000 for universtiy
deans. In addition some instructors
at the college work 12 months a year
while those at the university work
only nine,

Most of the increase awarded the
college will be used to increase the
salaries of men employed in the
school of agrieulture, it was an-
nounced. The board expressed its de-
sire to make the school of agriculture
as strong as possible, and is willing
te pay to get and keep good men.

Salary lists for the state teachers
colleges at Mayville and Valley City
must not be increased more than 1
percent of the present total, the heads
of those institutions have been told.
This rule was followed by the board
ir doling out pay boosts to instrue-
tors who were promised pay increases
when they were employed, provided
their services at the end of a given
period had proved satisfactory. The
institution heads were advised by the
board to make good these promises
and distribute any additional salary
appropriation where it is most need-
ed.

Acting as a special representative
from North Dakota, Dr. Alva H. Ben-
ton, specialist in marketing and rural
organization work at the North Da-
kota State college, will attend a meet-
ing of Research Workers in the Field
of Livestock Marketing at Chicago,
May 31 and June 1, and the annual
meeting of the International Confer-
ence of Wheat Pools at Regina, Sas-
katchewan, June 5, 6 and 7

Dr. Benton was asked by Dr. Thom-
as P Cooper, director of the Kentucky
Experiment station and former direc-
tor of the North Dakota station, to
represent the North Dakota station at
Chicago.

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ON APPROPRIATIONS

The state board of administration has voted to give our pro-
fessors and instruetors a raise in salary. The raise is just half
of the figure recommended by President Coulter but an appropria-
tion of any amount is welcome, and the fact that State college was
allotted more than the University has its exhilarating qualities.
The board has admitted that our faculty has been doing the same
amount of work as the university faculty and for less money.
This realization is a forward step. It proves more than ever
the equality of the two institutions, the fact that North Dakota
has two schools of higher learning who are giving slightly varied
courses but who turn out an equally good product.

The administration board advises that the larger part of this
appropriation be spent on the school of agriculture and since
agriculture was the basic idea of founding the college, this is
entirely logical. Mechanic arts, the other foundation of the act
which enabled the state to start this institution, should come in
for a full share also. The other schools on the campus should not
be overlooked, however. Their combined enrollment embraces the
greater number of students and in order to care for this number,
their shattered resources need bolstering as greatly as the basic
schools. Perhaps they will be stressed in future appropriations.
At any rate it is hoped so. North Dakota State is far more valu-
able to North Daokta with seven great schools than with one or
two, and the college as a whole is in dire need of the almighty
dollar to enable it to give the state a better return on the im-'es—]
ment.

ONWARD, GRECIAN SOLDIERS

The seed of desire of local Greek letter societies to prove to
the national organizations of the nation that North Dakota State
is fertile soil for their expansion is beginning to take root. With
the advent of Sigma Phi Delta, which Monday absorbed Delta Pi
into its family of chapters, another step toward the eventual
assimilation of our local groups into great national bodies has
taken place.
