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COLLEGE SPIRIT DEFINED

There is a great deal to think about in the article by Thomas
M. Thompson of Colgate University, published in a recent issue
of School and Society:

“Without attempting a dictionary definition of college spirit,
I should like to suggest something like the following as expressing
that much-talked-of, but little-thought-about, concept. College
spirit is that background of ideas, ideals, and attitudes towards
one’s Alma Mater which is the dominating and directing force be-
hind all one’s acts with respect to her. Such a concept of college
spirit gives it tangibility, but its greater value lies in the fact
that it makes college spirit a guiding and directing force in the
college life of the student. At one college which proudly boasts of
its spirit in pep meetings, in its college paper, and from the chapel
platform, it is the policy of the library not to purchase textbooks
for the simple fact that textbooks cannot be kept in the library,
and I never heard anyone accusing the janitor of taking them.
This same college tried an honor system in examinations for many
years, but finally had to give it up because it would not work. The
inability of American colleges and universities to maintain an

honor system is notorious, and yet doubtless every college which |,
displays such inability is proud of its spirit and does not hesitate

1o say so.

“If college students would think of college spirit as the direct-
ing force behind all their acts in college, possibly many of the acts
so common on college campuses would be less common. Possibly
an honor system could be made to work; possibly library books
would be safe; possibly there would be less petty thieving of coats,
caps, books, ete.; possibly it would no longer be considered a dis-
play of college spirit for contesting classes to mutilate or destroy
college property; possibly questionable fraternity politics would
not have so much to do in controlling elections to campus offices;
possibly campus bootlegging would be less common; possibly stu-
dents would be less inclined to litter up the campus with trash or
to cut unsightly paths through its beautiful green carpet; possibly
students would realize that a genuine college spirit, one worthy
the name, and the only one that anyone has a right to be proud
of, would demand that the possessor be a gentleman or a lady at
all times; for it is college spirit that gives direction to one’s college
acts.”

Plans Announced For

Plans for operation of a Dairy-
Poultry special train to make 90 stops
in North Dakota from May 28 to June
30 by the Northern Pacific, Soo Line
and Great Northern railways were
announced today by C. F. Monroe,
divector of the Extension division at
North Dakota State college.

A tentative schedule has already
been worked out and the towns to be
visited will be announced a little later.
Programs and exhibits will be under
the direction of the Extension division.

“During the past two years the
Better Beef Special train and the Bet-
ter Seed Special train have carried to
the bulk of the formers of North Da-
kota valuable information from the
college and from other sources,” Mr.
Monree declares. “The programs
were well received and the attendance
estimates indicate that in each ecase
more than half of the farmers of the
state saw the exhibits carried on the
trains and received useful informa-
tion from the programs of talks.

“Through the generous cooperation
of the Great Northern, Soo Line and
Northern Pacific railways we are
again able to put on a similar pro-
gram this year, with dairying and
poultry as the subjects. These rail-
ways are bearing the entire expense
of operating the train and they will
receive no revenue from the train.
They are entitled to much credit for
their  liberal policy regarding this
important piece of agricultural devel-
opment work."”

The train will be more elaborate
than anything heretofore attempted.
It will consist of eleven cars of which
nine will be exhibit cars. Three pro-
grams will be held daily, morning,
afternoon and evening, with about 90
meetings in all, during the five week
period. Every section of the state will
be: covered. Stops will be of three
hours duration with an hour of talks
and about two hours to inspeet the
exhibits.
