Ted Fuller was the lone freshman
to receive a track numeral, as a con-
sequence of his first place in the con-
ference telegraphic meet for fresh-
men held recently. Iuller won the
high hurdles in the remarkable time
of 15:4, which is faster than the of-
ficial conference reeord. Leier and
Zeisler, who were eligible on first re-
ports of the freshmen meet, were
found to have not placed when cor-
rections for the meet were completed.
This leaves Fuller the only frosh track
numeralist. Besides his track numer-
al Fuller has also won all the numer-
als it is possible for a freshman to
acquire, having captured a football
numeral last fall for his services as
center on the gridiron squad, and a
basketball numeral for having per-
formed as forward and guard on the
court quint during the past winter.

ion. Such seeret expression of opin-
ion fosters blackmail and slander.

tainly not be a place to foster such
methods.

May we in the future find all stu-
dents with opinions to express with
the courage to back them up?

To the Spectrum:

The cuestion of military training in
colleges was brought up in the Spec-
trum some time ago, and as it is al-

ways a topic of interest, especially to
stuclents, it is worthy of further dis-
cussion. I may say at starting, that
I do not hold with the idea that ap-
paers to be current in some circles
that students should not do any think-
ing on vital topies until after gradua-
tion.

Service in the military forces of

this eountry in time of war has right-
ly been econsidered a patriotic duty of
every citizen, with the exception that
conscientious objectors are relieved
from actual combat duty and members
of certain occupations may be exempt-
ed. During the past history of this
country, military force has been some-
times™ the only method whereby the
safety of the people could be secured.
With the passing of the Indian as a
serious enemy, and the eivilization of
our neighbors, together with a differ-
ent attitude on the part of the great
nations of the world toward war,
armament is no longer our only pro-
tegtion, nor even the chief means. In
some cases a soft answer turneth
away wrath, but in any case a policy
of fair and square dealing together
with a little cooperation will go fur-
ther toward maintaining national
peace than an entirely selfish poliey
backed up by the mailed fist.
_ In discussing any topie of this kind
it is well to remember that govern-
ment exists for the benefit of the eciti-
zen and not the contrary. With this
in mind, the rignt of any eitizen to
disagree with any governmental policy
e

ig obvious. Physical foree is at best
a poor and makeshift method of set-
tling disputes, national or otherwise,
and it appears to me to be illogical
and foolish to brand anyone unpatri-
otic who would attempt to substitute
other methods.

If anyone objects to compulsory
military training, as at present main-
tained in this school and others, that
is not necessarily unpatriotic, but is
entirely in keeping with the American
tradition of only voluntary military

forces in time of peace.
