H8 — President Coulter to Put - __
Dr. John Lee Coulter {s in Wash-
imgton, D. C. today, where he will
~plage his diversification program for
the state of North Dakota before the
congressmen  and  senators of the
spring wheat states of the northwest,
The program, in question was partial-
Iy framed here this fall after careful
consideration of factors bearing on
its suecess, and will be drafter in its
final form at Washington and lead-
ors selected to formally introduce it
in the howse and senate,

Dr, Coulter is in Washington at the
urgent request of state agricultural
Ieaders in the northwest who rely on
him to help us out of a bad situation
following natural diffieulties incurred
im a nation bearing the brunt of a
war and ita abnormal conditions.

The plan itself, in part, includes
relief for North and South Daketn,
Minnesota, and Montana, the relief

being In the form of a tentative re-
volving loan fund of $25.000,000 thru
witiihh farmers of the spring wheat
areas may purihase breeding live-
stock with which to pull out of an
agricultural rut.

*We believe that we are entitled
to this doan and that we have a very
good chance to get it,” said Dr. Conl-
ter. before his departure. “In -his
measnge to congress, President Coul-
ter mentioned specifically the neod
of loans to farmers in the spring
wheat area as a means of speeding
up diversification, and we believe our
plan the most feasible pne, entalling
ag it does a loan and not a gitt. In
connection it is worthy of note that
716 percent of the federal sced loans
to Worth Dakota farmers in 1921 and
1922 have been paid up with interest
at § percent.”
