holding it slightly above the head. Ladies do not remove their
hats but stand facing the National Colors in a respectful mannes

“Distinztion should be made elear between the flag, the Nal-
ional eolors and the organization colorzs. The flag is displayed over
buildings or from a fixed pole, and, in this position, 1s never salut-
ed. The National Colors is the Amercan flag carried by troops or
patriotic organizations in formal parade and is saluted by every-
one. Organization colors never appear without the national colors
and are never saluted.

“Farlier in our national history people were more observan!
of the courtesies due the National Colors The neglect of prope:
.respect for what our colors stand for is due, in part, to the fart
that a large part of our people are living rural lives, some grow
up without ever seeing the National Colors disp'ayed. Another
reason is that over 51 per cent of our population have spent their
childhood under other flags and cannot be expected to be leaders
in our national feeling.

“Observance of the proper courtesies to our colors is not, in
any sense a bow to militarism but is a publi: acknowledgement of
respect due those men who paid the supreme price that we migh
hear these National Colors and enjoy the rights they insure us.”

Fellows, it won’t hurt you a bit to observe these few little for- |

malities, and by so doing you will not stand out as a boor, a hick, a
clover-kicker, or an ignoramus, as the neglect of these time worn
eustms is liable to brand you. Remember this little duty, if you
will, and if the observance of it causes your demise the Spe:trum
office will stand for your funeral expenses.
