Utter inability to find the loop and 
what appeared to be a reversal of 
form on the part of most of the mem-
bers of the A. C. quint were the out-
standing features of the two game 
series with the University on the 
home floor last Friday and Saturday 
evenings. But for the stellar work of 
Flem, right guard, via the free throw 
route, the Bisons would have been 
forced to accept defeat in both con-
tests. 

As in past years the games between 
the two state rivals drew a record at-
tendance, the armory. being packed to 
capacity in both Friday and Saturday 
night's contests.

Brings Out Record 

Attendance 
Nine O'clock Classes 	Dismissed; 

Students and Faculty turn out en 

mass to hear Plans for Greater A. 
C. Discussed. 

"How many of you have read this 
book?" challenged President Coulter 
as he mounted the platform on Tues-
day morning to speak before the stud-
ents and faculty on the relation of N. 
D. A. C. to the state and the people. 
The book he held in his hand was the 
1922 catalogue of the college. "Read 
it, carefully, completely and then when 
you go back to your homes this sum-
mer preach the doctrine of a college 
education at North Dakota Agricultur-
al College to every High School Senior 
you meet, showing the opportunities 
offered by this school. If every stud-
ent would take this much interest dur-
ing the next summer, A. C. would 
double and triple its enrollment in the 
conning school year" stated "Prexy." 

President Coulter further pointed 
out that there are plenty of opportun-
qies in the state to put to use the 
training received at this college. Our 
resources are still largely undevelgp-
ed; there are problems of water sup-
ply in the semi-arid regions that call 
for trained minds to devise a means 
to conserve and regulate the supply 
so it can be put to practical use; our 
industrial field is small and must be 
developed. Every sort of training giv-
en by the schools of the college will 
be in demand in building up the state, 
and the state asks that more of her 
young people avail themselves of the 
training the college offers. 

President Coulter's address was pre-
faced by short talks from Dean Keene 
of the Mechanic Arts Department and 
Dean Waldron of the Agricultural 
Department. Each in turn pointed 
out the value of the trained mind in 
either field of endeavor. Only when 
we have these trained minds in the _• 
industrial pursuits will this state at-
tain to the productive, progressive 
stage where better living conditions 
will be possible, 
tension department. 

A much-appreciated feature of the 
program was the rendering of several 
excellent numbers by the college or-

chestra. 
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On, jattirday:, -March 4th, at 8 P. M. 
the A. & M. A. High school will meet 
the Northwest School and Station at 
Crookston in a dual debate.

North Dakota Agricultural College• 
will again be host to high school bas-
ketball players on Friday and Satur-
day, March 10 and 11, when the dis-
trict championship tournament is to 
be staged at the armory under the 
supervision of Stanley E. Borleske, 
director of athletics. 

Plans are already well under way 
for the tournament play although the 
entries will not be announced until 
next week.

All individuals or organizations 
wishing to nominate persons for office 
on the Student Commission must sub-
mit nominations either oral or writ-
ten to the-Commissioner of Elections, 
George Kadlec, before noon of Mon-
day, March 6th. Under the rules of 
the Constitution of the Student Com-
mission, March 6th is the last day 
on which nomination can be made. .

• the weekly Spectrum 'immediate-
ly preceeding the election; at once 
upon the receipt of the results 
from the Judges of Election issue 
to the successful candidates writs 
of election, and announce the 
complete results in the issue of 
the Weekly Spectrum immediate-
ly following the election. He 
shall not receive for advertising 
purposes more than the name of 
the candidate, the name of the de-
sired office, picture of the candi-
date, and a statement of the can-
didate's platform not exceeding 
one hundred and firty words. All 
written matter must be presented 
in typewriting. 

Under this rule the complete list of 
candidates must he published in the 
next issue of the Spectrum which or-
dinarily goes to press on Friday. To 
get the list of candidates before the 
student body before the polls open on 
Friday the Spectrum will be issued 
one day earlier next week making its 
appearance on Thursday. 

The nine offices to be filled were 
named in last week's issue of the Spec-
trum.

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WHAT'S IN A NAME? 

A few days ago a young mane who intends to enter college 
next year spent the week-end with his brother who is a student 
at the North Dakota Agricultural College. The morning after his 
arrival they started on a tour of inspection of the college campus 
and buildings. Proceeding up the main walk the older man point-
ed out the various buildings and gave their names. Passing be-
yond the Administration building he pointed to the Machanics 
Arts building, Science Hall and the imposing big Chemistry 
building. Farther on he pointed out Francis Hall, the Vet build-
ing and the new Dairy building. 

'`But," said the younger man, "I don't quite. understand." 
What do you mean by the various names of the buildings you have 
just pointed out?" 

"The names in a general way correspond to the schools or 
departments in the college and the classes offered are largely 
confined to the corresponding buildings," the brother replied. 

"Is it true then that you have courses in engineering, chem-
istry and science and literature besides a course in agriculture ?" 
asked the visitor. 

"Indeed, yes. The school of Agriculture is but one of eight 
distinct schools, each offering complete courses in a particular 
field of knowledge," replied the older brother. 

"Why, then, do they call this institution an agricultural 
college?" queried the puzzled visitor. 

And the brother was at a loss to explain. If the same ques-
tion had been put to any student of the college he or she would 
have been in the same predicament. 

In his convocation. address on Tuesday morning we believe 
that President Coulter threw down the gauntlet to the students, 
faculty and Board of Administration on the matter of a name for 
this institution: The writer may not have interpreted his re-
marks aright but his impressions are that there was a question 
implied and that was : Does the name, North Dakota Agricultural 
College, tell what we are to the world outside? Or does it mean 
the same to thousands of others, who hear that name or read it 
in the newspaper accounts, almost daily, that it meant to the 
young man who visited our campus and learned with surprise that 
there were other courses of instruction besides that of agricul-
ture. 

There has been a growing sentiment among the students of 
this institution which now amounts to almost unanimity that it is 
high time we were calling a spade a spade or else continue to 
be misunderstood as to what kind of an institution of learning 
this college is. 

The act of congress establishing and endowing this college de-
fines the character and scope of instruction as follows : "The 
leading object shall be, without excluding other scientific and class-
ical studies, and including military tactics, to teach such branches 
of learning as are related to agriculture and the mechanic arts, 
in such manner as the legislature of the state may respectively 
prescribe, in order to promote the liberal and practical education 
of the industrial classes in the several pursuits and professions in 
life." 

In plain terms it was thus decreed by the highest legislative 
authority, both state and national, that the college should become 
the great school of science and technology of the state of North 
Dakota for the training of its young men and women in the indus-
crial pursuits. 

And, forthwith, they proceeded to name it the North Dakota 
Agricultural College, restricting the understanding of the nature 
of the training offered by the qualifying adjective, agricultural. 
And like a child with an unfortunate name imposed on it when 
too young to resist we have grown up and accepted the unfor-
tunate title stoically. 

But there is the matter of tradition and sentiment. We have 
been known so long as N. D. A. C. that a sort of holiness seems to 
gather round the name and forbid any attempts to change it. 
tradition is a mighty fine thing but also has its limitations. Tra-
dition has made China what she is today—the most backward of 
all nations. If Columbus had heeded the traditions of the ancients 
and been content to stay at home the bison and the Redman would 
be roaming North Dakota's prairies today. Through the wise 
provision of the early legislators of this state our college was 
given a large tract of land upon which we could expand as the 
growth of the institution warranted. But these same farsighted 
men imposed a name upon the college which today is hampering 
its possibilities for expansion and growth because of its restrictive 
Implications. 

The teaching of agriculture in all its phases is and should be 
one of the main objects of this institution for the very foundations 
of this commonwealth rest upon the success or failure of its maj-
ority population, the agriculturalists. But what of mechanic arts 
and other industrial pursuits for which we offer training in our 
college? Are they to go unknown because of a name that is a mis-
nomer ? 

The growth of North Dakota Agricultural College is not 
keeping pace with that of the state. We have the equipment and 
teaching personnel. Can it be that the trouble lies in a name? 

What Is Water Japan? 

JAPAN—not the country but a metal-coating varnish

So the analysis of milk has pointed the way to a safe 
japan. Again Nature serves industry. 

Connected with the common things around us are 
many principles which may be applied to the uses of 
industry with revolutionary results. As Hamlet said,

than are dreamt of in your philosophy."

Outweighed several pounds to the 
man the Aggie tossers could only of-
fer a vain fight to the plunging driv-
ing tactics of the larger team. As it 
was., although outweighed and, a 
greater part of the time, outfought, 
the Aggies might have captured both 
contests, had the team not complete-
ly lost its shooting ability. The team, 
which had been scoring sensationally 
in previous contests, was unable to 
find the hoop. Captain Sivertson scor-
ed two field goals in the first contest 
and did not, connect once in the second 
game. Hildre, who had just started 
to earn a named as a scorer, was un• 
able to connect during the whole 
series. This hard-working center's 
play fell down considerably in the 
first contest and Coach Watkins start: 
ed Murphy in the second contest. 

Except in the first half of the 'sec-
end contest, when the Aggies matched 
field goal for field goal with the Uni-
Varsity, the story of the series is lar- 
gely a tale of Mem scoring : free   
throws to balance the field counters 
Of the University five... Fleur started 
the scoring in the first game and 
counted three free tosses before Burk-
man opened for the University with -  a 
field goal. He scored another before 
the half ended and Brodie made two, 
while Busdicker and Sinclair each 
made one.

short time later. In the meantime 
Flem kept counting regularity on free 
throws so the first half ended with a 
knotted tally, 13 tb 13.
