Dr. John H. Worst Outlines Accomp-
lishments of Pres, Ladd

In the words of President Emeri-
tus Johm H. Worst, students and
faculty of the North Dakota Agricul-
tural College “made history"” on
Monday, Nov. & at the convocation
hour when they staged a big uemon-
stration in honor of President E. F.
Ladd's election to the United States
senate. Practically thé entire stu-
dent body and faculty was present
and teook part in the big parade
which preceded the enthusiastie
demonstration in the armory. No

* football rally has exceeded in en-
thusiasm the spirit displayed in the
singingg of the songs for President
Ladd. All the team's songs were
sung in honor of President Ladd and
former president, John H. Worst.
Dr, Worst gave a splendid address.
He praised the great work of the
college president during his time in
North Dakota and called attention
to the splendidly clean campaign he
made before his election. Dr. Ladd
addressed no political meeting or
gathering of any kind except when
invited to do so by the voters of
the commumity where he appeared.
Dr. Ladd spoke of his victory as “a
victory of the common people.'

Dr. Worst pointed to the election
of Dr. Ladd as the first great result
in toe campaign of the masses
against wealth and special privilege.
He also reviewed some of the great
frauds which Dr. Ladd has exposed
and told why he iz feared and hated
by the big corporations, Dr. Worst's
address was more than a persomal
address touching Dr. Ladd; he in-
stilled in the students a new and
stronger sense of state loyalty., Te
pointed to North Dakota ag the land
of opportunity, the state which has
transformed itself from one of the
most poorly governed commonwealth
in the nation to one of the foremost
in the country. He pointed to the
protection workers, both men and
women, received thru the state gov-
ernment, the home building law, the
splendid pure food laws of our state,
which he said are the direct out-
come of President Ladd's splendid
work, and the sguare deal which is
being granted the common people
of thé state,

While it was a victory celebration
and all the assembly was proud and
happy over the selection of the col-
lege president to represent the state
in the United States assembly, the
entire audience was charged with a

PLANS. DRAWN UP TO PETITION

Plans were drawn up for the pe-
titioning for an assistant coach, due
to numerous inquiries why there has
been no action taken on this matter,
by the students. - The plans are in &
crude outline as yet, but the main
gubgtance is that numerous reasons
will be drawn up and posted in the
most conspicuous places on the
eampus, why we should have an as-
sistant coach, and then each mem-
ber of the commission will eirculate
a petition thru the student body.
From the numerous arguments as
to why we need an assistant coach
it seems that the most conspicuous
of these is: due to inability of mak-
ing attractive offers to high school
athletes there are few that make
the A. C. their seat of learning and
due to this reason, the athletic de-
partment is required to dewvelop its
material instead of having it all
made when it gets here.

The way that we are training our
athletes means that a man. that
never seen a football, basketball, or
baseball can come here to schuol and
compete with those that have in
other schools, because the coach will
give him his undivided attention.
With one coach it is impossible for
him to give the first team as much
attention as is needed to make a
CITAMPIONSHIP team, due 1o his
inability f feing in more than ane
place at a time, These petitions will
pe cireulated within the next two
weeks and when a member of the
commission comes around for your
“John Henry' be prepared to sign
or not sign as your mind dictates.

enter the game unless under the
most adverse conditions, Kraemer
is another man that is adept at mak-
ing yards and is the passer for the
team. “Baldie" Mares, left guard,
who has been on the sick list with
internal injuries received in the Uni-
versity game, will be another regu-
lar who will not be able to make
the ‘trip.

It most certainly does concern us. There is no man in the student
body, nor woman either. since the ratification of woman's suflrage, who
can afford to “keep out of polities.” By this statement we do not mean
that every person must ally themselves, body and soul, with some political
party but rather that each one of us must keep in view each political con-
troversy, decide which side of that particular guestion is right and back
his views with a vote at the polls,

own state or city.

Another result of the election of President Ladd is even more vital

Major_Muller In-
spcts R. O. T. C.

R. O.T.C. EXPLAINED

On Friday, Nov. 12th, Malor C. H,
Muller, officer in charge of R. O. T.
C. affairs in the Tth Corps Area,
with headguarters at Fort Crook,
Neb., made the fall inspection of the
college unit here. After spending
the day with Major Carrithers go-
ing over the work of the cadet corps,

where he will inspect the unit at
South Dakota State, Before leav-
ing, Major Muller stated that he was
well satisfied with the work being
done.

It may be of interest to students
of the college to know something of
the R. 0. T. C.—the work being
done and the plams for the future,
Under the oprovisions of a lani
grant college (such as the N. D. A,
C.) a course in military science and
tactics must be provided. By a fac-
ulty ruling all male studnts of the
college, industrial and short courses
must take a eertain number of hours
of military drill before graduation—
six terms for college men and. five
for the industrial and short course
men. The R. 0. T. C. in its striet-
est sense means only those men tak-
ing military instruetion who are reg-
istered in the collegiate courses, By
a provision of the War Department
