DUE TO LACK OF CONDITION
JAMESTOWN HOLDS AGGIES

The Jamestown College football
team fought a 7 to 7 tie game with
the Aggies Saturday afternoon on
the Dacotah Field in one of the most
exciting football finishes ever seen
in Fargo for years,

With neither side haviug been
able to score for three gquarters, each
team spurted forth into a senswuronal
rally and scored a touchdown and
goal kick apiece, the final touch-
down coming within the last 1v see-
onds of play.

The Aggies scored first in the
thrilling finish when its tackle and
end, Huey and Underwood, blockad
a punt on their opponents’ thirtesn
yard line, the ball rolling back lo
the one yard line where on the next
play Alex Nemzek carried it over for
a touchdown thru right center.

With defeat staring them in the
face at the eleventh hour, the great-
er surprise came to the Jamestown
team and supporters. With the ball
in the Aggies possession and Aith
only 10 seconds left to play, H. Cur-
rie, Jamestown tackle, broke thru
the Aggie line, knocking the ball
from a runner’s arms, and scooping
it on the run sprinted 60 yards for
the second touchdown. MeLeod
kicked goal and tied the score.

Bruegger kicked off for the A, C.
and after two tries through the line
Jamestown punted, Duerner ran It
back to the center of the field and
then made eight yards around end.
Nemzek hit the line for eight more.
A. C. penalized for off-side. James-
town punted and the ball see-sawcd
back and forth the length of the
field, Jamestown having the bette
of the argument.

The second and third period of th-
game were merely a repetition of th=
first. The Aggies would run the
ball down the field and then lose it
on a fumble or downs.

In the fourth quarter the A_g-gies
began to show signs of teamwork
and several times they were within
striking distance of the visitors’ goal
line, Jamestown tried for a field
goal but failed. Then starting on
their twenty yard line the Aggies
ran the ball up the field but were
forced to punt. Jamestown immedi-
ately tried to return the punt but
the line failed to withstand the A.
C. rush and the punt was blocked.
The ball was recoversd by the Ag-
gies on the visitors’ four yard line
and a goal was the result. Bruegger
kicked the goal, Two minutes of
time wag left when the Jamestown
team kicked off and the Aggies were
working desperately for a second
score, when Nemzek fumbled on a
line plunge and lost the ball.

200 Students Hear
First Convocation
Addres§ on Monday

Nearly 200 students attended the
first convocation held in the Armory
Monday forenoon and took part in
the enthusiastic rally conducted by
Dr. Putnam preceding the regular
session, Prof. Minard of the English
department presided at the exercises
and led in the prayer which opened
th first convocation of the school
vear., Dr. Putnam plays a coronet
solo.

In the absence of President E. F.
Ladd, who is a member of the Com-
mittee of 17, appointed by the fed-
eral authorities to discuss a remedy
for the inefficient food distribution,
Dean E. 5. Keene of the Engineer-
ing department, delivered the ad-
dress of welcome and adviee Lo
Freshmen. '

One of Dean Keene's first state-
ments was to advise the incoming
“Frosh" not to protest against the
wearing of the traditional green
caps. According to his declaration
he knew where numerous well-made
paddles are anxiouslly waiting to
connect with some touchy partl of
the green students’ anatomy.

In his talk he compared the rous-
ing convocation service held at the
College now with the solemn religi-
ous ritual which the convocation
was at the time he attended collega.
The contrast was not unfavorable to
the present day spirit of the session,
he said,

For the benefit of the new boys
coming to school Dean Keene warn-
ed them of his especial disllke of
the order of “Bull Durham.” He
characterized smoking as the worst
and most lasting of the three evils
—cigarettes, cooties and the flu—
which resulted from and during the
WAT.

“Every male student of the col-
lege wishes to be known as a gentle-
man and every girl wishes to be
known as a lady,” was another state-
ment by the popular Dean of the
Engineers, in emphasizing the im-
portance of cultivating a keen sense
of college courtesy. Indulging in
familiar terms of address by the
new students when speaking to their
instructors is not courtesy he said.

He spoke of the armory as the
big utility building of the campus,
Memories of this building will, per-
haps, be more lasting than those of
any other campus structure, he said.
It is here that the basket ball games
are played, the football signals
practiced during bad weather, base-
ball candidates given their first
spring workouts, and all social
times, including convocation and
athletic rallies held.

Dean Keene emphasized the ne-
cessity of every student becoming
thoroly familiar with the campus,
He advised every new student, and
all older students who do not know
the college, to become acqwainte .
with every building and the work
done in each.
