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DR. LADD GIVES TALK ON
VOGATIONAL EDUGATION

In a conference of educators, held
Fecently at the Agnricultural College,
Dr. Ladd gave.a lbrief talk consider-
ing some of the problems of Voca-
tional Education, pointing out some
of the essential things, as follows:

“In the world readjustment fol-
lowing the 'war there is need of re-
organization for our opublic school
work, In the past as our school
system has grown up and developed,
each school seemed designed primar-
ily as a fitting school for the next
higher school; fitting pupils only to
continue in school; the elementary
school for the high school, the high
schools in turn for the colleges and
the universities, and these in turm
for the learned professions. The re-
sult is e are encouraging the es
tablishment of numerous so-called
trade and commercial schools to do
what our public schools should do,
were intended to do but are now
prevented from doing for the young
folk. These private schools are be-
ing commercialized and will if con-
tinued, undermine our educational
ideals so mecessary for a true democ-
racy for they do not tend to develop
well rounded eitizens but rather ‘class
discontent.

“If all our boys were going to be
professional men, lawyers, doctors,
or even engineers and chemists, this
would be a natural process, [but such
is not the case, take the country as
a whole, and many boys fall by the
wayside, never to complete  their
courses or even the eighth grade. Of
those entitleq to enter our public
schools we find it stated that not far
from the following will be gathered
as the facts:

50 per cent complete the grades.

10 per cent enter high school.

g per cent graduate from high
schools.

2 per cent enter college.

15 per cent graduate from coll-eg;
or university.

“Again, let us start with 200 aver-
age boys of the United Statds and
what will be their educatlonal his-

tory., Of 200 hoys eligible for the
first grade, 20 will enter Thigh
school, 10 wil lgraduate from fhigh

school, 2 will enter eolleges or uni-
versities and one will graduate from
a college or wuniversity.

“If our system was planned large-
ly to educate the one student, what
have we done for the 199 ‘bhoys?
Have we done all that we could, or
should we have made provigion so
that those forced out from the
schools .should have received some
training which wouwld the better
have fitted them for citizenship and
to be self-supporting persons? If

- That term, “stu-
dent activity” is a rather broad term and there are but few of us
who know all the factors included in its definition. This fee pays
for our admittance to all athletic games throughout the football,
basketball and baseball season that are played on our athletic
It pays admittance for each of us in at least
one play each term, given in the Little Country Theatre, besides
several- festivals and programs. It covers the cost of one all-
college party in each term given as a dance in the armory. It
helps to provide the athletic department with equipment. At the
present time however there are several representative depart-
ments of our school activities that are not receiving any aid from
this fund. There are also several departments in which the
maintenance cost has increased so materially as to cause a neces-
sity to arise for a larger assignment of funds. The department
whose need for this support is the most pressing is that of the
Stock judging department which has possibly done more to ad-
vertise the Agricultural department as well as the school as be-
ing a live wire organization than any other force which has had
as little support financially, considering the fact that its very
nature allows no possibility of self-support. The school should
be represented each year by a stock-judging team at the Inter-
national Exposition of Livestock at Chicago as it has been sev-
eral times in the past. All of these times the members of the
teams have paid their own expenses in full which amounted to a
great financial sacrifice coming as it always did in a period when
their finances were at a low mark, just at the term end. An-
other department that deserves support from mere gratitude
alone to say nothing of the great gain to the school that would
result from this support, is the band. The band has, for the last
decade made two or three trips with the athletic teams each year.
As a rule the students merely thot they had a live band and let
it go at that without thinking of the whys and wherefores con-
nected with the trip. This year some one decided to be just to
the band and so started a campaign for a tag day to help pay the
expenses of the band men which in the past they had always
borne in full themselves. Besides this instance of lack of finan-
cial support our band has thg disadvantage of practically no
scholarship support beyond that which is given to the actual as-
sistants in directing. The Lyceum numbers which have also been
supported in the past by the activity fees have increased their
prices by 25 per cent which calls for an increase in funds. Our
party expenses have increased by nearly fifty per cent which calls
for further additions. From the above facts we c¢an all judge
the great need for this small addition to our fees of sixty-five
cents per person which will cover the increased budget necessary
to care for all of these departments.

In order to sustain the unanimously favorable stand which
the Student Commission has taken on this matter it has been.
decided to take a straw vote on the matter by means of the blank
outlined below.

not, we have failed to do our duty
towards the oncoming generation.
Have we made an adequate provision
for enalbling boys forced into busi-
ness and the industries to become
more efficient workers and at the
same time make better American cit-
izens of them? Have we trained the
hand and the eye at the same time
we were training the intellect? If
not, then we have failed lin our
work,

“The very fact that the Federal
Government has taken hold of the
problem and through the BSmith-
Hughes Act is endeavoring to point
the way by encouraging the intro-
duction. of Vocational Educational is
ample peason for all educators to
stop and take inventoryy of what we
are doing, of what lhas been accomp-
lished, and what we should do for
the future. The Smith-Hughes Act
for Vocational Education is going to
do for our Public Schools what the
Morrill Act has done for higher edu-
cation and for agriculture and the
industries.

‘““At the present time too many
students are preparing for nothing
but to go to school. Education is
valueless unless it fits us as more ef-
fieient workers and at the same time
it trains us for the higher duties of
citizenship. We have in the past
manifested, as a nation, mot only a
spirit of wastefulness, but we have
too much exalted idleness and our
nation and our state have become
over-commercialized. " If the wvoca-
tional education, now so rapidly de-
veloping, does no more than to coun-
teract these tendencies, and gives tha
right trend to young people in their
education, great good will come to
our country and to the common peo-
ple and the dwellers on our land
will become more efficient and bet-
ter trained citizens., They will be
able to do better team work, become
a better organized [body, and more
prosperous and self-respecting citl-
zens of a great and true democracy.
Why should not our schools do for
the boys at the same time they are
receiving their educational training
as much as was done for them in an
educational way by the old but not
broken down and discarded system
of apprenticeship where the boy,
while attending ‘school, worked myith
his father or some skilled worker to
learn ‘his trade? Such, I helieve,
will he the next move in education
and development, and are me prepar-
ed to go forward with the new, shall
we lead or shall we trail.

““Beginning with the sixth grade,
every new grade should furnish some
form of industrial and ywweational
training with the other school work
that shall hetter eauip the ho, for
some useful occupation enable him
to find himself and his natural ahil-
ities. Not that he should learn a
trade but he shonuld have training in
shon work, in drawineg. in designing.
in building, in metal work, so that
no matter where the pumnil may he
forced to drop out of school he hasa
gome knowledee of tools and thelr
nse. of fMhookkeeping and husiness
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in school then he should be given an

Much incor-
rect information has been given out
and there may be a number of ex-
service men who have allowed their
insurance policies to lapse thru mis-
understanding of the actual faocts,
There is still time in which to have
suwch policies reinstated and every
man owes it to himself and any pos-
sible future dependents to investi-
gate thoroly ‘'hefore allowing his
Term Poliey to lapse. Two booklets
are available which help to thoroly
explain these two activities of the
government. One is ‘“New and Lib-
eral Features of War Risk Insur-
ance,” and the other is ‘“New [Pro-
visions for Compensation and Medi-
cal and Surgical Care and Supplies.”
These may be obtained if names are
sent to Professor Reynolds with a
request for either booklet.

MENT OF CADETS AND CADET
ENGINEERS,

The U. S. Coast Guard announces
a competitive examination, commenc-
ing July 12, 1%20, for appointment
of cadets and cadet engineers, which
is an exceptional opportunity for
young men of the right ealiber to
complete their eduweation and receive
speclal training at Government ex-
pense and to become commissioned
officers In the U. S. Coast Guard,
one of the military services of the
United States.

- Cadets receive the same pay and
allowances as mldshipmen in the
Navy (3600 per annum and one ra-
tion per day). Cadet engineers re-
ceive $75 per month and one ration
per day.

Upon graduation, after three years
at the Academy, a cadet is commis-
sloned by the President as a third
liewtenant in the Coast Guard. A
cadet engineer, upon graduation, at-
ter one vyear at the Academy,
comimsisonad by the President as a
third lieutenant of engineers in the
Coast Guard. Commissioned officers
of the Coast Guard rank with offi-
cers of the Army, Navy, and Marine
Corps, and receive corresponding
pay.

The examination is strictly com-
petitive; appointments are made en-
tirely on merit and are not agpor-
tloned by states or econgressional
districts.

The mental examination for ca-
dets, which will follow the physical,
will consume three days, and cover
the following subjects as ordinarily
glven in high schools: algebra, ge-
ometry, plane trigonometry, physics,
spelling, composition, geography,
general information and general
adaptability, In addition, candi-
dates for appointment as cadet en-
gineer will devote an additional day
and ome-half to mechanies, electric-
ity and steam engineering, as ordin-
arily given in colleges.

Examinations will be held at Bos-
ton, Mass., New London, 'Conn,, New
York, N. Y., Philadelphia, Pa., Balti-
more, Md., Washington, D. C., Nor-
folk, Va., Savannah, Ga., Key West,
Fla., Galveston, Texas., Buffalo, N.
Y., Detroit, Mich., Chicago, I1l., Fort
Stanton, N. Mex., San Francisco, ICal,,
Seattle, Wash., and perhaps a few
other places.

The opportunity this year is par-
ticularly favorable because there is
an unusually large number of ,acan-
cles. It Is hoped that an exception-
ally large number of cadets and ca-
det engineers will he appointed.
