NAVY LAUNCHES NEW DRIVE 

After a temporary, enforced lull 
in navy recruiting, due to the filling 
of the complements of the training 
stations, the navy has once again un-
leshed her recruiting forces and is 
making a mighty appeal throughout 
the entire United States for volun-
teers. No limit has been placed on 
the number of men to be taken, ac-
cording to a telegram just received 
by Lieutenant George A. Treadwell, 
officer in charge of recruiting for 
Minnesota and North Dakota, from 
Commander James D. Willson„ in-
spector of recruiting, central divis-
ion. 

For the past several months the 
number of recruits taken from this 
section has been limited to 40 week-
ly. With all restrictions cast aside 
another rush similar to, that of last 
December is predicted. All men ac-
cepted in the new drive will be en-
rolled in the Naval Reserve Force. 

There are openings at present for 
apprentice seamen, firemen, hospital 
corpsmen, cooks, bakers, machinists, 
carpenters and painters. Painters 
and carpenters are particularly in 
demand, for duty at the Great 
Lakes training station. Men in the 
draft may still enlist in the navy by 
securing certificates from their lo-
cal draft boards to the effect that 
they are not required to fill any cur-
rent quotas of the national army. 

Recruiting officers and men are 
planning a great campaign and in-
tend to make the new drive one of 
the biggest in. the history of the 
navy.

WINNING THE-WAR IN AMERICA 

Charles Bennett Foster 
From the Patriotic News Service, 

National Committee of Patriotic 
Societies, Washington, D. C. 

Washington today is the center of 
all our war work. It is here that all 
the plans are made. It is here that 
all the orders are issued and all re-
ports are sent. In all the work made 
necessary by this greatest task our 
country has ever *  undertaken, there 
is much cifusion and inefficiency 
caused by so manye people trying 
to fill positions for which they have 
had no training. Here we find men 
who have given up positions paying 
salaries al the way up to $50,000.00 
a year and accepting positions to 
work for the Government in this 
war for anywhere from $1.00 a year 
to $200.00 or $300.00 a month. These 
men are working from • twelve to 
twenty hours a day—living on such 
food as they can get—which is some-
times poor—sleeping in crowded 
quarters, sacrificing all home ties 
and, family life, to help win the war. 

We find girls working diligently 
at all kinds of office work—eating 
in restaurants—sleeping eight and 
ten in a room—sacrificing social 
life, deprived of home comforts—iall 
doing their best to win the war. 

Every 'office building is over-crowd-
ed; the Government having taken 
most of the desirable buildings for 
its own use. It is almost impossible 
to secure a room in a hotel. Board-
ing houses are all crowded and no-
where except in the very high pric-
ed places is .a room rented to less 
than two people. Traffic conditions 
are seriously overtaxed. It is a rare 
thing to see a gentleman seated in 
a trolly car. To leave the city by 
train, in either sleeper or chaii: car, 
reservation must be secured long in 
advance. 

One cannot but be impressed by 
the serousness shown by the faces 
on the street. The determination, 
the earnestness, the enthusiasm is 
infectious; everyone catches the 
spirit that dominates the thought 
of every mind to win the war. It 
is not possible to be in the midst of 
all this rush and hustle without the 
wish to be part of it. It forces it-
self into the mind and into the 
heart of every man. 

This is the spirit that has come 
to those who have learned the secret 
those who are willing to do of their 
ow free will, the thing that Ger-
many has been compelled, and forced 
to do by an Autocratic Government. 
They have learned that the success 
of this war depends upon the elim-
ination of personal embition, the 
sacrificing of selfish interests, the 
obliteration of party-lines in poli-
tics. The public notices to the ef-
fect that "Food will win the war—
do not waste it", begins to have a 
new meaning. We are beginning to 
realize that we must really save 
food. We must be willing to work 
for just wages to live on; to have 
clothes only to cover our nakedness, 
to forego excess profit on not only 
war supplies, but all kinds of mer-
chandise. We must be willing and 
ready, not only to send our boys, 
give our money, but if necessary, to 
make the su,preme sacrfice of life 
itself, if we are to be successful in i  
winning this struggle, "To the end 

that the whole world may be free." 
There is no other way. We cannot 

furnished the food, the clothing, the 
munitions, the ships and all the en-
ormous quantities of all sorts of sup-
plies needed, until every man, wom-
an and child gets down to hard pan 
and makes a personal sacrifice. This 
thought is growing every day in the 
minds of the thoughtful men in 
Washington, and must spread out 
all over the land and become part 
of the life of every individual. 

College students should realize 
more than others, that ow country 
has done much for us in the past. 
We have learned to lean on our Gov-
ernment. Now our country is call-
ing for help and if our republican 
form of free government "for and 
by the people" is to endure, we 
must give all, if need be to save 
our flag from dishonor. We who 
stay at home must back the boys 
going to the front with all we have 
and all we are, waiting for our re-
ward until the time comes when we 
shall have a right to enjoy, a last-
ing peace and plenty, because we 
have earned it by our sacrifice. 

This idea of self-sacrifice, elimin-
ation of selfish ambition and the 
sinking of self-interest, is no new 
principle, no untried thing but a 
truism. It was used as the subject 
of thg greatest sermon ever preach-
ed—advocated by the Greatest Teach-
er the world has ever known—has 
been read more and practiced less 
than anything ever written. 

This principle is not applicable to 
the winning of this war alone but to 
the success of any adventure, any 
occupation or any business. 

The question on every tongue is: 
When will this war end? The answ-
er is: When our own people, in 
sufficient numbeYs, submerge their 
own personal ends in the broader 
vision of national service.
