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A NOTED VISITOR 
SPEAKS AT CHAPEL 

The A. C. was treated to a wonder-
fu,1 ;speech on the reason why we are 
at war by President William A. 
Thompson of Ohio State University, 
last Monday morning. President 
Thompson is traveling over the coun-
try speaking in the interest of the 
U. S. Government and it is not hard 
to see why he was selected for that 
mission. He is not only one of the 
most powerful and interesting speak-
ers who has ever been here but he 
also brought a stirring message fine-
ly prepared. Mr. Thompson told us 
that this is a diplomat's war. It is 
not a war demanded by the people. 
He declared that no sane thinking 
person can claim that the end of the 
war is in sight and also brought out 
the fact that were the war to end 
today the Allied powers have not 
the upper hand and Germany has 
nearly all she set out to get. He also 
spoke of this war as the most un-
justifiable war of all history and 
pointed out that no nation is willing 
to accept the responsibility for 
starting it. 

The speaker dwelt at length.on the 
difference in the German and Ameri-
can psychology. He said that we 
have always been a trusting people 
and only too ready to discount the 
threats of others. The Germans have 
been educated to the fact that there 
was going to be a world war and 
that Germany must win. The Ger-
mans are inherently militarists. We 
are the exact opposite and nothing 
proves it more than when the open-
ing of the war found u,s with 60,000 
guns and Germany with 12,500,000 
guns and uniforms. Mr. Thompson 
said that in America the state is 
the servant of the people, in Ger-
many the state is supermaster of the 
people • . All freedom is a gift of 
the state and man has no rights but 
those given him by the state. The 
speaker used several quotations from 
the Kaiser and other German offic-
ials. 

President Thompson's talk was fill-
ed with live, real humor and was so 
well presented that it is ranked, by 
many as the best given here this 
year.. Next Monday. morning the 
Girl's Choir will have charge of the 
program and some very good music 
is promised.

Upon this change of conditions the Industrial Course is hav-
ing a very decided effect. The men who will be at the foundation 
of the industries of this state are here receiving the training that 
will enable them to control these industries better and more effi-
ciently than they have ever been before. The captains and fore-
men of industry are here receiving the training that will increase 
the industrial importance and the wealth of this state. They are 
the men who will run our farms, our elevators, our stores, our 
mills, in fact all the industry of the state. They are the men who 
will be most intimately associated with the labor problem and its 
solution will depend a great deal upon them. It is of the highest 
importance that these men be trained to carry on this work. The 
value to the men themselves of spending three years here at the 
A. C., associating with many of the state's wisest men, acquainting 
themselves with the latest and most approved forms of farming, 
machinery, stock husbandry and the like, absorbing the wonderful 
spirit of democracy and advancement of the institution, is worth 
many times the sacrifices which they may have made in coming 
here. 

It is with these points in mind that the A. C. appeals to the 
graduating Industrial Course students to keep in mind what is 
expected of them and to make good for the sake of the A. C., 
the state, and themselves. The A. C. looks with considerable 
pride upon these graduating students who will mean so much to 
the state and the state should look with pride upon the A. C„ 
for the effort it is making that the industries of North Dakota 
shall ever become bigger and better.

It has al-
ways been possible for the fortunate ones who go to college 
to secure a good education, bu't for those less fortunate there 
used to be little chance of a schooling higher than high school' 
and indeed many did not secure that advantage. The only alter- 

. native open to them was to quit school for a while in hope of 
saving enough to continue later. But as is so often the case, 
men who start to work are reluctant to quit and go to school 
again. Then thei e were others who did not desire the usual 
colege training but did want to learn more abaft his chosen 
trade or industry. It is to these men that the A. C. offers a 
wonderful opportunity in the shape of her industrial course. 

There was a time not so long ago when, according to some, 
the world was divided into two classes; those who had gone to 
college, and those who had not. But we have seen many college 
men fail and many of the less schooled class make wonderful 
sussesses and so in a better light we no longer ask "What do you 
do?" but rather "How do you do it?" As a nation we are com-
ing to realize more and more that a man is worth only what his 
work is worth. 

At the same time we are coming to realize the importance 
of training. We have found that the most efficient work is done 
by the trained man and everyone who appreciates his true re-
lation to the world is trying to train himself to the highest pos-

As a suggestion for doing away 
with "cribbing" and all cheating in 
the quizzes and even in the daily 
recitations I wish to say that the 
pupils should be under strict obser-
vation by the instructors at all times. 
up to this time there has been a sort 
of "honor system" at the institution 
but as far as I -can see it has failed 
miserably. The supervision plan 
would work no hardship to the really 
honest student, and at the same time 
this plan would serve as an aid to 
those who are inclined to be honest 
but who'are rather weak-kneed, and 
easily tempted. 

It is true that in the honor system 
those who are honest have the moral 
satisfaction of knowing that they are 
honest, yet they are not always sure 
whether the instructor believes them 
to be honest or not. This condition 
is really an injustice and could be 
done away with through the plan of 
supervision, 

Students who have not character 
enough to refrain from low down 
cheating ought to be u,nder close 
supervision, (as indeed all weak-mind-
ed people are, who are not able to  

take care of themselves.) for at least 
in this way their cheating could be 
stopped and the student who is try-
ing to be honest would also have the 
satisfaction of seeing the sneaks get 
the marks that they deserved instead, 
of getting credit for a lot of some-
one elses information. 

Something ought to be done to stop 
this evil and if anyone' has a plan 
which they think would work better, 
they ought to come out with it at 
once. I would propose that a meet-
ing of the whole student body as well 
as the faculty be held to determine 
definitely some method or doing away 
with a thing which is a disgrace to 
the college and an evil which is like-
ly to spread if it goes on unchecked. 

THOUGHTS ON CRIBBING 

The best crib for exams or for the 
great exam of life is a little real 
knowledge right in the old dome. It 
always works if we have it but it 
comes only through downright studyl 

It will be difficult to invigorate 
at this time any hard and fast rule 
as to cribbing but it might help if 
the professors Who do not supervise 
the conduct of examinations would 
impress the students with the fact 
that they are being trusted. And if 
they can't be trusted, or won't be, it 
is only fair that they then be closely 
supervised so that the straight boy 
or girl has a decent chance.

leisure hours. They want :hundreds of thousands of them and 
want them badly. This is not a new appeal but it is more earnest 
than ever before. Experience has now shown that the men are 
eager, for recreation and for study. 

The American people have given to the War Service Librar-
ies $1,700,000. This is wonderful but there is the erection and 
maintenance of buildings; the purchase of equipment and sup-
plies; the salary and expense of librarians and assistants in 
camps; transportation in this country and France of books and 
supplies; the subscriptions to periodicals; and the purchase of 
such books (hundreds of thousands of them) as will not be ob-
tained as gifts. All this and more must come from that fund, 
so you see we must do our share and give the books which we 
can. And we certainly can give many books. You have many 
books on your shelves now which you have read and enjoyed, 
but never expect to lead again. You say you want to keep 
them. Why? About the only sane reason we can think of is 
because they look nice. But in war time that is not a valid rea-
son. When you get home tonight look around and pick out a 
few good books which you have enjoyed reading, if you enjoyed 
them so will the boys. Then bring them to the college library 
the next morning and see how .  good you will feel. 

Here is what the boys want: novels, detective stories, tales 
of adventure, and all standard fiction; up-to-date books on civil, 
electrical and mechanical engineering, the trades, business, the 
professions, and agriculture; recent text-books on military sub-
jects, mathematics, the sciences and foreign languages; and books 
on history, biography, poetry, and the present war. To put the 
answer briefer they want any book that a normal healthy man 
would like to read.

It may come as something of a 
surprise to many of our students and 
even to some of the faculty that 
there is a live branch of the Red 
Cross doing good work on the cam-
pus. This auxiliary of the Fargo 
branch was organized Thursday even-
ing, November 26th when Mrs. J. H. 
Cooper, chairman of the local sur-
gical dressings department of the 
Red Cross gave a talk before a rep-
resentative body of women in the 
Physics lecture room in the Engin-
eering building. The first regular 
meeting for work was held one week 
later in a room on the third, floor 
of the same building, a room here-
to fore used for drawing and for 
that reason especially adapted for 
work of this kind where light and 
ventilation are required. 

There were twenty-two women 
present at this first meeting and it 
was decided to hold one class each 
week--Thursday evening being chos-
en. A few weeks later the men not 
to be outdone by the women organ-
ized a class to meet on Tuesday even-
ings, this has since developed into 
two classes, meeting Tuesday even-
ings and Friday evenings of each 
week with an average attendance of 
fourteen. Heretofore although a 
record is made of the attendance to-
gether with names of those attend-
ing each meeting, no actual count 
of the hours put in has been kept. 
At the University of Minnesota they 
have inaugurated a system to in-
crease the number of workers, a card 
catalogue is kept which is punched 
once for every hour given to Red 
Cross work. It might be well to 
adopt some such scheme at the A. 
C. 

Work has now settled down to a 
steady grind With the same faithful 
few in attendance at each meeting—
the work accomplished, is above par 
both in quality as well as quantity. 
There are seven supervisors at pres-
ent who have taken the course in 
Surgical Dressing. They are Mes-
dames Hulbert, Churchill, Slocum, 
Mc Ardle, Bolley, Keene, and Miss 
Fromme. These supervisors are in 
charge of the room on different days. 

The rooms are open all day Mon-
day, cutting, inspecting, pressing 
and folding being done on this day. 
The cutting committtee with Mrs. 
Mayland, chairman, work Monday A. 
M., Tuesday P. M. and Friday A. M. 
This committtee is composed of Mes-
dames Trimble, Clement, Tib6rt, 
Davis, Schalk, Waldron and Mrs. 
Dory-land, mother of Professor Dory-
land. 

The inspecting committee -- chair-
man Mesdame Keene, Bolley, Church-
ill. 

The bandage committee with Mrs. 
Bolley, chairman, Mrs. Hulburt, Mrs. 
Keene. 

The Y. W. girls have tru,ned in 
some fine work on their bandages—
while the sewing class under Miss 
Taylor have done much excellent 
work. 

While the working force is made 
u,p mostly of people connected di- 

rectly with the college, many others 
have from the beginning been among 
the most faithful workers aiding 
greatly with the muslin work which 
is all done outside of the Red Cross 
rooms. 

When the order came to the Fargo 
branch for 5,000 special 4"x4" wipes 
to be furnished in two weeks the 
A. C. came to the front nobly and 
made 1,500 of the required number. 
And again when the call came for 
200 8"x12 . ! cotton pads and 500 42" 
x24" cotton pads these same workers 
agreed to take over the entire order 
of 8"x12" °pads, which they did, 
turning in 225 before the required 
time elapsed. 

Right here it might be well to say 
something of the completed work 
sent from the A. C. auxiliary to the 
Fargo branch headquarters during 
the month of February: 

3460 gauze dressings. 
10 cotton 8"x12" cotton pads. 
1.1 split irrigation pads. 
26 outing flannel sculteters and 

240 muslin bandages. 
The rooms are open all day Mon-

day, Tuesday after noon and even-
ing, Thu.rsday evening and Friday 
morning and evening. Aprons will 
be furnished any volunteer who can 
work on the above mentioned days. 
Or supervisors will be provided if 
on any other day a class of at least 
twelve can be organized. The stu-
dents are especially urged to eve 
their attention—they are always wel-
come, however,. to classes already or-
ganized. 

The surgical dressings rooms are 
open to all who cannot get to the 
branch headquarters down town—
and the instructors are urging that 
all who can spare even a short time 
come there and assist with the work. 

Mrs. Schlichting and Mrs. Jonge-
ward have agreed to take care of all 
children under school age whose 
mothers can devote Monday after-
noons to this work. Provision has 
been made in the same building for 
this purpose. 

There is absolute need of clean 
surgical dressings when our boys are 
wounded, and, every man and woman, 
boy and girl should aid in this field 
whenever and wherever possible.
