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J. RUM PUFFER 
ADDRESSED, CON- 

VOCATION  MOHO 
SPOKE BEFORE LARGE AUDI-

ENCE ON "HELPING YOUNG 
MEN TO GET INTO THEIR LIFE 
WORK." 

Outlined Method To Be Followed 

J. Adams Puffer, of Boston, was 
the speaker at convocation on Mon-
day. Mr. Puffer took as his subject: 
"Helping the Young Man to Get Into 
His Life Work", and for the entire 
convocation period he had the atten-
tion of the large audience while in a 
spirited way he outlined the tests 
which could be used and described 
the characteristics of the four main 
groups of workers. 

Mr. Puffer characterized those who 
say that they are able to tell what 
a man is good for by the size and 
the shape of his head as fakes. He 
said that there were only a few cen-
ters and these were all located in 
the brain and none of thein could be 
idistinguished from the outside. Long 
contact and study of mankind may 
enable one to size a man up pretty 
well. In fact he might be able to 
pick nine men out of ten, but in as 
much as he would err on the tenth 
and could not tell which had been 
misjudged, one could not trust his 
own judgment. 

About 50 per cent of the men in 
middle age are in their right places, 
and about 75 per cent of the women, 

according to the speaker. 
Mr. Puffer brought out four sources 

which may aid one in determining 
where be belongs in life, and these 
Were illustrated clearly. 

The first aid was to read history. 
One often discovers oneself by read-
ing the early lives of great men and 
women. Four of the thirty-two law-
yers with whom Mr. Puffer had con-
sulted stated that their inspiration 
tame from the study of history, and 
seven of sixty engineers attributed 
their choice to the same source. Mr.

GRAIN  GRADES 
PRESIDENT LADD IS ONE OF THE 

PRINCIPAL REPRESENTATIVES 
TO APPEAR BEFORE FED- 

ERAL EXPERTS. 

Last of Preliminary Hearings Held 
at Chicago This Week. 

The hearings which the Office of 
Markets have been holding through-
out the country during the present 
month have aroused much interest. 
The hearing held here last week was 
largely attended and some interesting 
facts were brought out. 

One of the principal men to ap-
pear before the commission was Pres-
ident Ladd, who expressed himelf 
as believing that the proposed stand-
ards would not correct the evils that 
the• producer has been fighting 
the past few years. In place of the 
tentative standards proposed by the 
Bureau, he suggested that a simpler 
system be devised and that it should 
be based more largely on the milling 
quality of the wheat than on the 
physical appearance of the grain. 
The system of...grading as proposed 
by President Ladd is based, on the 
result of eight years work in the ex-
perimental mill at the college. The 
result of these tests have been given 
wide publicity and have been used 
as arguments against the present 
system of grading wheat, in that the 
present system does not take into 
consideration the milling value of 
the wheat. 

The system of grading as proposed, 
by President Ladd would recognize 
only three grades of wheat. He up-
held the small number of grades 
stating that in Russia there are only

Puffer stated that before the most 
could be forgotten from the lives 
of some great men their biographies 
would have to be rewritten. The 
books for women had yet to writ-
ten. Some of the books which were 
suggested were Franklin's Autobi-
ography and Marden's Pushing to 
the Front. 

The second means in choosing one's 
work i.s found in counselors. This 
source is often neglected by the 
youth, but is one of the best. The 
young man who is seeking advice 
from his elders is full of promise, 
but the one who "knows it all" will 
be continually making blunders. The 
most important survey yet to be 
made is that which will discover 
those men in the community who 
may act as counselors to the' young 
men and women. 

The third step is the family tree. 
Considerable emphasis was laid on 
this point, and the point was well 
illustrated. Considerable comment is 
made on the so-called, "self _made 
man". Mr. Puffer stated that such 
a man could .  not exist. Nine-tenths 
of one's ability is due to environment 
and one-tenth to inheritance. The 
rest of a man is "selfmade." One 
point emphasised in the discussion of 
this point was the fact that negative 
conclusion should not be drawn, but 
positive. Further, one's ability may 
not be judged by one's place in life. 
A ditch digger may have greater 
ability than the best known profes-
sor 

The last point was experience. 
Puffer said, was the most important. 
Through experience one develops his 
ability. The great waste in ability 
was brought out by the statement 
that if ability of the men were who 
were good card players were applied 
to other channels it would, be able 
to solve all the problems confront-
ing the nation. 

Experience may be gained in four 
ways: first through agriculture, one 
out of three boys being farmers; 
second, through mechanical experi-
ence, one out of four becoming me-
chanics; third, experience as a sales-
man, one out of five entering that 
vocation; and fourth, in office, one 
Out of every ten becoming office 
help. 

Mr. Puffer had described the type 
of man wanted in each group by giv-
ing the characteristics that distin-
guished him from those of other groups 
and then read some opinions of the 
class of men sought for these posi-
tions by the business - men. 

The office demands that the indi-
vidual be neat, accurate, dependable, 
and that he shall receive orders 
kindly. The young man or woman 
who su,ccumbs to the present school 
.system makes an ideal office roan or 
woman. 

A salesman is not so dependable, 
is resourceful, is a good mixer, is

two grades recognized,. 

Another objection to the proposed 
grades as was developed at the hear-
ing last week, was the discrimination 
against durum wheat. The proposed 
grades will not permit a large per-
centage of mixture. The new grades, 
if adopted, will require that no dur-
urn that contains more than 10 per 
cent of other wheats can be sold as 
durum, but must be disposed of as 
mixed wheat. According to the state-
ments of those present, this will 
eliminate from the durum grades 40 
percent of the wheat that has been 
sold and graded as durum in the past. 
Testimony developed the fact that 
no matter how great care is taken 
there is sure to be ''ore or less mix-
ture among the um wheat, and 
in as much as this is a good crop in 
the most of the state, this discrim-• 
ination against durum wheat will 
cause-more hardship among the farm-
ers. 

The meeting was attended largely 
by the producers, very few millers 
being present. From newspaper re-
ports, there was a large attendance 
of millers and grain men at the meet-
ings held in Minneapolis. 

Final decision on the grades will 
be made after the hearings have been 
completed. Then the commission will 
go over the data gathered from the 
various hearings and will then deter-
mine wha shall constitute the fed-
eral grades on wheat.

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THE NEW MILITARY COURSE 

   

The new course which will be offered next fall in the Military 
Oepartment has been outlined in another column of this issue. 
',Eks was stated in last week's Spectrum, the new courses will be 
elective to the members of the junior and the senior claSses. The 
advance work will enable the men to fit themselves for the po-
,s'itiOn of commanders of soldiers in times of war, or will give the' 
the preparation that will fit them for positions in the regular 
army. 

One of the .points emphasized in the discussion of the new 
course is that, while the courses are elective, after one has started 
on the work they will be required to complete the work, unless 
excused from doing so by the war department. 

The new courses will necessitate the detailing of one, and 
tnaybe two, additional officers of the regular army for the pur-
pose of instructing the classes. This should make the Military 
iDepartment one of the prinCipal Phases of the work at the Agri-
cultural College .  

THE NEW POINT SYSTEM 

Under the new ruling of the faculty as announced in last 
week's Spectrum, the amount of outside work done by an in-
iiividual student will from now on be limited to a definite num-
ber of points. Each activity will give a certain number of points 
and after the._ freshman has a total of twenty points his partici-
pation in outside activities shall. cease, while the upper classmen 
will be allowed a total of thirty. 

The object as stated before is to limit the number of activi-
ties in which any one student may engage at one time, the argu-
ment being that in the past there has been too much for the 
best results from the school work. The hope is that the new 
regulations will eliminate this evil, if that is what it is, and will 
help to increase the scholarship of the student body. The actual 
benefits to be derived will only come to light as time goes on. 

However, we have been given to understand that individual 
cases will receive further attention and that there will be no 
hardship worked in the enforcing of this ruling.

24-24 SCORE 

lEv;.m LI. Supporters Admit That Lttek 
Gave Them Victory. 

The University gymnasium at Grand 
Forks, North Dakota, (78 miles 
north of Fargo), last Thursday was 
the scene of one of the most sensa-
tional basket ball games ever staged 
in the northwest. The- quint repre-
senting the N. D. Aggies and the U. 
of N. D. were the principals in the 

•fracas which was staged before the 
biggest crowd in the bistory of Uni-
versity basketball. 

The game was one of • the cleanest 
that has ever been played between 
the two institutions, the absence of 
ny intentional foul by either •side 

being -  conspicuous in a game •charac-
tertz61 by brilliant team work and 
flashes of individual-  plrforthance such 
as are seldom seen. 

The Aggies opened the game with 
a burst of speed which completely 
dazzled their opponents, and Hauser 
and Movold rung up a counter each 
before the University defense found 
time to form. From then on during 
the remainder of the half the scorn 
zig-zagged back and forth, the period 
ending 9 to 7 in the University's 
favor. 

The second half was a repetition 
of the first and soon after the period 
started the Aggies had gained a two

SOME RESULTS OF THE 
FRIENDSin1113  FUND 

SOME WEA AS TO THE EFECT OF 
Fur4o 6 N PRISON CAMPS 

The following has. been taken from 
a copy of the gaily pt'Yof of some 
material which is to appear in the 
current issue of the North Ameri-
can student and is printed to give 
an. idea as to what has been done 
with the money raised for the relief 
of the conditions which exist in the 
prison camps of Europe. The A. C. 
under the Y. M. C. A. last fall con-
ducted a campaign and raised some 
money which was\ applied to this 
fund. Therefore The Spectrum be-
lieves that some 'of its readers will 
be interested,. 

The movement has resulted in pro-
viding supplies and relief for the 
i n :toners in the camps of the whole 
of Europe. Over $125,000 has been 
sent for this purpose and is now be-
ing used. There -are about six mil-
lion men and boys in these camps. 

As yet it is impossible to give a 
complete report of the work that is 
being done, but judging from letters 
received it ' may be gathered that 
the fund is accomplishing its pur-
pose. 

Those in charge are distributing lit-
erature among the prisoners. One of 
the great needs of the camp is to 
provide some method of utilizing 
the time of the men. 'The following 
comment from a letter from France 
shows the value of this work: 

"Work under these circumstances 
is a godsend. Where there is no 
work, to do, the wonder to me is that 
a large number have not gone mad. 
Now you ask, 'What is the Y. M. C. 
A. doing?' In a word, we- are trying 
to break the monotony  - by our 
system of circulating libraries and 
by the halls which we have built or 
furnished in many_camps." 

Among the colleges giving largely 
to this work may be found Yale,. 
which contributed $5,560; University 
of Minnesota, with $3,342; and S. D. 
State, with _ $1,811. Some of the 
preparatory schools also raised large 
amounts several going over $3,000.
