PRODUCT OF LOCAL TALENT 

Will Be Given Before Woman's 
Club Later 

On Tuesday evening, February 6th will be given an original 
four act play "The Raindrops" written by two local students who 
will present it before the student body. On the following day it 
will be given again, this time before the advisory board of the 
Federation of Woman's Clubs. 

The play is to be given under the auspices of the Icelandic club and 
the cast has been chosen from the membership of this society. It deals 
with the problem that confronts a man who has left his old home and set,. 
out to make a home in a new land. 

Some original scenery has been prepired and some new lighting ef-
fects are being arranged for. These features will make the play both a 
novel one from the standpoint of its composition and from the staging of 
the same. 

The authors of the play are Mathias Thorfinnson and Eggert V. Briem, 
the latter of whom is registered at the Agricultural College as a fresh-
man. He has been in this country considerably under two years but has 
become familiar with the English language and has had a large part in 
the writing of the play.

Here Thursday 

QUAINT COSTUMES WORN 
APPEAR AS FIFTH NUMBER OF LECTURE COURSE. 

Tomorrow evening the Misses Fuller will present their pro-
gram of old folk songs in the college Armory. They appear as 
the fifth number of the Citizens' Lecture Course and promise a 
very entertaining evening. They come with the best of press 
recommendations and also with those from the many clubs and 
organizations before whom they have appeared. 

The Misses Fuller are natives of Sturminster Newton, Dorset, 
England and are -now on a concert tour of this country. They 
appear in the quaint costumes of the ninteenth century and the 
accompaniment of their songs is played on th* Irish harp. 

The following is the comment made by the Philadelphia 
Ledger after their appearance in that city: 

REFINED AND UNUSUAL RENDERING OF QUAINT FOLK- 
SONGS BEFORE A DISCRIMINATING AUDIENCE. 

The Misses Dorothy, Rosalind and Cynthia Fuller, of Sturminster 
Newton, Dorset, England, delighted a discriminating audience that 
completely filled the concert room of the Adelphia yesterday after-
noon, with a program of English, Scottish and Irish folk-songs. Miss 
Cynthia Fuller played the accompaniments upon an Irish harp of the 
traditionship pedalless form, its modest dimensions permitting it to be 
held in the lap; and it was so sympathetic in timbre, blending with the 
voices as though one of them, that any other support of the songs is 
hardly thinkable. 

The platform appearance of the three musicians gave the effect of 
demure early Victorian simplicity by the "art that conceals art," in 
the last, least detail of dress, coiffure and development. What the 
Irish might call the "come-hither-in-the-eye" of these charming maid-
ens at times belied the folded hands and parted hair of the Quakeress, 
to alluring effect. It was a triumph to project the atmosphere of De-
vonshire hay field or Hampshire cottage through the milieu of chand-
eliers and mirrors, white enamel and gilding, of the modern ballroom 
setting. As one watched the pirouetting figures in brocade, with their 
paper-lace bouquets and the amplitude of hoopskirts, one thought of 
the Bronte sisters, or the circumspect spinsters on whom Miss Mit-
ford's pen conferred immortality, or Jane Austen's heroines, in the days 
when novels were tabooed, and tea was an institution, and children 
dropped a curtesy and retired abashed into the background of a re-
spectful silence. It was Louise Alcott's "Little Women" of a larger 
growth—or "family album" daguerreotypes of the Margaret Fuller 
type that were brought to mind. 

The naivette of the debutante was behind the saucy challenges, 
the retorts courteous, the elaborate genuflections of imaginary chief-
tains of high degree or rosy shepherd lasses, the rustic mirth or sor-
row of simple villagers and cottagers following the plow, or lamenting 
(like Bobby Burns) the death of an old mare, or rejoicing in the ful-
ness of the harvest. The Fuller sisters have reduced—or raised—ac-
cent and rhythm to a science. By their crystal-clear enunciation, 
every word is made to tell and, against the sprinkled harp notes, 
counts for its full emotional value. The voices in themselves are 
nothing so "great and wonderful"—nor is there any pretense of it. 
What makes this singing consummately artistic is the perfection that 
is -born of the most carefully studied. simplicity.—Philadelphia Ledger,

TY IS YOURS 

Are You Getting the*Train- 
ing You Should 

Ex-governor Ferris who spoke at 
the North Dakota Educational As-
sociation gathering in Fargo last 
fall, made the statement that ninty-
five percent of our thoughts were ex-
pressed orally to those with whom 
we come in contact. Training- in 
expressing oneself orally has been 
sadly neglected by our schools and 
colleges. • It is true that this oral 
practice is fostered in literary or-
ganizations and debates, but these 
are only sidelights in a student's life. 
The ability to speak readily, cor-
rectly and well, should surely occupy 
a more important place in our minds. 
A mechanic employs many hours in 
learning to understand and work 
with the tools with winch he shapes 
his product. He has learned to ap-
preciate the agencies by which he 
can turn out effective work. 

Most of us, as students, may find 
that the vehicles by which we seek 
to convey oral thoughts are not as 
pliable as we worldi like to have 
them be. How often because of in-
ability to express our thoughts lo-
gically and in a convincing manner, 
we have taken a back seat in the 
meeting in which we might have 
been a great aid. All of us have 
stumbled about and stuttered in a 
manner unbecoming to a college stun 
dent when called upon to express 
our thoughts in 'public. Of course, 
we could have been perfectly at ease 
if we had written out our talk, for 
we were not ready just then. Yet 
ninety-five percent of which we ex-
press is oral expression, and is equal-
ly impromptu. 

On occasions when our attention 
is called to our lack of ability in 
speaking we resolve to remedy it 
immediately by taking up a •course 
in public speaking. Many cannot 
find time to take this course and so 
they sail serenely along until their 
shortcomilig is again impressed upon 
them. Then comes the same resolve 
and a similar conclusion. 

We make many excuses to our-
selves, but if we are honest in our 
analysis, we find that we are not 
lacking in opportunities but in ener-
gy. Ex-governor Ferris says that he 
values most highly the eighty lite-
rary society and public programs in 
which he participated during his col-
lege and high school years. These, 
lie stated, did him more good than 
any course which he took. We have 
the opportunities which he hid and 
more of them. Our literary socie-
ties offer them; our'debates, oratori-
cals, plays and various public pro-
grams offer these openings. We 
alone are to blame if we let our op-
portunities go without taking ad-
vantage of them. 

Thomson will also discuss matter of 
credits and liabilities, making the 
address of extreme importance, not 
only to Pharmacy students, but also 
to all students contemplating a busi-
ness life.

The War Department is desirous 
of obtaining the names of any grad-
uate of the college who are eligible 
for appointment as a commissioned 
officers in the regular or volunteer 
army of the United States in time of 
war. 

Eligibility is limfzed to citizens of 
the United States of good moral 
character, sufficieint education and 
military training, physically fit and 
over 21 years of age. For 2nd Lieuts. 
eligibility terminates at 32 years; 
1st Lieuts., 36; Captains, 40; Ma-
jors, 45. This limit is for appoint-
ment in the Infantry, Cavalry or Ar-
tillery. For appointment in the 
Quartermaster, Engineer, Signal 
Corps or Medical Department, there 
is no age limit. Ex-veterans of the-
Spanish-American War who had 
rank of Captain and who are not 
over 55, may be listed for the grade 
of Major. 

The coming week is full of events for the student body. To-
morrow there will be the basket ball game with the D. B. C. and 
at the same time the Fuller Sisters will give their program. On 
Friday comes the twenty-second annual college declamation con-
test. On Saturday evening will come the First Annual Co-ed. 
Prom. The Preps also have a basketball game. On Monday mor-
ning the Cadet Band will give the regular convocation program. 
Tuesday is the date for the first production of the play by the 
Icelandic Club "The Raindrops". Thursday the basketball team 
will leave for their South Dakota trip. So there is much to do if 
one is to keep up with all the things that are going on at the 
college. Get your dates straight and then keep them. 

No one except as provided above, 
will be reported, recommended, or 
listed as qualified for appointment 
in any arm of the line who, within 
the preceding 10 years, has not had 
military training in the arm for 
which recommended substantially 
equivalent to that prescribed below. 

Second lieutenant.-One year in 
the Regular Army, or three years in 
the National guard, one year of 
which was in a grade above that of 
private, or two years in an educa-
tional institution under a Regular 
Army officer, or three training 
camps. 

First lieutenant.-One year in the 
Regular Army in a grade above that 
of private, or three years in the Na-
tional Guard, one year of which was 
in a grade above that of corporal, of 
three years at an educational insti-
tution under a Regular Army officer, 
one year of which was in a grade 

above that of private, or three train-
ing camps, in one camp of which a 
grade was held above that of private. 

Captain.-One year in the Regu-
lar Army in grade above that of cor-
poral, or three years in the National 
Guard, one year as a commissioned 
officer, or four years at an educatio-
nal institution under a Regular Army 
officer, one year as a commissioned 
officer, or three training camps, in 
one camp of which a grade was held 
above that of corporal. 

Major.-One year in the Regulaff 
Army in a grade above that of ser-
geant, or three years in the Natio-
nal Guard in grade above first lieute-
nant, or four years at an educational 
institution under a Regular Army 
officer, one year of which was in a 
grade above that of first lieutenant, 
or three training camps, In one 
camp of which the person recom-
mended performed the duties of a 
company commander. 

The training camps referred to 
above are camps similar to the 
Plattsburg Camp conducted by the 
government. 

In addition to the above necessary 
qualifications, one training camp for 
four weeks duration, or three 
months service in the National 
Guard in the service of the United 
States, is required before appoint-
ment.

The Juniors and Seniors of 
Princeton have a system of dining 
clubs, the members of which are se-
lected from the sophomore class by 
the clubs in a way similar to the 
one we employ in choosing mem-
bers to our literary societies. 

Now several prominent members 
of the sophomore clss, including 
the son of Grover Cleveland, have 
announced in the Daily Princeto-
nian that they would not Join any 
upper class eating, club when elec-
tion time comes in the spring. 

In explaining their stand against 
the clubs, the sophomores give their 
reasons for thinking that the clubs, 
operate against the best interest of 
the university. They say that the 
system is undemocratic, narrowing 
and expensive.

The declaration, which caused a 
sensation among the undergraduate 
body, was folowed by an open letter 
from nine of the most prominent 
members of the senior class, to the 
effect that they were in sympathy 
with the motives which caused the 
sophomores to starte the revolt.
