Ince. This article deals with the 
composition at the various stages of 
growth and contains numerous ta-
bles showing the analyses made. In-
vestigation showed that the corn 
plant reached the greatest food val-
ue at the glazing stage so no corn 
should be raised in the state which 
does not reach the glazing stage of 
growth. The value of corn for sil-
age is also increased if the corn has 
reached or has passed the glazing 
stage before it is put in the silo. 
This is slue- to the fact that there is 
less change in the food constituents 
in the riper corn. There is also less 
water to handle. The average di-
gestibility of the corn cut after the 
glazing stage had been reached was 
shown to be greater than in the less 
mature corn. The bulletin is an in-
teresting article• on this subject and 
should be procured. •

a circular issued in August, and 
written by Enoch J. Peterson.

Newton, 
also appeared in August. Sugges- 

The extension department of the 
Expel iment Station will very 'soon 
stock a special train which will visit 
various sections thru2ut the state 
for tie purpose of demonstrating and 
emphasising pointers in the select-
ion and breeding of the leading types 
of hoof and dairy cattle. 

These demonstrations will cover 
the selection of cows for maximum 
milk phduction, hulls for grading 
up a dairy heard, good beef cows, 
good feeder steers, good beef bulls, 
and the feeding and care of both 
dairy and beef cattle. In the dis-
cussions these points will be brought 
out in some detail. The place and 
value of livestock on the farm will 
also 'be taken up. 

The stock that will be used in the 
demonstrations is composed of splen-
did types for illustrating the points 
to be made. Miss ,Ormsby Queen 
holds the official state record for 
Holsteins. The Jersey cow Roxanne 
Maid holds the state record for the 
breed. The Guernsey, Shorthorn. 
Hereford, and Aberdeen Angus will 
be represented by good animals of 
that breed and type. 

Thomas Cooper, Director of the 
North Dakota Experiment Station, 
will be in charge of the meetings.- 
He will be assisted' by W. H. Peters, 
animal husbandman of use Station, 
Frank Sanford, who has made a 
great success with beef cattle, and 
John Christianson; one of the most 
successful dairymen west of the Mis-
souri river. 

The Northern Pacific Railroad will 
furnish a special train to transport 
the speakers and the cattle; and this 
will Make it possible to hold more 
meetings in the same number of 
days than if the regular trains had 
to be depended on. 'D. E. Willard 
will have charge of the train. 

If the weather permits the meet- 

ings will be held in the open, other-
wise, they will be held indoors. Men, 
women, and children are invited to 
come to the meetings. 

This is an unusual ,opportunity for 
the- people of the state to see the 
breeds and types of cattle illustrated 
with fine specimens of the different 
breeds. The lectures and demon-
strations will be made by men who 
are expert cattlemen and familiar. 
with the conditions in North Dakota. 

These meetings come at a time, 
too, when many are thinking of 
changing from all grain to some live-
stock farming. They will be a good 
place at which to learn the values 
of the different kinds of stock. The 
right kind of a start will make for 
the most rapid progress in the live-
stock business.
