FOOT-AND-MOUTH DISEASE,

(Reprint From News Letter of De-
partment of Agriculture).

The outbreak of foot-and mouth
digease has already affected an area
so large that it is evident that most
active measures are necessary
eradicata it

Both in virulence and in extent of
area affected th present outbreak is
more serious than any of the five
previous ones which have occured ia
tha United States.

Thezo previous outbreaks have
been sufficiently serious either
millarize farmers with the symp-
toms of the disease or to render

m [ully slive to the losses that it
ons when permitted to gain a
firm foothold. Omne of jts most dan-

aracteristies Is its extreme
Not only may It
dlrec'tl\ from one ani-
mal to another, but it may be trans-
ported in fodder, picked up from the
ground and carried over the country
by ents, dogs, and chickens, or com-
munficated through
man, Cases have already been found
in which it seems certain that the|
disense was spread by the curlosity
of farmers to inspect suffering ani-
mnlg,
sitz to communr
their own previously healthy herds.

The contaglousness of the dizeaze
explaing the action of the Federzl
authorities In  quarantining such
large areas. The practice is to clap
o blanket of quarantine on the State
in which a case of the disease has
been found, and then, by earefol in-
vestigation, determine the exaect aren
infected. When an animal suffering
from foot-and-mouth disease Ja dis-
eovered jn a herd the wheole herd s
at once slaughtered. Otherwise It
would remain a dangerous source of
infeetion and be a menace to the en-
tire community. It is customary to
appolnt an appralser to value the
herd. One-half of the appralsed
value is paid to the owner by the
Federal Government and one-half by
the State.

Onece the disease j3 well establish-
ed it becomes so painful for the anl-
mal to eat that foed is freguently
refused altogether. Strings of sal-
ive hang from the mouth, and flesh
is lost with astonishing rapidity.
When the udder is seriously affected
the milk becomes contaminated and
may cause serious results to suekl-
ing calves and young pigs. In mild
cazes from 10 to 20 days may bring
about an apparent recovery, but this
time may be greatly extended. More-
over, and apparent recovery by no
meang implies a real cure. The ani-
mal may carry the virus in itz blood
for a year or more and {& liable dur-
ing all thig time to spread the con-

tagion or to experience a recurrence

ORANGE DAY IN LOUISIANA.

New Orleans, November: Enorm-
ous impetus is nmow being glven -cit-
rus fruft eulture in Southern Louis-
iana, and the people of this State
will celebrate Moverber 19, as Or-
ange Day.

From the early days of the French
and Spanish occupation Southern
Louisiana has produced excellent or-
anges, but the industry is only now
belng developed in &  large way.
Sugar lands and the dralned humus
covered lowlands are Dbeing found
splendidly adapted to orange culture.

The boll weevil and the removal
of tariff protection om sugar
cousing some remarkable economle
changes in Louisiana, During gen-
erations the cotton farmers of Louls-
iana produced nothing but cotton
and sugar planters produced
nothing but sugar, each purchasing
meats, food stuffs of all kinds and
general suppliez from other States.
The boll weevil has foreed the cot-
ton farmers inte diversified farming
and  eattle and stock ralsing, and
they are finding the new method far
more profitable than the old. The
same thing is true in te sugar belt.

Throughout Southern Louisiana
the eftrus fruit industry i{s now be-
ing rapidly developea. Many new
orange groves are being set out. In
Orleans Parish 2 single grove of
7.500 acres of oranges, through
which there are 50 miles of paved
highways, is being developed as a
park. A seedless variety of Louls-
iana sweet oranges, recently discov-
ered, ha sheen awarded the Wilder
Pomelogical medal,

On November 3, th evoters of
Louisiana so amended the State Con-
stitution as make the laws affecting
investment capital as favorable and
friendly as any In the world.

Publicly owned river front ware-
houses and harbor facilities are be-
Infi installed and arranbements have
been made to supply many miles of
water frontage for private develop-
ment of New Orleans.

The removal of the tariff on
suugar has wiped out many for-
