The main address of flak; indus-
trial commencement for 1914 will 
be made by Dean Davenport, of the 
University of Illinois. Obtaining his 
B. S. degree in 187S Dean Daven-
port has spent his life in the pur-
suit of agriculture acting as farmer 
student and teacher. Taking his 
elementary work in a small school 
in Woodland Township, , Michigan, 
later graduating from the Michigan 
School of Agriculture in '1878. Go-
ing back to the farm and working 
in the occupation of fanner for ten 
years, returning to Michigan A. C., 
as Professor of Agriculture, remain-
ing there for two years. ,  

In 1891 Dean Davenport went to 
San Paula, Brazill, Sooth America 
where he became the cl4rector of the 
Agricultural College. 

Returning to America. in 1892 he 
became affiliated with the Illinois 
Agricultural School inf the position 
of Dean which he has over since held. 

Dean Davenport is known through-
out the Agricultural, world for his 
various text-books wsritten at differ-
ent times, among 'these are his 
books on "Principles' of Breeding," 
"Education for EffiC,iency" and his 
book on "Domesticated Animals and 
Plants.

The 
goad practical knowledge of scien-
purpose of this course is as the name 
implies, to make better Home-•ak-
ers—something modern society is in 
dire need for the present. Ten of 
the twenty-five students will finish 
the Power Machinery course. The 
function of this course is two-fold, 
namely, to prepaare young men to 
take charge of power plants in vari-
ous towns and cities of North Da-
kota and to acquaint them with the 
mechanism and management of all 
kinds of power machinery. While 
this course is new in a great many 
respects, its possibilities are infinite 
as evidenced by those who have al-
ready finished it. The young men 
and women who take these three 
different courses at the Agricultural 
college, are among the best stu-
dents in the institution. They not 
only manifest an intense interest in 
th8ir work but also take an active 
part in college life. All these three 
courses are three years in length, 
the -'Students spending five months 
each year. 

One of the interesting features in 
connection with the commencement 
program this year will be the ad-
dress of Eugene Davenport, Dean of 
the College of Agriculture, Univer-
sity of Illinois. Dean Davenport's 
work in Illinois has given him an 
international reputation. The pro-
gram of the commencement is as 
follows.

BOY'S DORMITORY TO BE HAI) 
FOR THE ASKING—WILL 

YOU ASK FOR IT? 

Some time ago a campaign was 
started for a Boy's Dormitory at 
the Agricultural College and this 
campaign has progressed as rapidly 
and successfully as was expected. 
But now we want to wind up the 
whole affair and have all of our 
funds on hand next fall so that work 
may be commenced the following 
spring upon the building. 

Think of it fellows, you who are 
Sophomores now will be at the 
school when the Boy's Dormitory is 
built, the present Juniors and Sen-
iors will not be here to see this me-
morial hall to the farmers of the 
state erected, but they are working 
for it nevertheless. 

According to the plan outlined, 
we want every student of the Agri-
cultural college to consider it his 
duty to secure fifty bushels of wheat 
this summer. There are 1000 stu-
dents. If each one of these secures 
fifty bushels of wheat, that will 
mean that we will have fifty thou-
sand bushels of wheat on hand by 
next fall and the following spring the 
Bushel of Wheat Dormitory can be 
built. It is a simple matter to per-
suade two of your neighbors to give 
25 bushels apiece or five of your 
neighbors to give 10 bushels apiece, 
and, then you will have secured a 
Dormitory for -the colYege. You have- ,  
five long months to do the work in. 
Will you do it for your college? 
Think of what the Agricultural col-
lege does for you every day and then 
you will not need to ponder upon 
whether or not you should do this 
work, for you conscience will tell 
you immediately to go ahead. 

Now, what we want you to do is 
this. Get a supply of Boys' Dormi-
tory Literature before you go home 
this spring. Then when you reach 
your community, you will act as the 
special representative of the Boys' 
Dormitory Committee and boost the 
proposition for all that is in you. 
We do not want the actual wheat 
sent, to the Committee, but what we 
clo want is the farmers' promise to 
pay us the price of one or more 
bushels of wheat, as he pledges, so 
that we can collect that sum from 
his local bank. So get him to sign 
the card, .that is the Boys' Dormi-
tory post card, then after you get a 
number of them signed up, put them 
in an envelope and send them to the 
Boys' Dormitory Committee at the 
college. If the farmer you visit 
wishes to pay cash, rather than have 
you call 'on his bank, why take the 
money, give him a receipt and send 
the money to S. S. Lyons of the Mer-
chants National Bank of Fargo and 
be will immediately send you a re-
ceipt for the amount, which will pro-
tect you. 

When you start on this work this 
summer think of what such a dormi-
tory would have meant to you, or to 
your fellow student. Now don't ne-
glect this matter, but make it a 
point to first get a supply of the lit-
erature from President Worst's of-
fice before you leave for home. A 
little work on your part may save 
Your best friend's or your younger 
brother's life, when they come to the 
college two years from now. Is it 
worth while? 

SAY? 
Say, before you go home, don't 

forget to call at President's Worst's 
office and get a supply of Boy's Dor-
mitory literature to hand around to 
your neighbors.
