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I from Oct. 9 to Oct. 15 in various 
portions of the Canadian wheat grow-
ing districts, studying the charac-
teristics and cropping qualities of 
Marquis wheat and Red Fife wheat, 
which is most commonly grown in 
Canada. He reports that on account 
of the careful methods of selection 
which have been fostered by the 
Canadian Seed Growers' association, 
the Canadians have undoubtedly de-
veloped the quality of those two 

1.00 per year wheats to a high degree. The corn-
5 Cents mon red or Scotch fife is found quite 

commonly in rather pure form of 
exceedingly high quality. The Mar-
quis wheat Professor Bolley believes 
to be only a very pure type of Red 
Fife. It is however, a wheat, which, 
because of its pure selection to one 
strain has many qualities which are 
very desirable especially for the 
Northern wheat growing regions. 
According to all reports this wheat 
ripens in the neighborhood of Indian 
Head and Brandon from seven to 
nine days earlier than the average 
best strains of Red Fife. This is a 
matter of very considerable import-
ance to the Canadians because it 
helps them escape frost in the fall. 
If the Marquis wheat holds up its 
qualities in North Dakota and main-
tains its plumpness of form and 
yielding qualities it will also be of 
material advantage to our farmers 
for the reason that a six or seven 
days' earlier harvest in North Dakota 
means six or seven days left for fall 
plowing. Professor Bolley believes, 
from careful examination of Marquis 
wheat, that it is not liable to main-
tain its qualities. which it now pos-
sesses, under general and careless 
agricultural conditions. Wherever it 
is subjected to harsh, hard treat-
ment, to cropping on the same old 
wheat stubble lands, it shows the 
same signs of deterioration that ap-
pear in other Red Fife strains. The 
Canadians hold it up to its quality 
of plumpness by careful bare summer 
fallow wherein the ground is thor-
oughly purified and renovated by 
cultivation. They raise only two 
crops of wheat and then cultivate an 
entire season. Those two crops of 
wheat, however, appear to produce 
more grain of better quality than we 
are able to produce on similar types 
of ground when wheat is raised every 
Year. If our farmers go to the trou-
blt to buy Marquis wheat for seed, 
they should make up their minds not 
to let it get mixed with other vani-
ties and the way to do that is to 
conduct a careful crop rotation 
whereby no other kinds of wheat 
immediately preceeds the Marquis. 
Indeed it us very evident to all wheat 
growers that any one who intends 
to keep good quality of wheat on the 
farm must grow only one kind of 
wheat. It is not possible to keep 
them separate when four or five 
kinds of wheat are raised on the 
farm within four or five years. 

Professor made this excursion to 
Canada because so many inquiries 
are coming in at present regarding 
Marquis wheat. He, therefore, 
thought it wise to become thorough-
ly conversant with Canadian condi-
tions. 

While in Canada Professor Bolley 
was called on to give two addresses 
on wheat cropping. At Indian Head 
his topic was: "Reasons for Con-
ducting Consistent Crop Rotation." 

I At Winnipeg he gave an illustrated 
address upon "Soil and Seed Sanita-
tion." This address was given under 
the auspices of the Canadian Coast 
to Coast Land & Apple Show. A 
very extensive contest in seed grain 
production, especially in wheat and 
oat classes was being conducted at 
the Land Show. A careful study was 
made of their method of handling 
this sort of show with a view of 
helping the North Dakota Improved 
Seed Growers' Association put on 
their annual contest.
