This being the condition of affairs, 
it would seem high time to organize 
one or more new societies. The 
added rivalry would be beneficial to 
the old societies, and quite a number 
of young people not now in any lit-
erary society would have an oppor-
tunity of developing whatever talent 
they may possess in the line of public 
speaking. 

The Spectrum believes that the 
most efficient work of the kind for 
which a literary society is organized 
is performed in the "segregated" 
form of society.

POLYTECHNIC. 

The address before Polytechnic 
was delivered this week by Prof. 
Doryland, his subject being "Enzym-
es". 

He developed the fact that enzym-
es until comparatively recently have 
not been understood; that for a long 
time the actions now known to be 
due to the enzymes were thot to be 
due to the direct action of organisms; 
that we now have three synonymous 
terms, viz. unorganized ferments, so-
luble ferments, and enzymes. A 
ferment was described as a substance 
which has the power to cause chem-
ical action without itself entering in-
to the reaction. The enzymes are 
secreted or excreted by living organ-
isms. 

The study of enzymes has thrown 
an abundance of light on the synthe-
sis of complex compounds from inert 
matter. It is expected that further 
study will answer many of the quest-
ions now being asked in regard to the 
life process. However, it was not 
claimed that life can be produced. 
When enzymes are as well under-
stood as Organic Chemsitry is now 
we will be well on the way to the ne 
cessary knowledge of preserving food 
products indefinitely. 

BOOKER T. WASHINGTON 
AT THE GRAND. 

Booker T. Washington will speak 
at the Grand Theatre Sunday eve., 
March 2, at eight o'clock. This an-
nouncement will surely be welcome 
news to every one in Fargo, as the 
speaker is one of the best known edu-
cators, lecturers, and authors in this 
country. 

Booker T. Washington was born 
about 1859 near Hole's Town, Vir-
ginia. He was educated at Hamp-
ton Institute, where, after gradu-
ation, he taught for several years. In 
1887 Tuskegee Institute was found-
ed, largely thru his instrumentality. 
He was elected Principal of this 
school in which capacity he has serv-
ed continuously since that year. His 
name and that of Tuskegee are one 
and inseparable in the minds of most 
people. 

Dr. Washington—he received his 
L. L. D., from Dartmouth College in 
1901—is the author of numerous in-
teresting and valuable books, e. g., 
"The Negro In Business", "Tuskegee 
And Its People," etc., and the bio-
graphical volumes, "Up From Slav-
ery," "The Story Of My Life And 
Work".

Sunday night.
