Legislzture To Be Asked
For Appropriation For
Agricultural Bu.lding

COMMITTEES ARE WORKING ON
TENTATIVE PLANS,

For some time there has been a
feeling among the people of the col-
lege and others interested that the
purely agricultural Interests at the
institution were but poorly cared for
in the way of buildings and general
equipment; that at the Agricultural
College there was no Agricultural
Building wortlhy of the name, or cap-
able of arousing the pride of stu-
dent and citizen. With many of the
other departments now fairly well
supplied it was decided to ask the
coming session of the legislature for
an appropriation sufficient to bulld
and equip a real Agricultural Build-
ing such as Is demanded by the
foremoat industry of the State.

Various committees are now work-
ing on the tentative plans of the
building, its location, and the distri-
bution of the interior space. It is
planned to have one large central
wing, and two somewhat smaller
wings to the rear. Each of the three
wings i to be three stories in height
above a full basement,

The building is to house the work
in Animal Husbandry, Dalrying,
Horticulture, Farm Crops, Soils,
Plant Breeding, Farm Management,
Agricultural Engineering. Demon-
stration Farms, College Extension,

Farmers’ Inat:ates, and the Stallion |

COLLEGE ON THE HILL

VANQUISHED IN ANNUAL
CHAMPIONSHIP GRIDIRON BATTLE

Splendid Passing And Open Work By Backfield made

Those who had expected to see a
oneslded game between our team and
their old enemy, Fargo College, were
indeed sadly disappointed last Fri-
day afternoon when the college on
the hill was downed after a close
battle ,to the tune of 14—3. F. C.
had decidedly the better of the ar-
gument until the last of the third
quarter after which the result was
never in doubt.. The tfeam than
seemed to realize that they would
have to fight for their laurels. Fargo
College fought as for their lives and
played rings around their lighter
but more experienced opponents,
who lacked the fighting spirit one
would be justifled in expecting from
an A. C. team playing against Fargo
College. Our line was punctured in
spots at will and the fast backfield
was never able to begin a play wiih-
out being spilled by some man break-
ing thru. The defense used by F.

Night Shirt Parade

Promptly at
7:30 this enormous procession, led
by the band, started for the city on
a pllgrimage of celebration over the
viectory won that afternoon. Fol-
lowing the band +was practieally
the entire body of co-eds, and then
in order came about 100
and ghostly forms attired in cost-
umes negligee. Behind these march-
ed the latter half of the parade
which were composed of persons who
either did not emjoy the good for-
tune of possession nightshirts, or
else lacked the courage to appear in
public in these nocturnal garments.
However, the whole crowd took pos-
session of the city, and by means of
their deafening yells and tingling
cowbells announced to the citizens
that we had defeated our rivals on
the hill. The parade halted at the
corner of Broadway and N. P. Ave.
where the band, lead by Bachman,
manufactured some first class musie,
which was greatly appreciated by the
on-lookers. From there the bunch
went to the Orpheum, The Courier-
News, The Waldorf Hotel, The
Forum, and the Gardner hotel where
a serenade, and several ¥yells were
rendered at each place.

Prof, Worst Retarns From
Dry Farming Congress

NORTH DAKOTA WELL REPRE-
SENTED.

President Worst is home from the

Convention at Lethbridge, Canada.
President Worst says:—The In-
ternational Dry-Farming Congress,

which held its sesions at-Lethbridge
Alberta, was well attended by dele-
gates from nearly half jhe states of
the Union and by fifteen foreign
countries, including Persia, Pales-
tine, China, Mexico, British. South
Africa, Australia, ete.

The North Dakota Agricultural
College was represented by Profes-
sor Bolley and Shepperd and my-
zelf, Clark W. Kelley, President of
the Board and wife; also
graduate students Babeock and Me-
Kinstry were in attendance, with
quite a number other North Dako-
tans.

The exhibit of dry-farming pro-
ducts made at the Lethbridge fair
grounds was unquestionably the fin-
est ever made in the history of dry-
farming agriculture. All the Cana-
dian provinces and gquite a number
of the western states made excellent
exhibits. China, even, had a fine ex-
hibit. The weather was pleasant and
on Wednesday afternoon it was es-
timated that fully five thousand vis-
itors were on the fair grounds.

Many addresses were delivered by
the most.eminent scientists ‘of the
United States and Canada and for-
eign countries. The internatlional
character of the Congress was em-
phasized and the coming of repre-
sentatives from so many countries
cannot otherwise than foster a much
closer bond of friendship between
these nations.

The fact that more than half the
world’s surface is semi-arid in char-
acter makes the problem of dry-
farming big with possibilities, when
properly solved. The Dry-Farming
Congress has addressed itself to this
tagk and has already enlisted many
of the foremost investigators and
scientists of the world.

The International Congress of
Farm Women was also much In
evidence. Many eminent women
from the United States and Canada
were present and the addresses and
demonstrations were in keeping with
their desire to improve the rural
homes of the country.

In the forthcoming Biennlal Re-
port, Dean Bolley has summarized
the teaching work of the School of
| Biology. On account of the fact that
|the actual Biological course is a spe-
|eial course for teachers and investi-
| gators, comparatively few students
complete this course. For this rea-
son there are a good number of
people, even at the institution, who
have the impression that the teach-
ing work in the division of Biology
iz light. The figures taken from
the Biennial report will, however,
give considerable enlightenment on
this matter. It is found that during
the Biennial period the division of
Zoology of the college has given in-
struction to a total of 219 students,
representing in all 17 different term
classes. There s in the Zoological
classes this fall a total of 38 stu-
dents in the fall work.

In the College work in Botany,
during the Blennlal period, there
were a total of 163 students enroll-
ed, and teaching work was dome in
18 different term classes or sub-
jects. There are enrolled in the
present College classs in Botany 76
students.

In the division of Bacteriology,
the number of students enrolled dur-
ing the Biennial period were 187,
representing 14 different term sub-
jects of instruction. There are 57
enroled in this fall term,
