sination. Dressed for the theater, he
receives a colonel who wishes to fur-
uish him with military protection. He
regards the precaution as a use of
goldlers who can better be commis-
sioned elsewhere. But he describes
the dream. Wrapped in his long black
evening cloak, from which his black
eye-sockets furnish a death’s head
and his long, bony hands make im-
pressive gestures, he describes the
dream of hearing the city In lamenta-
tlon and a corpse in the White House.
Finishing *he dream, he takes up the
pardon for a boy that Stanton would
have hanged, and leaves with a
cheery good-night, to sleep as he
says, the sounder for his merey.
