As an example of the in-
field's weakness, in the fifth inning 
they made three errors in succession 
which alone is enough to lose any or-
dinary game. This was the first game 
in which Grant appeared at first base 
and Wirtenberger at short stop. Ap- 
pearing in their roles they came far 
from captivating the spectators.

Youthful Geologists 
Make An Excursion 

Bottom of Prehistoric Lake Agassig Is 

Examined to Illustrate Work in Ele-

ments • of Geology and Physical 

Geography. 

Prof. Hard's Geology and Physical 
Geography classes made an expedition 
to Muskoda, Minn., Saturday, as a part 
of the required work of the course. 
Those who could afford tit departed 
from the N. P. Station at 9 P, M.. Oth-
ers made the trip on bicycles. One-
half of the rear coach was reserved for 
the embryonic explorers who divided 
their time •between points of interest 
and Norwegian Whist and as the train 
Pulled into the Grand Central Station 
the party was greeted by rousing cheers 
from the one lone inhabitant and his 
wife. The key of the city was handed 
over, after which ceremony the party, 
headed by the instructor and the of-
ficial staff of photographers, composed 
of such artists as Manikoski, Soren-
son and McCall and Ruby Head trudg-
ed their way into the country. The 
forenoon was devoted to the collection 
of various kinds of rocks and to the 
study of large sand pits on the Herman 
Beach, the highest point ever attained 
by the Glacial Lake Agassiz. Several 
photographs were taken of the most 
striking structures. 

At noon a halt was made in a wood-
ed ravine where refreshments were 
partaken of. By this time the wind 
had risen to a gale and the light sandy 
real estate of the region rose accord-
ingly with the inevitable grimy effect. 
A vain attempt was made to empty a 

well, followed by feeble attempts at 
story telling by various members of 
the expedition. In spite of the net-
work of barbed wire fences, the apos-
tles of science again took up the march 
and began a detailed study of mean-
dering streams, ripple marks, soil types 
and granite. 

Laden with dust and looking like a 
band of minstrels, the bunch advanced 
upon the town, there to await the corn-
ing of the 2:43 train. Tubby and John 
H. immediately got busy and by clever 
intrigues managed to scrape together 
the necessary 40 cents for the home-
ward journey. After checking their 
bikes these gentlemen joined their 
classmates and Fargo was reached 
with all members safe and sound, Back 
alleys and side streets between the sta-
tion and the A. C. were full of dusty 
students for a short time, but after a 
brief session in the Armory showers, 
they were again seen on the main ave-
nues of traffic tellingthestay-at-homes 
all about their dirty trip. 

Bob Pearson made a mechanical an-
alysis of a few tears shed Monday 
morning and ascertained by the latest 
approved method of the Bureau of Soils 
that they contained all the seven tex-
tural grades and he is at a loss to find 
a proper classification for the average 
Muskodian soil.

Lindsay Greeted By 
Large Fargo Crowd 

SPOKE IN THE NORTH DAKOTA 
AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE 
ARMORY ON THE SUBJECT ' 

THE MISFORTUNES OF MICKEY 

GAVE MANY HELPFUL SUGGES- 
TIONS, MADE MANY NEW 

ADMIRERS. 

What many thought was the best lec-
ture ever given in Fargo was the one 
given by Judge Ben Lindsey, the great 
friend of children, in the armory Thurs-
day evening. The subject of the lec-
ture was "The Misfortunes of Mickey." 
It was not limited however to Micky's 
misfortunes although that alone would 
have been among the most interesting 
stories ever heard here. The analogy 
between the trouble of some of those 
boys about whom he told, and the faults 
of our city governments which was con-
tinued throughout his lecture, was a 
splendid one.. It was so appropriate, 
so unified, so interesting and true that it 
could not help but make a strong im-
pression upon the audience. 
The story was begun by telling his first 
experiences with boys in court. Three 

boys who had broken into a box car 
were brought before him. These boys 
had heard there were watermelons in 
the car, and not being able to get them 
in a legitimate way were anxious to get 
them in any way possible. They were 
disappointed however in finding water-
melons, but did find plenty of syrup of 
figs, of which they drank two bottles. 
Those young boys could not see that 
they had 'committed any crime and 
thought tthat the after results of drink-
ing the fig syrup was plenty of punish-
ment for any wrong doing. Judge 
Lindsey thought of his own boyhood and 
considered it punishment enough and in 
consequence dismissed the case against 
them. This was the beginning of Judge 
Lindsey's career He began the study 
of boys, booys gangs, and the reason 
there was •so many youthful offenders in 
jail and came to the conclusion that 
there was something radically wrong 
with the system of throwing boys into 
jail with all its bad company and cie-
moralizing influences.He saw that young 
boys could not be dealt with the same 
as older men. The idea of punishing 
these boys by throwing them into jail 
was entirely wrong as it would only in-
crease their disrespect for the law and 
would create in them a spirit of revenge. 
He believed the aim should be to re-
form the boys and not to punish them. 
With this in mind he developed the idea 
of juvenile courts. 

Judge Lindsey saw the great loyalty 
of city ragmuffins to their gang. Under 
no circumstances would they do or say 
anything that would bring their com-
panions into trouble. This, Judge Lind-
sey saw was simply misdirected energy 
and that if his force could only be 
used in trying to enforce the law much 
would be accomplished. This is what 
Judge Lindsey actually did by showing 
the boys he was working for their bene-
fit and was trying to give them -a''square 
deal. They were soon induced to leave 
the road that led to their ruin and to 
look upon the cause of right. 

This was accomplished largely in one 
way. That was to get them to tell the 
truth at any cost. Fear is often the 
father of lies in children. He said that 
if children told you a lie perhaps you 
were responsible for it. Suffice it to 
say that treating the boys in this open 
hearted manner, he did get the truth and 
in getting the truth he saw the reasons 
these gangs could not work in harmony 
with law and order and how their ef-
forts might be diverted in this direction. 
Some of the worst gangs in town were 
soon helping him.

Prof. Richards Gives 
Convocation Address 

Discusses the Wool Industry in the U. 
S. and Touches Upon Schedule 

"K" of the Payne-Aldrich 

Tariff Bill. 

Monday's Chapel address was deliv-
ered by Prof. Richards, head of the 
Animal Husbandry Department. Prof. 
Richards interestingly traced the de-
velopment of the wool industry in the 
United States, A number of interest-
ing features of this industry were elu-
cidated upon. A number of figures of 
interest were given throughout the dis_ 
course. From it is gathered the fact 
that the United States ranks third in 
wool production, Australia leading as 
first and followed by Argentina as sec-
ond. The United States also ranks 
third in the manufacture of woolen 
goods, France in this case ranking first 
and Great Britain second. In the Unit-
ed States, Montana ranks first in pro-
duction of wool, Wyoming second; 
Arizona third, and small Ohio ranking 
fourth, To market our annual wool 
crop would require a train consisting 
of 13,124 cars, each loaded with 25,000 
lbs. of wool. It was also brought out 
that one-quarter million families are 
engaged in the manufacture of woolen 
goods, while approximately one mil-
lion people are dependent upon this 
one industry. It was also shown that 
the United States at the present time 
imports about 30 per cent of the wool 
this country uses. 

During the address Prof. Richards 
touched upon schedule "K" of the 
Payne-Aldrich Tariff Bill and showed 
'ts 'bearing upon this industry.

It is presumed that at Saturday's 
track meet that there will be a num- 
ber of ribbon -ibedecked 	policeman.

If the waiting contestants are not 
restricted to a reserve to one side of 
the field, but are permitted on the in-
terior there is no sound reason why 
they should have a string of pals with 
them, many of whom pass within the 
ropes simply to be seen and whose 
presence can be no material benefit to 
the contestants. 

Let the watchword next Saturday be, 
"Back of the ropes, everybody," and let 
such a police force be appointed and 
organized as will see to it that all but 
the immediate contestants and officials 
he kept back of the ropes, regardless 
of their position, be they prince or serf. 
If policing is to be done let it be 
without favors. In football games 
everyone except the players and offi-
cials must keep back of the ropes, so 
why not at field meets. 

Judging from the past, another 
matter which would receive the com-
mendation of the crowd would be to 
have the events pulled off promptly 
and without long, tiresome waits be-
tween. In the past we have not es-
caped criticism concerning this mat-
ter. The contest officials, assisted by 
lieutenants, should have all the details 
of their parts thought out and be pre-
pared to meet every detail promptly 
and have their events pulled off with-
out delay. Such foresight and prompt-
ness are characteristic of a general, 
and would be properly appreciated by 
the waiting throng.

Trimble Writes On Ameri-
can Farmer and Reciprocity 

FORUM MAGAZINE CONTAINS 
AN ARTICLE GIVING A 
THOUGHTFUL, UNPREJUDICED .  
VIEW OF RECIPROCITY BY AN 
A. C. HISTORIAN. 

In the May issue of the Forum nag 
azine may be found an article by Prof. 
W. J. Trimble, head of the department 
of history and social science on the sub-
ject 'The American Farmer and Reci-
procity With Canada." 

The article contains some arguments 
that should awaken and provoke medi-
tation on this far reaching question. 
Professor Trimble recognizes that there 
would be an advantage in freerer trade 
relations with Canada, but stands de-
cidedly opposed to the unequitable 
measure that a few are trying their ut-
most to force upon the American peo-
ple. With the proposed scheme in force 
as it now stands it could not help but 
depress agriculture and would in all 
probability accelerate the movement 
away from the farm to the city, a move-
ment which great efforts have been put 
forth to check, while the cities would 
become more congested and their prob-
lems made more complex. 

Advocates of the treaty hold that reci-
procity would lower the cost of living 
but this has been shown to be highly im-
probable. Its effect, however, upon the 
American farmer can not help but be 
ini!inous and attention is called to the 
fact that in proportion as the prosperity 
of the farmer is injured just so far will 
the best market for the products of 
manufacturing labor be injured. 

The Professor urges a just and ma-
ture deliberation upon this monentous 
policy about to be passed upon by Con-
gress. He says, "If the President has 
promised to use his utmost exertion in 
favor of early action, there may be all 
the more need for Congress to temper 
urgency with council. Is this great 
question to be decided upon partizan 
grounds by high pressure methods amid 
the vociferations of a host of interested 
individuals who are crying pity for the 
consumer and advantage for the nation 
to their gain." 

The article should receive the perusal 
of all those who expect to remain with-
in our borders.
