Just what points should
such a score card doubtless will occa-
sion differences of opinion. This one
is intended to be suggestive and help-
ful to students when called upon to cri-
ticise the platform work of their class
mates. The use of this card will not
only insure a fair degree of accuracy in
judgment, but it will afford excellent
practice to the student critic in review-
ing the essential factors of public speak-
ing in which he may have made a study.
The values assigned in the first two col-
umns are arbitrary.

Objections will doubtless be made to
the relative weights assigned to the
points to be scored. These may be
changed to sunit the judgement of the
individual critics, and until there is a
definite fixation of content and weight
by some widely recognized oratorial as-
sociation, score cards like this will be
variable and must continue to be mere-
Iy the result of personal judgement.
