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Industrial Education In
N. Dak. Common School

At a joint meeting of the Committee
of Seven and the county superintend-
ents’ committee on course of study,
held Dec, 8th in Fargo, a long forward
step was taken with reference to the
ntroduction of industrial branches in
the elementary schools of the state. It
was decided to ask for legislation re-
quiring that agriculture and domestic
science he taught in all elementary
schools in the state after September 1st,
1913, and that all teachers offer these
subjects to secure certificates after Sep-
tember 1, 1912. There is little doubt but
that the .recommendations will be em-
bodied in law by the coming legislature.
Two members of the state school law
commission were present and favored
the proposal.

The compulsory teaching of industrial
subjects in the common schools will
mark an epoch in a long campaign
the state for educational improvement,
and will bring the Agricultural College
into closer relation to the schools and
life of the state.

Board Of Control
Not Desirable

A STUDENT'S VIEW.

Of late we have heard considerable
newspaper comment concerning the
ereation of a board of control whose
function would be to govern the edu-
cational institutions of the state. The
idea seems to have originated with po-
liticians and by them is being diffused,
undoubtedly for the concealed purpose
of creating attractive places for thase
who have served the party.

That the educational institutions of
the state will be better served by such
an arrangemeent is contrary to the be-
lief of educators and thoughtiul men
everywhere. Minnesota, after four
years of experiment, repealed the law
as far as it applied to the principal edu-
cational - institutions. During those four
years the University & School of Agricul-
ture made no progress. South Dakota
has had a board of control for twenty
years and certainly no informed person
would wish to imitate her educational
system. Chancellor McClain of ithe
Towa University where they have had
a board of contrel for a wear and a
half warns North Dakota not to en-
courage a board of control unti] lowa
has given it a more thorough trial, in-
sinuating that it is a bad thing. During
the four years the board of control was
the regime in Minnesota the University
made no progress—just remained sta-
tionary and prayed for deliverance.

Politicians are hardly the ones to
map out what policies should be pursued
by an educational institution. This 15 a
matter that should be left to those whao
have made educational problems a life
study. It will unquestionably be a sad
day for North Dakota when her state
educational institutions are given over
to trading politicians. This would be
especia]ly unfortunate for the Agricul-
tural College and the people whose in-
terest it serves, It seems that the farm-
ers of the state should be permitted to
direct the management of at least one
institution, since they pay-most of the
taxes for the support of all. The Agri-
eultural College should be managed by
a presidenty faculty -and a qualified
board, all of whom are in perfect sym.-
pathy with the needs of the agricultural
interests of the state, and they should
not be inhibited by dictations or com-
plications.

The work of the Experiment Station
is and should be inseparable from the
Agricultural College. Thru it the coun-
try’s agricultural and economic problems
are being solved and interference with
its operations by place-hunting politi-
cians should not be countenanced for a
momen:. No ordinary board of con-
tral, such as likely would be appointed,
would be in practical sympathy with the
work of the Experiment Station for
the very good reason that its members
would know nothing about the work to
be done, not being familiar with farm
management or farm problems,

That a president, faculty and separ-
ate board for each educational institu-
tion is the better system to insure ef-
fectiveness seems to be the belief of
‘educators in general. May the time
never come when politicians are permit-
ted to impede or harass our state edu-
cational institutions.

Bolley Suggests Needs
Of Scientific Students

Professor L. R. Jones of Madison,
Wis. is to lead the discussion upon the
training of the student for Experiment
Station Investigation and Plant Patho-
logy in a symposium to be conducted at
the American Association for the Ad.
vancement of Science during the Min-
neapolis meeting, and has asked a num-
ber of Plant Pathologists to, in a gen-
eral way, outline the training for stud-
ents or such workers. Professor Bolley
has forwarded to him the following
general suggestions regarding the mat-
ter, which suggestions in their nature
may be of interest to our own students:

I believe there is no way w0 train a
worker in Plant Pathology like having
him grow up in it and commencing work
at the beginning of his undergraduate
course, and being associated with some
experimental work helping somebody
who knows how, throughout the winter
and throughout the summer. Then as-
sociated with this work [ should want
the stucdent to have as wide a training
in g 1l Science and Biology as possi.
ble. After all, it chiefly depends upon
the stucent, his taste, ete. Some Plant
Pathologists will do some splendid work
in the future who know much chemistry
and little of other sciences except My-
cology. Others will do good work who
know lots of straight Botany and con-
siderable Physics and not much chem-
istry, and so all the way through the
line. We cannot expect a student to
know everything and I am not sure
there are just as good minds that are
built upon heavy studies in Physics and
Biology as there are built upon heavy
studies in Chemistry and Biology . Of
course, it is essential that they have a
reasonable working knowledge of each
of the specific sciences, Physics, Chem-
istry, Botany; and then that they
should be so closely associated with
farm work that they would not be lost
when sent out to find a particular kind
of farm plant; would not be afraid of
cows should they have to go across the

Aid For Sol Survey

Prof. H. A. Hard has just completed
the work of editing the Fifth Biennial
Report of the Director of the Agricul-
tural College Survey and has placed it
in the hands of the printer. This re-
port which goes to the Governor is this
year rather voluminous. It ineludes a
review of the work of Prof. Willard in
the year 1909 and also that of Mr. Ben-
nett of the Federal Survey of the same
year. Prof. Hard's own work during
the past summer, and also that of Har.
old McKinstry and Ed. Clark are in-
cluded in this report.

The prospects for a successful sea-
son in soil survey work next summer
are especially promising at this time. At
the close of 1909 the cooperating of the
Federal Government with the soil sur-
vey of the Agricultural College ceased.
As a result of Prof. Hard's efforts
these relations will be resumed and the
Federal Burean of Soils has promised
to mect the Agricultural College half
way financially in any undertakings in
soil survey work in this state during the
coming summer. With this aid Prof.
Hard expects to prosecute a vigorous
field campaign next season. The part of
the state which will be surveyed has not
been definitely decided upon as yet.
