The "U"' kicked off to us, the ball 
was received and put in play on the co 
yard line. An exchange of punts fol-
lowed with the ball in our possession on 
our 3o yard line. A buck was tried with 
no gain after which the full back went 
around our end for so yards. At this 
point we were penalized and Cave punt-
ed. The ball was then put in play on 
the. Varsity 3o yard line, we held the 
Varsity for downs and they were com-
pelled to punt. Cave received the ball 
on our 55 yard line and immediately re-
turned the punt on the first scrimmage., 
The "U" man who received the ball 
nearly made a full length of the field 
dash; but he ran out of bounds on the 
35 yard line. From this point on the 
Varsity smashed thru our line for 'con-
sistant gains until they arrived at our 
one yard line where we rallied and held 
them for downs. We punted out to the 
thirty-five yard line where after a cou-
ple of scrimmages the Varsity got into 
position and kicked a field goal from 
the 25 yard line. The quarter ended 
with no farther scoring. 

Third Quarter.

(A Continuation of Prof. Churchill's 
Convocation Address.) 

No man need covet the office of judge; 
for in assuming it he assumes the grav-
est and most oppressive responsibilities. 
Yet we are all ready to 'assume it, for 
man is ever ready to judge; ever ready 
to condemn his neighbor while upon the 
same state he acquits himself. See that 
you exercise your office cautiously and 
charitably for the consequences are eter-
nal. 

Good men are too proud of their 
goodness. They are respectable, dis-
honor conies not near them, their coun-

tenance has weight and influence, their 
robes are unstained, the poisonous brea-
th of calumny has never breathed on 
their fair name. How easy it is for 
them to look down upon the poor de-
graded offender, to pass him by with a 
lofty step, to draw up the folds of their 
garments that they may not be polluted 
by his touch. Yet the Great Master did 
not so, but descended to familiar inter-
course with publicans and sinners, with 
the Samaritan woman, with the out-
casts and Phariahs of the Hebrew world. 

We should never forget that in the 
poorest, unregarded, abondoned street 
urchin may- slumber the virtues of a 
Socrates, the intellect of a Bacon or a 
ShakeSpeare. The daughter' of Pharioh 
little thought what she was doing for 
the human race, and the vast conse-
quences that depended upon her chari-
table act when she drew the little child 
of a Hebrew woman from among the 
rushes that grew along the bank of the 
Nile, and raised it as her own. 

A thousand presses flooding the coun-
try are busily ,  and incessantly engaged in 
malgning the conduct of men and par-
ties and scarcely one is found that lab-
ors to make men think better_ if his fel-
low. Slander and calumny were never 
more insolently licentious. No man, no 
woman, no household is safe from this 
new inquisition. No act is so pure or 
praiseworthy that the unscrupulous Veil- 

>1)y --trai+dei.ing 
corrupt and morbid appetite will not pro-
claim it a crime. Journalism pries into 
the interior of private houses, gloats 
over the details of domesti"c tragedies 
and deliberately invents and industrious-
ly circulates the most unmitigated and 
baseless falsehoods to affect a temporary 
result in the word of factions. 

Very often the censure bestowed upon 
men's acts by those who have appointed 
themselves, "Keepers of the Public Mor-
als," is undeserved. 

Even the man who does wrong, often 
has a quiet home, a gentle wife and in-
nocent children, who perhaps do not 
know of his past errors long repented 
of ; or if they do, but love him the bet-
ter because being human has erred and 
being in the image of God has repent-
ed. That every blow at this husband 
and father lacerates the pure and tender 
bosoms of the wife and children is a 
consideration which does not stay the 
hand of the brutal journalist and par-
tisan. But he strikes home at those in-
nocent, shrinking bosoms and then goes 
out before the public holding his head 
erect and calls on his fellows to laud 
and admire him for the brave and won-
derful act he has done—in striking his 
dagger through one heart into another 
tender and trusting one. The malicious 
gossips who ply their trade on every 
possible occasion are even less worthy 
of consideration than the rattlesnake; 
for the snake gives warning before sink-
ing his venemous fangs into an enemy. 
Many- men think themselves better in 
proportion as they can detect sins in 
others. When they go over the catalog 
of their neighbors unhappy derelictions 
of temper or conduct, they often amidst 
much apparent concern, feel a secret ex-
ultation, that destroys all their PRE-
TENSIONS to wisdom or even virtue. 
Many men takes actual pleasure in the 
sins of others; and this is the case with 
everyone. of us whose thoughts are of-
ten employed in 'agreeable comparisons 
of his own virtues with his neighbor's 
faults.

The field party of the soil survey se-
cured several hundred pounds of fine 
mineral specimens while in Morton 
County this summer.

Samples of coal, and in fact of all 
formations penetrated by the shaft of 
the recently ,  organized coal company of 
New Salem, were obtained.

Since 
the field party left the New Salem area 
the mine entries have been put into 
commission, a spur has been laid from 
the N. P. track and coal is now being 
shipped out. Prof. Hard pronounces 
the coal a good grade of lignite. It has 
the "carnal" effect of eastern "sea coal" 
in that it breaks with conchoida• frac-
ture. 

A large collection of fine petrified 
wood was obtained and in sufficient

tutions or private individuals for Speci-
mens which they have in duplicate.
