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The :Agricultural College is never 
backward in introducing new features 
into its course of study. :Whenever 
there appears -a -need for a new Iine of 
work some one of the faculty appears 
with the cotrrse to fit the demand. The 
latest innovation is a course of Hottse-
hold Physics. This work is intended 
particularity for young ladies who are 
taking work in Home Economics; but 
•other students are admitted. 

The course of study as outlined in-
cludes the prinCiples of construction 
and operation of all the mechanical ap-
pliances used in the modern dweting. 

A little consideration of the makeup 
Of a modern house will colivince any-
one that there is an excellent field for 
investigation. The student must ana-
lyse the various systems of house 
heating by steams, hot water 
and hot air. The different me-
thods of temperature regulations are 
considered in detail. Problems are dis_ 
cussed from the practical standpoint 
and a discussion of the -multitudinous 
mechanical appliances form a part of 
the regnlar laboratory work. Prof. 
Keene with the assistance of Harrison 
Bunt and L. A. Welo has made a la-
boratory equipment for this work that 
is worth anyones time to visit. The ap-
paratus is all of original design and in-
cludes seperate minature plants for hot-
water, steam and hot-air heating, sec-
tional models of every kind of valve, 
cock, and pipe fixtures used in pipe-
fitting and plumbing. There are work-
ing examples of thermostats, pumps, 
motors ,  gas meters and electrical ap-
paratus all of which have a place in the 
modern dwelling and the best part of 
the course lies in the fact that the ap- 

•paratus is only the articles that are used 
in practice. 

This course started this fall and at 
presnt fifteen young ladies are taking 
the work. In a few weeks Prof. Keene 
expects to have in print the first install-
ment of a laboratory text which will 
furnish a guide in the work undertaken. 

Mr. Warnot Armstrong who should 
graduate this years Farm Husbandry 
class writes Prof. Shepperd that he 
cannot return this year because ill health 
makes it necessary for him to seek re-
storation in California's mild climate. 
Mr. Armstrong expresses regret that 
he cannot return to finish the work with 
his class but hopes to be able to return 
here when his health will warrant.

Left penniless by the 
death of his father the day after a fif-
teen thousand dollar life insurance po-
licy had lapsed, he came to Denver 
with his mother. He went to work as 
all office boy for a law firm, and added 
to the family income by doing janitor 
work for Judge Robert W. Steele. 

It was in a fight against jury fixers 
that Ben Lindsey began his political 
career. Twice he and his partner tried 
a celebrated damage case, and twice 
their bulk of well :massed evidence was 
brought to naught by the twelfth jury. 
man. So he "broke into" politics in or-
der to obtain the passage of a three-
fourths jury law in civil cases. 

His ability soon became recognized, 
and he served as counsel for one fac-
tion of his party in a palitical fight for 
control of the machine. He receivea 
the appointment to an unfinished term 
as county court judge, for party services

A Larger Building 
For Live Stock 

During the summer quite a change 
has been made in the facilities for car-
ing for the sheep on the college farm. 
The original barn was remodeled ancl, 
a wide wing extending out seventy feet 
was built on the east, making practically 
a new building thruout. The plan of 
the interior of the building is strictly 
modern. All of the floors are cement 
excepting those of the pens where 
ground floors are considered best for 
sheep. The partitions between the pens 
and alley are made up of adjustable 
panels and provided with sliding gates. 
The lambing rooms is built next to the 
office where heat will be provided and 
the shearing room, the feed room and 
the flour scales have convenient places. 
The barn is, now , well equipped for feed-
ing experiments that are to be' carried 
out in the future as well as the regular 
breeding experiments.

This is an industrial age and as yet 
all branches pertaining to the develop-
ment of industrial lines are in their in-
fancy. Many are the varied suggest. 
ions that are offered for the carrying 
out of this work. There is a growing 
demand for more enlightenment and a 
sincere co-operation of young people 
who are entering this field. Such help 
and feeling may be secured by the 
young men of a college forming a club 
and uniting their efforts in working 
out probems for present day needs and 
securing helpful hints from those who 
have had considerable experience. 

Prof. Weeks has kindly given many 
helpful suggestions and such an orga-
nization is being formulated. This will 
be the first professional industrial club 
of its kind in any college in the United 
States. A constitution is being .prepar-
ed and Thursday afternoon will be the 
first meeting. • 

It is to be hoped that success will meet 
these efforts and that the friendly ties 
formed in this club will be carried bey-. 
ond the college days and found useful 
in future years to all that participate. 
The friendly interest of all who are pre_ 
paring for industrial teaching is solici-
ted. All useful hints will be kindly re-
ceived and all information regarding 
the club will be given to any one desir-
ing such. 

Encouraged by the increasing nun-• 
her of students at the College who are 
envincing a lively interest in debating, 
the Board of Public Speaking Control 
is working for the estabilshment of a 
Tri-state Debating League in which 
will be included the Minnesota Agri_ 
cultural College,. the South Dakota 
College and the N. D. A. C. Members 
of the debating boards at Minnesota 
and South Dakota have been consulted 
and are apparently agreeable to the 
plan. It is intended if possible to get 
the League established in time to hold 
debates with these two institutions-  this 
year. 

A contract already exists between A. 
C. and South Dakota by which -the A. 
C. is to meet South Dakota in a de-
bate at Brooking next April. In case 
the proposed League be formed the 
contract of this League will supersede 
the one already existing between this 
institution and South Dakota. 

According to the proposed plan the 
annual debate would be held at each 
institution on the same question and on 
the same night. Each institution would 
have two teams, the first, which would 
remain at hoMe, and uphold the affir-
mative of the question against the visit-
ing team from one institution, and the 
second which would go to the other 
institution, and debate the negative. 

The information of this league will be 
advantageous in many ways. Hereto-
fore, in our' inter-collegiate debates 
when we have been debating with but 
one institution, our team did not have 
the opportunity of as thorough and ef-
fective preparation as will be afforded 
if this league be formed. It is to be 
hoped that the Board of Control" will be 
successful in carrying its plans to com-
pletion..
