N. D. Academy Of 
Science Convenes 

Second Session Proves Most Suc- 
cessful—Addresses Are of 

High Quality. 

The second annual session of 
the North Dakota Academy of 
Science was held at this college 
Saturday, when a most excellent 
series of 'papers and addresses 
was given by the members. 

The first session convened at 
nine in the -forenoon, in the lecture 
room on the second floor of the 
Engineering Building. After the 
formal opening of the meeting the 
first address was given by A. G. 
Leonard of the Unive•sity of 
North Dakota, on the :subject, 
" -Some of the Geological Forma-
tions of Western North Dakota." 
Pro► . Leonard is thoroughly ac-
quainted with the western part of 
the state and gave in a most in-
teresting manner some of the 
characteristic aspects of that re-
gion as viewed from a g..sological 
standpoint. 

The second speaker was How-
ard E. S-mpson,who told of "The 
Occurrence of Potholes at Taconic 
Falls on the Kennebec River." He 
was able to give a very clear dis-
cussion of these peculiar forma-
tions, having made a careful 
study of them in the region indi-
cated. 

Ne•- t on the program was Prof. 
J. W. Ince of this institution, 
whose 'subject was "Some Func-
tions of the Organic Constituents 
of Soils. In this connection he 
spoke of the part which the or-
ganic portion of the soils play in 
in the growth of plants. This 
was a particularly practical and 
valuable address. 

E. F. Chandler of the Univer-
sity of North Dakota next spoke 
and entered into a new field. with 
the 'subject, "The 300 Per Cent 
Errors•in the' Usual Assumptions 
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does not exceed one-half that 
amount. In the western part of 
the state the run off is only about 
an inch. 
. E. J. Babcock gave a report on 
"A Study of the Chemical Char-
acteristics of the Water Supply of 
the Central Part of North Da-
kota." This address contained 
some very valuable facts concern-
ing the mineral constituents of 
the waters in that part of the 
state, and at the same time 
'showed their relative values for 
various uses. 

G. F. Ruediger' spoke on "A 
Study Of the Purity of Ice and 
Water from the Same Source." 
He asserted that unless the origi-
nal 'source was very impure , the 
ice from it was likely to be almost 
entirely pure. .Some interesting 
results of investigation made in 
the Red River at Grand Forks 
were given. 

T. D. Beckwith next delivered 
an address on "Wheat Diseases." 
He treated the subject largely 
from the bacteriological stand-
standpoint, telling of a number of 
fungi and bacteria which affect 
the grain. He stated that he had 
found 'a number of varieties of 
bacteria in soil which, had been 
continuously cropped that were 
not found in new land, so that 
it is evident that the problem of 
soil bacteria is different in old 
land than in new. 

Dean Bolley next spoke of 
"The Barberry Bush and Wheat 
Rust ; Note on Virility of Rust." 
He blamed the barberry bush for 
the trouble experienced with rust, 
as the fungi can only breed in the 
leaves of this bush. If it were 
possible to exterminate all bar-
berry bushes, the rust would soon 
starve out for lack of a proper 
host on which to grow during the 
early part of its cycle. 

C. H. Bailey next discussed 
"Some Commercial Aspects of 
the Wheat and. Flour Problem." 
In this connection he brought out 
some of the general relations of 

I the quality of wheat and flour to 
the prices demanded. 

R. W. Darner spoke on the sub-
ject, "Cryocopic Studies in Rela-
tion to the Phase Rule and•Mole-
cular Weight Calculations." This 
took up some of the more com-
plex phases of physical chemistry. 

A. G. Abbott next discussed' 
"Protective Coatings," telling of 
the great increase in the import-
ance of such coating's as the prices 
of structural materials go up. 
Protective coatings for both wood 
'and steel were discussed, and 
• some of the experiments which 
are being carried on along these 
lines were explained. 

Adolph Ziefle spoke on "Physi-
ological Standardization of 
Drugs." He told of the diffi-
culties of standardizing common 
drugs and urged the necessity of 

J. Marshall Brannon told of 
"Experiments With B\allanced 
Solutions," giving some very in-
teresting facts in relation to this 
subject. 

The last speaker was Dr. Bell, 
whose subject was "Native 
Plants in Soil Interp ►etation." 
He showed that certain plants 
were characteristic of certain 
soils,, and that by studying their 
relation Much, might be learned 
of one by observing the other.
