Count
Zeppelin has tried his entire life
time to perfeet an air ship. Zep-
pelin is 71 years old and was sta-
tioned in the U, S. during the Ci-
vil War. Later he joined the
German army and was greatly in-
terested in aerial mavigation. In
1900 he attempted an airship but
for-the next five years made little
progress.  In 1906 he rose to a
height of 400 feet, and received
assistance from the government.
Later when a misshap eaused by
the anchor disabled his machine,
a popular subseription of one and
a quarter million dollars was rais-
ed for his aid. The first fairly
successful attempt was a trip
made last spring from Friedrieks-
chafen to Berlin. These airships
cost from one hundred twenty-
five to two hundred thousand dol—]

Liefle Talks

On Antioxins'

The Polytechnic Society Address-
ed By Head of Pharmacy
Department.

At the Polytechnie Society
meeting last Wednesday, the ad-
dress of the evening was given by

Prof. Ziefle upon the subject of |
Antitoxins. The meeting was well |

attended and the address highly
interesting.

Prof. Ziefle went on to explain
that the subjeet of Antitoxins was
so broad that it would he impos-
sible for him to do more than of-
fer a short explanation of what
antitoxins are, and then confine
himself to one phase of the matter.
Their preparation.

In order to understand anti-
toxing it is first necessary to go
into the subject of toxins, Toxins
are the poisonous produects that
are given off by the multiplication
of disease germs in the tissues of
the body, And antitoxing are the
poisons seereted by the hody to
counteract these toxins.

It is possible for a person to he
immune from the laeteria. This
immunity is of two kinds, natural
and ﬂ(;quirf:d, natural imlllllnit}' is
the inherent ability to resist infee-
tion when the system is invaded hy
disease germs: for example, man
ig insuseeptible to hog eholera, ete.
Acquired immunity is of two
kinds, active and passive. Active
immunity follows an attack of a
disease such as chicken pox, small
pox, searlet fever, ete. These dis-

eases except in rare instances oe-

cur but onee in the same person.

Passive  immunify is that
hronght about by the injeetion of
serum obtained from the blood of
an animal that has aequired active
immunity, this serum contains the

antitoxin secreted by the animal. |
Antitoxins have heen known for | houillon, and while multiplying

some time. As early as 1889 Buch-
ner showed that the sernum of ani-
mals immune against eertain bae-
teria possessed marked bacteriei-
dal properties against that partie-
nlar baeteria.

showed by means of some lantern
slides loaned him by Pavke, Davis
and eompany. the preparation of
diptheria antitoxin and also the
preparation of smallpox vaeecine.

ized by feeding it to gninae pigs,
sixX guinea pigs are taken and each
one must be in good condition and
weigh approximately 250 grams.
The toxin is fed to them in vary-
ing doses: thus no. 1 would get
1 ee., no. 2 would get 1 1-2 ee, ete.,
Do not  think these the
amount fed, for they used
merely for an illustration.

Then this standard toxin is in-
jeeted into a sound horse after he
has been thoroughly washed and
antisepti ed. At first a small dose
is used, but eradually the dose is
inereased until the horse is enab
led to withstand a
would kill 1.000 ordinary horses.

Then the horse is bled, At no
one time is enough blood faken
from the horse to produce any
serions effects, tho he can be bled
once a month for quit a long per-
iod.

“The blood is then set aside in
cold storage and allowed to form
a clot which separates the solid
matter in the blood, and by filter-

moved leaving only the serum
higvhl chavged with mllitnxiln.
then the sernm is set aside in eold
storage until they are perfectly
sure that the horse from which
the blood was drawn is not go-
ing to develop any bad symptoins,

Then the sernm is filtered thrun
unglazed porcelain and sterilized,
and is then ready for standardi-
zation. This is done by mixing the
antitoxin with standard toxin in
varying quantities and injecting
this into gninea pigs and then by
observing the resnlts upon the
eninea pigs the relative strength
of the antitoxin can he determin-
ed.

The sernms are then examined
with a microscope to make sure
that there are no other baeteria
in the solution. The sernm is then

pu up in small glass containers
for nse at the bedside so that any ’

physician ean readily inject it in-
to his patients. This is usually
done by injecting it immediately
beneath the skin. In this operation
the most important thing is to
seenze eleanliness, if eleanliness is
not s2enred bad resnlts are liable
to resalt.

Vaesine was next taken up and
there were slides to illustrate the
oprativns,  Vaccine is obtained
from heifers that are always in the
prime of condition. It is obtained
by the laceration of the under sur-
face of tke abdomen and the rub-
hing in of seed vaceine. After the
sores have developed to the right
extent they are opened, pulp from
them is taken. dried and ground
until it i a thoroughly homgen-
ous mass, it is then mixed with
olyeerine and t=sted.

These tests are of two Lkinds,
first for the presence of any harm-
ful substance, second for activity.
The safety test is talken by injeet-
ing into guinea pigs, and also by
developing upon a eulture and
testing with the microscope, if
these tests show the vaecine to be
all right, it is put up in these little
tnbes that we are familiar with.

Of conrse in the use of vaceine
the ntmost care has to be taken to
keep things clean or bad results
are liable just as in any other sur-
gical operation.

SEEDMEN DIS-
COVER DODDER.

"Phone 1530 |
{ Most Obnoxious Weed Is Found
in Clover and Alfalfa Fields
of This State.

It has been the contention of
some seedsmen thai the various
species of dodder, a pest which at-
tacks elover, alfalfa and other
leguminons plants, would not pro-
duee mature seeds in this climate,
therefore that there could be no
trouble coming to the farmers
who might chance to buy clover
seed or alfalfa seed which con-
tained the seeds of dodder.

The North Dakota seed law pro-
hibits the sale of seed containing
dodder in the state. Grass seed,

thought we were making an un-
demand  when
asked that the dodder be barred.
We have taken some troubl this
yvear to look np the matter as to
whether dodder ripens seed in this
state, and not greatly sur-
prised with the results. We have
received samples of mature dod-
der from Williams eounty,Adams
county, MeLean eounty and Bur-
leigh county, and have collected
it in Cass county, Pembina county
and large masses at Winnipeg
Beach, which is considerably
north of Winnipeg. One or two
farmers have reported it as de-
stroyed entire crops of alfalfa.

It is diffienlt to determine the
dodder seed from clover seed, but
at the State Seed Laboratory we
will gladly examine any samples
of seeds that farmers or seeds-
men may send in and will report
results, and hope eventnaly to do
mueh good.
