Tle was raised in poverty and stud-
ied medieine at the University of
Christiania, but deverted
from his profession by the sue-
cessful production of ““The War-
rior’s Mound., *‘The Banguet at
Solhang,”” the first of his national
dramas, was produced in the the-
atrieal eenters of Norway and
Sweden in 1856, Shortly  after
this he went to Rome and Dres-
den where he lived for ten vears
after which time he veturned to
Norway and made his home in
Christiania. On  his seventieth
hirthday he received gifts and
greetings from everywhere in the
world. !
