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The edict has gone forth from 

State 's Attorney Addresses Stu- 
dents on "The Prohibi- 

tion Law." 

State's Attorney Richardson 
gave the students of the A. C. one 
of the best talks which. they :iave 
heard this year. His subject was 
"The Prohibition Law." 

Mr. Richardson pointed out the 
fact that it has been only within 
the last few years that the state 
have done anything to promote 
prohibition, and also that the con-
stitution of this state provides 
against the manufacture or sale 
of liquor in this state, and also 
empowers the legislature to make 
the means to enforce the law. and I 
provide suitable punishment for 
breakers of the law. 

He also showed that the use of 
liquor is materially made easier 
by the fact that when a shipment 
of liquor is made from a license 
to a prohibition territory it is in 
the hands of a common carrier, 
and for this reason cannot 'be 
touched by state officials. How-
ever,' he feels very hopeful that 
this drawback will be removed be-
cause there are some six bills in 
the senate and house now, backed 
by men who wish thein....to pas's, 
prohibiting the shipment of liquor 
from license to - prohibtion Terri-
tory. The effect of this would be 
twofold; it would make state pro-
hibition in North Dakota prohibit, 
and it would put the proposition 
up to the man when he we7It to 
vote. He would know that voting 
for prohibition would mean not 
only to keep'liquor from his neigh-
bor but would also make it impos-
sible to get ithimself. 

There are two ways of restrict-
ing or regulating the sale of liq-
uor; by license, and by prohibi-
tion. While the latter,. has been 
unfavorable to many: because they 
do not wish prohibition which 
does not prohibit, Mr. Richardson 
thinks that when some of these 
new bills become laws this difficul-
ty will also be removed. It is even. 
now becoming more 'popular be-
cause people have begun to know 
that liquor is not only morally 
wrong, but it hurts their purses. 
In the south, fond as the01 south-
erner is of his liquor, the determi-
nation to keep it from the ne 
is pausing biin to deprtvT:himse 
in order that-  he' niaY 
gro. "The total 'dry' territory of 
the United States is 46%." 

He said that in order to have 
better conditions in this state at 
the present time, we must have a 
set of men who are not so "ha: .  
nana back-boned' as some we have 
had in the past ; men who "will not 
let a trivial business interest•Stand 
in 'their way, but will help the Of 
ficials secure the- necessary infor-
mation to convict law breakers. 

Mr. Richardson concluded his 
address by showing the contempt-
able means which the liquor men 
use to securetheir ends. He read 
an extract from.anaddress tier iv- 
ered by one of the members of 
the Ohio State Liquor 'Leagne 
which concluded with these 
words: "Nickels spent in treats 
to boys Will return dollars to your 
tills."

A Bowman, N. D., farmer re-
cently sent a sample of soil to the 
geology department for analysis.

Indications of white alkali con-

Among the questions asked by 
the farmer were : "What is the 
best method of cultivation for this 
soil?" "What crop will it pro-
duce?" "Will it raise strawber-
ries?" 

A physical and chemical analy-
sis can be made of such samples, 
but to tell the methods for its best 
use cannot be done until the gen-
eral conditions of surface, drain-
age, size of area and general to-
pographic conditions of the land 
are described. It is like the man 
who sends in a sample of ore, con-
taining precious metals, and de-
sires to know whether the mine 
containing the ore will pay. The 
surrounding conditions must be 
known.

OUR GYMNASIUM. 

It would be a. serious matter to 
some of the students if they were 
prohibited from particpating in 
the pleasures of the gym. The 
gym. is performing its duty to-
ward the student body in a way 
that eould not be duplicated by 
any other means. 

The variety of exercise that is 
offered now by the use of the gym. 
is not very large but new appa-
ratus is being added from time 
to time. It is possible for at least 
several games to be carried on at 
the same time. It is observed that 
from 250 to 300 students use the 
gymnasium in some manner. 
While our equipment is still in-
complete we take pride in saying 
that we have an excellent start 
toward the end aimed at. Our ap-
paratus is not sufficient to accom-
modate all students who desire 
special training, but more equip-
ment is being added as fast as 
possible. 

The nominal fee of 50 cents per 
term is charged each member who 
uses the gym. This determines to 
a large extent the number who 
really take enough interest in ath-
letics to use the gym. 

Our gymnasium becomes at 
times a great College pleasure re-
sort, not only to students who par-
ticipate in the different ,games, 
but to those vistors who throng 
the galleries during drill and prac-
tice hours.

DIRECTORY OUT. 
A directory of the breeders of 

pure live stock • of the state of 
North Dakota, compiled by Prof. 
W. B. Richards, and published by 
Prof. W. B. Richards, and pub-
lished by the North Dakota Live 
Stock Breeders' Association, has 
recently come off the press. It is 
a careful compilation of the names 
of the breeders, of , pure bred 
live stock in the state, giving the 
name and address of the breeder, 
the number of years in the busi-
ness, the number of animals of 
each sex in his herd, and.the num-
ber offered for sale. This direc-
tory is a great help to the farmers 
who wish to grade up their herds 
with high class animals, not mak-
ing it necessary to ship from out-
side the state, as they can select 
from the herds of the registered 
breeder in their vicinity. The 
idea of gathering this information 
originated in the fact that the 
Division of Animal Husbandry of 
the College annually receives a 
large number of requests for just 
such information. 

The gathering of the data was 
a long and laborious process. In-
formation blanks were sent out to 
every known breeder in the state 
with questions to be answered; ad-
vertisements were inserted in sev-
eral agricultural and country pa-
pers ; and all available efforts to 
get every breeder in the state were 
made, but in spite of this fact the 
directory does not include all par-
ties, only the most prominent and 
energetic ones being included. The

SPECIAL SERVICES. 

Dr. Beard Addresses the Students. 

Appropriate and beautiful ser-
vices were held in Chapel in obser-
vance of the day of prayer for col-
leges last Thursday. Following 
the opening hymn Rev. Dr. Beard 
of the city, read the 119th Psalm 
which represents a young man in 
meditation as saying, "Where 
withal shall a young man cleanse 
his way," and finally praying, 
"Open Thou mine eyes that I may 
behold the wondrous things out of 
Thy law." Dr. Beard then gave 
the invocation pleading for the 
colleges and that there might come 
out from them "perfect men." 

The choir under the direction of. 
Prof. McArdle made its first ap-
pearance singing "In Heavenly 
Love Abiding," by Halden. The 
choir seemed to add something to 
the chapel services that has been 
missing hitherto, and it is to be 
hoped that the choir has come to 
stay. 

Dr. Batt then announced the 
gift of a beautiful portrait of 
Herbert Spencer by Mr. and Mrs. 
H. H. Hall and Mrs. Jessie Taylor 
Hall in memorory of Prof. Charles 
M. Hall, who for so many years as-
sociated himself with this institu-
tion as student and professor ; that 
association being cut off only by 
an untimely death. The picture is 
an artistically framed photograv-
ure of the .famous painting of 
Spencer now in London. This 
picture will be hung on the walls 
of the library together with those 
of Dante and Darwin which Prof. 
Hall's parents and wife have put 
there in former years.. Spencer's 
part in the development of science 
is well known and the hanging of 
his portrait in our library is high-
ly appreciated by the College. 

"The Perfect Man" was the 
subject of the address by Rev. Dr. 
Beard which followed. Dr. Beard 
conceived that the perfect man 
must be an educated man ; educat-
ed in the larger sense of the word, 
taking education to mean the 
:training of thefaculties.. The fac-
ulties are trained by the gaining 
Of knowledge and knowledge is 
gained in the school of experience. 
Education is not finished when a 
person leaves school ; but is the 
"business of Life." Commence- 

I ment means the going in to the 
school of the world which gives no 
vacation. The perfect man must 
be sound in body and the greatest 
discovery of the age was that an 
educated mind must not necessar-
ily be coupled with a weak and 
puny body. 

Character, moral and spiritual 
development, is a necessary part 
of the perfect man. Without this 
it means that we will only "be ed-
ucated brute rascals." "The 
making of character like the ob-
taining of education requires a 
life-time and in this the man must 
educate himself. Resistance of 
temptation gives strength of char-
acter and to the free man tempta-
tion is a part of the divine order 
of things. Christ has been every 
step of the way and is perfect. The 
perfect man is the measure of the 
stature of the fullness of Jesus 
Christ. 

In closing the choir favored us 
with another selection, "Come, 
Thou Fount," by Excell. 

PROF. LADD ON PAINT. 

Prof. Ladd delivered an address 
before the annual convention of 
the North Dakota Retail Hard-
ware Dealers on Feb. 29. He dis-
cussed the paint experiments that 
have been carried on at this sta-
tion and the conclusions that can 
be drawn from the results thus ob-
tained. He called attention to the 
importance of the paint industry, 
and outlined the abuses practiced 
by the manufacturers. He spoke 
briefly of the controversy of the 
merits of paints, differing widely 
in composition. 

It was to settle these questions 
that the College Chemical Depart-
ment undertook the elaborate ex-
periments' begun in 1906. These 
included not only practical analy-
ses, but also practical tests Of the 
wearing qualities of the various 
paints found on the market. In-
teresting results - .were ' obtained. 
Paints were found on the market 
containing high percentages of 
water, and "inert pigments" or 
"fillers." One paint contained 
15% of water, 16% of benzine and 
30% filler ; and another contained 
44% of water and benzine in the 
vehicle and 70% make-weight in 
the pigment. The paint fences

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sults; some are wearing well while 
others are pealing off and chalk-
ing. So far the results have not 
been against good white lead and 
zinc paints, but the ideal paint 
containing inert fillers has not yet 
been discovered. 

The Commissioner then briefly 
outlined the co-operative test with 
the National Paint Manufactur-
ers' Association. The eighteen 
different paints contributed by 
this association were made by spe-
cially prepared formulas and un-
der the direction of experts. Tho 
chief purpose of the experiment 
has been to test the North Dakota 
idea and if it is not good, the re-
sults of these experiments should 
refute it. 

There is no doubt but that these 
experiments will bring results 
that will he highly beneficial to 
not only North Dakota but the 
whole country. 

STUDY "BLACK POINTS." 
Prof. Seaver is performing some 

experiments on "black points" or 
black pointed wheat seed. These 
experiments are very interesting, 
as the results of the preliminary 
ones have been favorable and they 
are likely to reveal something of 
value. Nothing is claimed for 
them yet, however, as no absolute 
facts regarding them can be prov-
en.

Two hundred years ago it would 
not have been preposterous for a 
learned man to have claimed that 
he was versed in all knowledge, 
while.today it would take several 
life times to complete the several 
.courses offered in one of our 
great Universities. This condition 
of things has created many new 
problems among which are those 
of specialization ; where specializa-
tion shall begin; selection of ma-
terial ; varying periods at which 
children are at school and the com-
plex character of the individual, 
who must not only be versed in 
the arts and crafts, but must also 
be able to meet his civic duties 
and possess that sense of apprecia-
tion known as culture to a greater 
or Jess extent... Besides this the 
promotional element must be tak-
en into consideration and nothing 
should enter into the education of 
a child to prevent him from rising 
as high as he can. In addition to 
all these the problem of physical 
training must be added. 

Two imperfect types of educa-
tion were named as prevalent; 
first, the classical, which is large-
ly dominated by the study of the 
dead languages and is, in th,; er-
treme, so far removed from the 
practical that it is almost entirely 
useless. The second type was de-
fined- 'as "Cog''- 'education; which 
takes the child from the grammar 
school 'and iMniediatelY teaches 
him some art ortrade. ,  The great 
trouble with this method is that 
it narrows the opportunities of the 
child and in this respect much re-
sembles the' _encouragement of 
child labor. 

The modern ideal is a comprom-
ise. It is a useful liberal educa-
tion. In most of our schools the 
indifhtriallein&t is lacking; and 
it is in this .respect that.,we, find 
the urgent necessity of adjust-
ment in Choosing subjects 
of a broad and general applica-
tion. Domestic scie ee is one of 
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these subjects that should be given 
the most careful attention. Man-
ual training, the broader commer-
cial subjects, and nature study or 
elementary agricultUre should' be 
given the most careful attention. 
Manual training, the broader com-
mercial subjects ;  and nature ,study 
or elementary agrieulture should 
be given due place in the curricu-
lums of all our schools: A strict 
specialization should be discour-
aged, but specialization in one 
line and the carrying on, at the 
same:time of several, courses of- ; a 
broad and general nature, should 
be the ideal. 

How is this, to be brought about? 
It should he evolutionary rather 
than revolutionary, and should 
easily be made by simply adjust-
ing our present school systems to 
meet the demand of modern condi-
tions.
