Conference of Food Commissions
of the Northwest

On the 17th and 18th of last
month, there convened in St. Paul
a i.nniclenr.u of the food commis-
sions of the northwestern states.

This convention was called by
Professor Ladd to secure a uni-
form method of labeling in the

several states and to harmonize
the eommission’s rulings as far as
could be done in two days. There
were present representatives from
Illinois, Iowa, Minnesota, North
and South Dakota, and Wiseon-
sin, and also representatives of
the U. S. Burean of Inspee-
tion from the Chicago and St. Paul
laboratories.

Among the resolutions adopted
were the following:

1. Prohibiting the use of arti-
ficial colors in all extracts.

2. Condenining the use of
alum and alum compounds in all
fruits, vegetables, ete.

3. Prohibiting the use, in jel-
lies, jams, preserves, ete., of
starch, gellatine, colors, and pre-
servatives.

4| Prohibiting the use of pre-
servatives in catsups after Dee. 1,
1908, and also the use of artificial
colors and fillers.

5. Condemning the use of the
term ““Salad Qil."”
