BIOGRAPHY

Frederich “Fred” D. Hiller was born on June 12, 1888 in Dennewitz, South Russia. Fred
immigrated to the United States with his family in 1890, settling near Fredonia, North Dakota.
On March 11, 1911, Fred married Bertha Grosz, who was the daughter of August and Christina
(Bridekreitz) Grosz. Fred and Bertha (Grosz) Hiller had three children: Ella (1912-2003), Nora
(1914-1999), and Wilbert (1918-2013). On February 11, 1920, Bertha (Grosz) Hiller died from a
heart attack. On September 20, 1920, Fred was remarried to Lydia Flaig, who was the daughter
of Joseph Flaig and Anna Maria (Gackle) Flaig. Fred and Lydia (Flaig) Hiller had four children:
Fred (1922-2005), Elda (1925-1969), Noma (1927-1984), and Joseph (1935-1971). Fred D.
Hiller died on March 12, 1985.

Leighton Hiller is a grandson of Fred D. and Lydia (Flaig) Hiller.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The Fred D. & Lydia (Flaig) Hiller Collection consists of issues of German congregational
publications, mostly though Yankton and Redfield, South Dakota: Der Kirchenbote, 1920-1948,
Christian Messenger, 1943-1948, YCST Bulletin, 1939, and the American Observer, 1941;
Sunday school lessons, 1921-1948; almanacs and calendars, 1913-1945; and other booklets and
publications that belonged to the Fred and Lydia (Flaig) Hiller family. The majority of the
collection is in the German language but English is also present. The collection has been
organized into eight series: Almanac and Calendar, Der Kirchenbote, Christian Messenger,
YCST Bulletin, American Observer, Sunday School, Catalog, and Subject.

The Almanac and Calendar Series contains almanacs and calendars spanning from 1913 to
1945. All of the calendars are in German. Only one almanac is in English and the rest are in
German. Most of the almanacs are in good condition, but a couple are missing their cover. The
series is arranged in alphabetical order.

The largest series in the collection is the Der Kirchenbote Series. The series has issues from the
German language publication Der Kirchenbote, spanning from 1920 to 1948. Most of the issues
were published in Yankton, South Dakota, but a few issues were published in Chicago, Illinois
and Redfield, South Dakota.

The Christian Messenger Series is comprised of issues of the publication the Christian
Messenger, spanning from 1943-1948. This publication is in English and was published monthly
by the Pioneer Press in Yankton, South Dakota. In 1943, the subscription price was $1.00 per
year for U.S. citizens and $1.50 per year for people in foreign countries.

The YCST Bulletin Series consists of three issues of the YCST Bulletin. All three issues are
from 1939. The YCST Bulletin was published quarterly by the Yankton College School of
Theology in Yankton, South Dakota. The three issues are in English and German.
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The American Observer Series includes four issues of the American Observer publication. All
of the issues are from 1941. The issues are in English, and they are primarily about the war in
Europe (World War I1).

The Sunday School Series contains many Sunday school lesson booklets. These lessons are
mostly in German, but some are in English and some are in both languages. The lessons span
from 1921 to 1948. Written on many of the issues are the names of Fred and Lydia Hiller’s
children: Ella, Nora, Wilbert, and Noma.

The Catalog Series has three catalogs dating to the 1930s. All three are catalogs for theology
materials. Two are entirely in German and the other is in German and English. The two German
language catalogs were published in Chicago, and the other bilingual catalog was published by
the Pioneer Press in Yankton, South Dakota. The series is arranged in alphabetical order.

The Subject Series consists mainly of miscellaneous items that did not directly relate to any
other series, dating from 1916 to the 1940s. The series includes publications in English and in
German that cover a wide variety of topics, including horses, World War 11, the Works Progress
Administration (WPA), and theology.

SEPARATION RECORD
The large Sunday school calendar from 1931 with German text and color images of Bible scenes

has been separated from the rest of the collection, due to its size, and relocated to the GRHC’s
map press.
