IN preliminary tests conducted by the North Dakota Agricul-
tural Experiment Station, Fargo, the application of a dus t ing

topinus eurysterkus and t h e ca t t le chewing louse, Bovicola boms.

There was objection to this dusting 
mixture because of the adhesive-
ness of the particles which clogged 
the opening of the shaker-top con-
tainer used to apply the dust.
