
cedar apple rust, silver leaf, and hail 
damage also were reported on apples. 

Strawberries showed leaf spot, bud 
blight, crown rot and gray mold; rasp­
berry diseases diagnosed included spur 
blight, cane blight, anthracnose, and win­
ter and spider mite injury. 

In summarizing the year's list of in­
quiries, almost all the common grain 
crops, orchard, -windbreak, vegetable and 
flower garden plants commonly grown 

in the state were included, and the in­
quiries came from every section of the 
state. Three diseases new to this region 
were reported. 

The survey not only gives individual 
help to the person submitting the speci­
men, but helps the pathologists and all 
residents of the state by indicating where 
the diseases are appearing. This is par­
ticularly important when the disease is 
new to the state or to the particular lo­
cality. ·• .. 
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
