A lounge
and game room is available in each of
the three buildings; and, a larger
community center is located in the
middle building and is available for
student gatherings and programs. Rent
for the new apartments includes cable,
internet, electricity and heat. Other
available amenities include carpeted
units with dishwasher, coin-operated
laundry on each floor, and air

conditioning.
