[Nis
placelessness persists foday as the neighborhood undergoes an architfecrural loss
of culturally relevant stories. [his thesis proposes fo reinvigorare a celebrafion
of culrural identity through filmic fechniques of repefifion, fragmenfed montage,
and a disruption of Linearity in order fo inspire a reflecfive consciousness and
