Deferring Students 

A check with the local draft 
board revealed tlae full time stu­
dents who receive their orders 
for induction while enrolled in an 
institution of higher learning and 
wish to postpone their entrance 
into the armed forces should re­
quest it. 

Can a full time college student 
receive def ermenl? The local draft 
board has discretion in this matter. 
Some boards have defined ( classi­
f ication2A) those who have the 
following qualifications. 

1 Completed one academic year 
of full time in truction. 
2. The regi tran schola tie 
tanding placed him a1nong the 

upper half of hi cla . 
3. The local board i atisfied by 
the record of the regi trant8 ac­
tion that he fully intended prior 
to August 1, 1950, to enroll in a 
full time cour e of instruction. 

Other boards in the state are not 
deferring college tudents because 
they need to fill their quotas. 

The draft needs hinge on the 
worl ituation in general and the 
Korean ituation in particular. 
When the Chin e Reds invaded 
Korea, the quot.as for the local 
draft board were increased. Be­
cause of this increased quota; se­
lective ervi may have to draw 
heavily on the college population.

30 Grade Pupils 
Visit Geology Dept. 

About 30 sixth grade pupils of 
St. Joseph's Academy in Moorhead 
spent Friday afternoon in the 
NDAC geology department. With 
their teacheT, Sister Margaret 
Mary, the foorhead pupils studied 
rocks, minerals, fossils of pre­
historic animals, and plans in the 
North Dakota Agricultural College 
geology collection. 

Previous to their visit to the 
College campus, the sixth grade 
class had spent a day collecting 
rocks along the shore of glacial 
Lake Agassiz which they brought 

' for discussion - and irientification. 
Lake Agassiz existed about 10,000 
years ago whe1;. glacial ice block­
ed the Red River to the north, Dr. 
Willard D. Pye, chairman of the 
NDAC geology department said. 
The Lake occupied most of the 
present Red River valley. 

The Moorhead class is making 
this study as part of their natural 
history course and as part of their 
history of Minnesota. Some of the 
children planned to use this ma­
terial as a part of merit badge 
work in Boy Scouts and Camp 
Fire Girls.

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Ag Journalism Minor 
Needed In Curriculum 

The demand for agricultural journalists is high. There are only 
five colleges in the nation that are offering ag journalism and since 
ours is an agricultural college, au ag journalism minor should be added 
to the curriculum. 

The agricultural journalism field is wide and is not included in 
the wee4cly newspaper field. This college has received numerous letter!! 
asking for ag journalists and they still remain on file. There are num­
erous opportunities in this field, some of which are: 

1. With USDA, which puts out a large number of bulletins, pam­
phlets, etc., to the number oi awut 35,00{l_l_ll)O individual copies a year. 

2. With state departments which issue publications on sou con­
servation, etc. 

3. With agricultural collcg.is, prel>sbly over 50, which have ex­
tension service news and experiments station editors. 1NDAC has, tor 
example, John Burnham, Tom Gildersleeve, and Robert Rathbone (plus 
assistants). 

4. Business papers or trade journals (some 200) in fields allied 
with agriculture. 

6. With fann magazines and farm papers (some 600) with gene­
ral distribution. These include: national magazines (Country Gentle­
man), state and regional papers (Dakota Farmer), specialized farming, 
and organizational papers. 

6. With newspapers. The Editor and Publisher Year Book lists 
over 600 daily newspapers with farm editors; including reporters who 
specialize in fann news, the number would be much larger. 

7. With wire services and syndicates as AP, UP, and syndicates 
which hire reporters and feature writers who specialize in farm news. 

8. With Radio stations who also hire specialists in writing and 
broadcasting radio farm news. 

There is an increasing need for ag journalists because agriculture 
is involved in governmental controls and becoming more specialized. 
Also, ag journalists are increasingly requiring better training. 

Every year this college graduates numerous county agents. It is 
the county agent's duty to inform the farmers in his jurisdiction of 
crop conditions, dise11ses and controls; and other farm news through 
.articles in county weeklies. A course in ag journalism would benefit 
ag students in this respect. · 

Although these facts only superficially cover the possibilities of 
journalism in the agricultural field, they nevertheless point out anoth­
er way in which NDAC could increase its curriculum to its own bene­
fit. A minor in agricultural journalism at NDAC would not only bet­
ter prepare those students who desire to become county agents to 
handle their jobs, but &!so would attract and hold students who have 
an interest in entering these other fields.-EAS.
