Exploding mousetraps, light that 
burns, a three-dimensional atom 
model, and new jet engine alloys 
will be highligbt.s of the 12-act sci­
ence show, "Adventures in Re­
search," to be presented here next 
Thursday at Festival hall. 

Described as • virfl/al "l•bor­
atory on st•ge," the new show 
w1s created by scientish •t the 
Westinghouse Research L•bor• 
tories to report the latest in sci­
entific progreas to the layman. 
A. R. Dostal, Westinghouse re­
PGrter, will direct the perform­
ance, with sho'WI scheduled •t 
8 p. m., on April 26. 

Atomic energy demonstrations 
play a lead role in the presenta­
tion, with nearly every phase of 
this powerful new energy source 
being illustrated in "live" per­
formances. A new three-dimen­
sional atom model capable o:C re­
producing eight complete atoms 
incl·:1ing oxygen, will be shown in 
action. A miniature atom-smasher 
with a 250,000-volt electrical "wal­
lop" will simulate the performance 
of the giant machines used in the 
nation's research laboratories. 
What the atomic power plant of the 
future may look like will be dem­
onstrated with the aid of a model 
atomic "pile". 

One of the world's brightest, 
most versatile lamps-used both in 
television reproductions in theaters 
and for finding cloud ceilings at 
airports--will demonstrate its bril­
liant intensity by igniting a piece 
of wood several feet away. Jet 
alloys that won't break even when 
stretched under cherry red beat 
will be shown. 

Other features include an oil 
lubrication demonstration in "tech­
nicolor", plastics made on stage, a 
new super · fidelity r!::>nograpb, 
color corrected mercury vapor 
lamps, and a helium demonstration.
