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Economics Authority 
Says Sufficient Food 
Would Bring Peace 

Sufficient food for the underde­
veloped coWltrioes of the ~ .... cr!d. is 
the key to lasting peace, Dr. Fred 
J . Rossiter, top economics author­
ity, told students and faculty at the 
recent agricultural economics sem-
inar at NDAC. 1 

Dr. Rossiter, who is associate di­
rector of the office of foreign agri­
cultural relations for the USDA, 
recently returned from a tour of 
Europe and the Middle East. He 
has lived several years in Asia 
where he is well acquainted with 
present problems. 

"There is unrest among these un­
derdeveloped countries," said Dr. 
Rossiter. "Communists are flood­
ing them with propagandn :md do­
ing a good job of it. No wonder 
the people are co•.1fused." 

The world's ma.ior source of food 
is the United States. The doctor 
illustrated, point by point, how 
food supplies in the rest of the 
world have declined while the de­
mand on America has continued to 
increase. 

But we cannot co'ltinue to feed 
the rest of the world indefinitely, 
he asserted. What is the answer? 
We must help our fellow farmers 
of tire world to do a better job of 
farming so that their resources can 
be better utilized. 

"Freedom from hunger could be­
come a reality within the present 
centruy," concluded Dr. Rossiter. 
"Until it does become a reality, any 
military armistice will rest on a 
weak fouD.dation."

Gives Precautions 
For Winter Driving 

Becht Relates German's Reaction To Nazi Program

Based on authoritative research 
by the National Safety Council's 
Committee on Win ter Driving Haz­
ards, the following are recommend­
ed p recautions to avoid accidents 
and traffic troutles this winter:

war tires, although cold synthe­
tic rubber wears better and per­
forms better normally on wet or 
dry pavements. But slow down 
on snowy or icy roads so you can 
stop when you have to.

Food Preservation 
Course At NDAC 
Teaches Freezing 

NDAC is one of t ire few home 
economics schools in the country 
which offers a course devoted to 
food preservation. 

Instruction in freezing foods is 
given by Mrs. Bethel McLeod. Miss 
Mildred Schmidt and Mrs. Eliza· 
beth Cassell teach canning, pickling 
and jelly makin g . 

In the frozen foods division of 
the classes students made field 
trips to variou s freezer locker 
plants in the Fargo-Moorhead area. 
A t the end of the course they make 
a meal from the foods they prepar­
e d . Students lea r n the selection of 
fruits and vegetables for freezing 
a nd they get experience in using 
different ty_pes of jackaging mater­
ials. 

Use of different types of presure 
cookers and pressure pans is ~ught 
in the canning section of the class­
e s. Foods are canned in both 
glass and tin containers. 

Foods used in the food preser· 
vation course were either grown on 
t h e college farms or purchased lo-­
~ally.

Microfilm Record 
Of Rare Book Here 

How early Indians cured aches 
with a salve of hog grease and 
juice for the ' humming bird tree' 
is one of the descriptions contain­
ed in an unusual gift recently made 
to the NDAC library. 

The gift is a microfilm record 
of the first book ever published on 
North American natural history, 
0 New England's Raritees Discover· 
ed," by John Josselyn. The micro­
film was given to the library by 
Dr. 0. A. Stevens of the 1'<"1JAC bot­
any department who obtained it 
some years ago from the Library 
of Congress. 

The hooi< itself, published in 
1672, is quite rare. In it, the auth­
or treats ol birds, beasts, fishes, 
serpents, insects and minerals. The 
list of fishes is extensive, but with 
little description. The treatment 
of plants "such as are proper to the 
country and have no name" is prob­
ably the best. 

The descriptions of various plants 
coincide with indentification made 
by later botanists. The microfilm 
is available at !lie library for any 
interested persons who wish to see 
it, according to H. Dean Stalling;, 
librarian.

Born near Perry, Iowa,in 1881, 
Taylor was the first rural mail car­
rier out of Perry, came to Foster 
county, North Dakota soon after 
the turn of the centruy, farming 
near Carrington until he toot up a 
homestead in Bowman county in 
1.908. The 1952 Hall of Fame win­
ner purchased bis first registered 
Herefords in 1921, going on to 
build up one of the &nest beef 
cattle herds in the state. He kept 
faith in the whiteface catUe durinfl 
the desolate 1930 decade, and in 
1944 auctioned in Bowman county 
114 bead of outstanding stock. 

He has been president and vice­
president of the North ilallota 
Soil Consenotlon District Supe.­
vlaora -latlon, II t,_.,,., of 
the Bowman Soil ConHrvatlon 
dl1trlct, ... named to the .........
