Summer Courses 
In New Bulletin 
Summer school plans at l\TDAC :ire 

outline in a new bulletin issuecl this 
week by Dean G. Ernst Giesecke, 
director of the summer session. 

The six-week summer term, last­
ing from June 9 to July 19, will 
offer courses in the schools of agri­
cuiture, applied arts and sciences, 
home economics, rhemical technol­
ogy and pharmacy. 

Special attention will be given to 
the need of teachers in the second­
ary schools with courses scheduled 
in both the undergraduate and 
graduate programs. 

The department of mathematics 
is offering a first course in astron­
omy that emphasi:res work with 
the telescope. A curriculum in 
library science. for teacher libra­
rians is to be included in the 
summer session. Courses are 
5Cheduled in education and phy­
cology, English, mu s i c, social 
science and speech. 
In the school of agriculture, work 

is offered. in soil and water con er­
vation and rn etomological techni­
que for science teachers. Home 
economics work will include pres­
ervation of foods, food selection 
and preparation, h o m e planning 
and furnishing, and child develop­
ment. Advanced work is ~cheduled 
for general, organic, inorganic and 
pharmaceutical chemistry, qualita­
tive analysis and glass apparatus 
fabrication . 

The physical education depart­
ment will give training in recrea­
tion leadership as well as in various 
summer sports. Weekly concerts 
will be provided by the music de­
partment. Also on the recreation 
program are weekly folk dances, 
tours to points of interest in North 
Dakota, coffee hours each Wednes­
day for students and faculty, and 
productions by the Little Country 
Theater. 

The fifth annual paint short 
course for beginners will be June 9-
20 with the second annual advanced 
paint short course running from 
June 20 to July 12. 

Two workshops--0ne in mathe­
matics and one on guidance for 
rural youth- are scheduled for the 
third week in June and are especi­
ally geared for junior and senior 
high school teachers.

Dr. Helgeson Describes Chilea,i Customs, Country 
Back from Chile is Dr. E. A. 

Helgeson, NDAC botanist, who has 
been in that Latin American coun­
try on a six-months as ignment 
with the Food and Agriculture Or­
ganization of the United Nations. 

Although the NDAC scientist is 
glad to be back in Fargo, he bid 
goodbye to the charming Chilean 
"yaqui land" with regret. In char­
acter and climate, the lush green 
valley of central Chile much re­
sembles southern California and 
the Helgeson family throughly en­
joyed living there. 

The Helgesons returned to the 
UnHed States by separate ways. 
The doctor flew from Santiago to 
Miami via Lima, Peru, and Panama 
City. His 1.6-year-old son, John , 
went to Buenos Aires and flew to 
New York on an Argentinean line. 
Mrs. Helgeson is returning by boat 
with Mr . Harry E. Rilling o! Fargo 
who ha been visiting in Latin A­
merica . 

Dr. Helgeson's assignment in 
Chile was to assist the govern­
ment in organizing a control pro­
gram for brambles. One p•rticu­
lar type of bramble, 2ar1mor•, 
has run wild over a good share of 
Chile's cultivated land. 

In test ork at the Centinela Ex­
periment Station near Lago Llan­
quihue in southern Shili, Dr. Hel­
geson demonstrated how a system 
of continuous cultivation co u Id 
bring the zaramora under control. 
lit s. mi . ion al o arranged for two 
young hilean to come to the Unit­
ed States for tudy of re arch and 
xtension method~. 
"Absente landlords and prirmi­

tive agricultural methods have con­
tributeJ to the spread of the pest," 
explained Dr. Helgeson . Some 60 
percent of the land i in the hands

of f"Eeudal "hacendados" who often 
live abroad and have little concern 
about how the land is farmed . 

The industrious German farmers 
near Valdivia in southern Chile 
have no trouMe with zaramora be­
cause they use efficient cropping 
systems, Dr. Helgeson observed. 

Dr. Helgeson feels that Chili 
is truly ihe land of the future. 
It has wealth of n•tural resources 
which have not been fully ex­
ploited. Manufacturing is on the 
way up and there are many new 
and growing industries. 

A big map brought back by Dr. 
Helge on illustrates how there are 
really three Chilies a seen from 
top to bottom : the arid de ert of 
the north which is rich in copper 
and nitrate, the green central val-

ley which is the agricultural and 
industrial heart of the country, and 
the southerly region stretching 
down through the Straits of Magel­
lan which i a wilderne s of for­
e ts, lake and glaci-ers. 

The Helgesons spent most of their 
time in Santiago although the doc­

I tor traveled outh as far as Puerto 
' lontt. The on attended a San­
tiagoan school spon orcd by the 
S~te D partment. Dr. Helgeson 
pumts out that thcrn are :hree ex­
cellent universities there which arc 
out Landing in teaching medicine 
law and denti try. ' 

"But Chit is a land of contrasts " 
he comments. " It is so modern i'n 
many ways and o static in others." 
Th . country adopted far reaching 
oc,al reforms, including old age 

pensions, before such things were 
even thought or in the United 
States. But the highways are the 
world's worst, emphasizes the doc­
tor. 

Are n1rs driven on the left 
side of the road? 'Both sides and 
even crossways," uy1 Dr. Helge­
son grimly. "I have never nen 
such wild driving. The poor 
pedestrian has no rights at •II." 
"'the government is preHing an 
educational program, however, to 
teach people to drive more sensi­
bly. 

The old jalopies on the roads 
would delight today's hot-rodder. 
Dr. Helgeson noted many Model T 
Fords still in use. Since Chile ha 
no automobile manufacturing in· 
dustry, cars are driven years after 
they should be retired to the junk· 
yard.

he wants to go armed with 111 the 
technical knowledge he can mus­
,.r. 

"But learning is hard for me," 
he says apologetically. •• I bad 
been out of school 16 years before 
I came to college here." Those 16 
years were full of adventure. In 
that time, Lotti served 9 years with 
his countrys air force, graduated 
from an instructional air school in 
Bristol, England, worked for the 
Anglo-Iranian Oil Company and be­
came a convert from Mohammedan­
ism to Christianity. 

Besides English ,he speaks, reads 
and writes Turkish, French and the 
Aramaic of Persia. 

Lotti was born of Turkish par­
ents In the town of Marand where 
his father was mayor. Muand is 
located on tht Russian border be­
twaen the Black and Caspl!ln 
Seas.) Becau.. of troubled con­
ditions there, his a9ed parents 
with his three brother, and si1t• 
ers have since moved farther 
south.

hes, Lotfi feeb that Iran will yet de­
side the course of history, The stra­
tegic position of the country, a­
stride the great trade roads of the 
world, is both its asset and its liabil­
ity. The immense oil reserves along 
the Persian Gull and the resultant 
outpouring of wealth have thrust 
new problems on Ure country. 

"Russian influence in the north 
is pitted against Western democra­
cy in the south," comments Lotfi 
somberly. "Who knows what the 
outcome will be?" 

The last y e a rs have weighed 
heavily on Iran, explains Lotfi. Not 
only has the country been used as a 
tool in the hands of the great pow- ~ . 
ers, but it has had new oil money 
flow in to increase the gap between 
rich and poor. 

According to Lotti, the nation 
is now in a transitional ,tap 
with old values destroyed b~fore 
new ones can tek, their place. 

A terrific impact is this to a land 
which bas known the legendary 
splendor of Haroun al-Rashid, the 
great dynasties of the Medes and 
the Persians, the conquest of Alex• 
ander, the carnage of Genghis 
Khan, the march of Roman legions 

Seifoullah Lotfl 
and the philosophy of Omar Khay­
yam. Truly, Iran has b<len a spec­
tator of world drama since the 
dawn of civilization. 

Is Iran modern? "As modem as 
Fargo," smiles Lotfi. "We don't 
have all the modern appliances and 
transportation there. But you won't 
find a great deal of difference." 

And those at NDAC won't find a 
great deal of difference between 
Lotfi and other collegians. With his 
understanding mind and . willing 
h&nds, one feels sure that he w;ll 
earn a place for himself in the c,>l­
lege family just as !ili country ha.~ 
earned a place among the family of 
nations.

A significant research project in­
volving diet and digestion is being 
started at NDAC as the result of a 
substantial research grant made by 
the United States Public Health 
Service. 

The research will be conducted 
by Dr. Sidney S. Chernick, head of 
the pharmacology department of 
the NDAC School of Pharmacy. Dr 
Chernick has ben awarded $21,000 
for financing a three-yea.r research 
program into dretary factors regu­
lating pancreatic enzymes. 

Dr. Chernick, who joined the 
NDAC staff last fall, bas said broad 
experience in phys iological r e -
:sdrch. Since receiving his doc­
torr's degree from the University of 
California in 1948, he has published 
a number of scientific reports on 
his findings. 

Dr. Willard D. Pye, chairman of 
the NDAC department of geology 
and geography, has been named by 
the Fargo Chamber of Commerce 
to serve on an oil committee. The 
committee will help ·n planning 
any future oil development for the 
city.
